Mr. Hutton reveals the step-by-step 
development of the master-subverter from the time he is handpicked for the task 
to his relocation in his victim country: how he is transformed by ten years of 
intensive training (in a place found on no map); how he slips into his new 
country without leaving a trace; how, once inside, he spends several months 
covering all tracks before finally settling into a community; how he becomes a 
respected citizen, an admired civic leader, a patriot, sometimes even an 
articulate anti-Communist; how he controls all the subversive activities of the 
local espionage network without ever sullying his hands, and with only one 
person privy to his true mission. It is fashionable to maintain that America has 
no foreign enemy boring from within. Such an attitude is foolhardy, even fatal, 
says Bernard Hutton. From 1961 to 1970, 164 Russian master-subverters 
slipped into the U. S. By now there are about 200. More enter every year. To 
say nothing of the Red Chinese master-subverters, who also aim at our ruin. 
Their methods and operations in some way affect all our lives. Young people 
are special targets. Unless the Communist master-subverter is stopped, no 
person, no area of life can long remain free. And make no mistake about it, 
warns Bernard Hutton, "the Red fifth column intends to destroy the Western 
world." 
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Author’s Note 

Over a hundred years ago Karl Marx, the creator of the communist 
’Class-War’, wrote: 

’We recognise our old friend, our old mole, who knows so well how 
to work underground, suddenly to appear: the Revolution.’ 

Today thousands of highly-trained Russian and Red Chinese under- 
cover master-subverters* live under respectable ’cover’ occupations 
and professions in all countries of the Western democracies. Inter- 
national security officers estimate that at least thirty thousand under- 
cover subverters, paid by Moscow and Peking, are continuously 
undermining the Western democracies. They are aided by specially 
trained Communist Party members and fellow travellers. The con- 
servative estimate by Western security experts is that at least half a 
million men and women are at work all over the world, bringing 
about the downfall of the profit-making economic system. 

It has always been the aim of communist leaders to create revolu- 
tionary situations. Lenin favoured agitation to achieve his aim of com- 
munist world domination, and Trotsky advocated even more militant 
confrontation. But Stalin chose to train an army of undercover sub- 
verters to destroy Western democracy from within ... a dangerous 
Red fifth column! 

In this book, I present evidence that has been checked and counter- 
checked, and emanates from Soviet, Red Chinese and Western files. 
I expose the pattern of a world-wide conspiracy that threatens the 
peoples of the free world. I trace the birth of the Soviet fifth column, 
and reveal how selected Russian and Chinese communists have become 
leaders of a small army of undercover subverters. I show how they are 
assisted by selected Western communists to bring about demon- 
strations that develop into violent rioting, terrorism and guerrilla

warfare; how strikes, hijackings, kidnappings and inflation are brought 
about by studied planning and action; how powerful forces are striving 
to destroy the Western way of life.

who helped me obtain, check and counter-check my facts. Without 
their valuable assistance I could not have written this story, never 
before told, of the men and women who are ’the enemy within’.

I 

The Tip of the Red. Iceberg 

It was the evening of the 24th of September 1971 when Sir Denis 
Greenhill, Head of the Foreign Office, climbed the steps of the Soviet 
Embassy in London to ignite the fuse of an explosive political incident 
that shock-waved into newspaper headlines throughout the world. 

The Embassy staff had an inkling of the motive of the visit and Sir 
Denis was received with stiffer than usual Russian formality. Mr Ivan 
Ippolitov, the Soviet Minister, concentrated upon the niceties of diplo- 
matic protocol to conceal the fact that he was as ill at ease as Sir Denis. 
Both men were acting out a charade and must have felt foolish doing 
so. Sir Denis solemnly handed the Russian Minister ten type-written 
pages dealing with Britain’s expulsion of 105 Soviet diplomats, and 
while Mr Ivan Ippolitov acted out his astonishment and indignation at 
the allegations, Sir Denis prepared to deliver a speech expressing the 
deep shock of Her Majesty’s Government at the extent of Russian 
espionage in Great Britain. 

Any surprise voiced by a British Cabinet Minister about Russian 
espionage must be quite insincere. Espionage is a recognised branch of 
government activity, so popular and so heavily financed that it is 
almost an industry. There may not be as many British businessmen 
arrested in the Soviet Union while in the possession of secret docu- 
ments as there are Soviet spies found within the British Foreign Office, 
but this may be because British spies are better trained. Spying is an 
unsavoury business, but it is an essential cog in the machinery of 
government. All publicans know that their barmen will dip into the 
till, and make allowances for it as ’losses’. Host-governments know 
that resident foreign diplomats will pick up military secrets and trans- 
mit them back home in code, as they themselves receive secret infor- 
mation from their own diplomats abroad. These are the ’perks’ of 
diplomacy. But the perks must be kept within limits. The publican 
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whose ’losses’ exceed a reasonable percentage must start firing his 
barmen or go bust. The host-government which learns that resident 
foreign diplomats are engaged upon work normally undertaken by- 
professional spies must call a halt, or suffer severe disadvantages. 

The expulsion of 105 Soviet diplomats from Britain was a warning 
to the Kremlin that the reasonable limits of diplomatic espionage had 
been grossly exceeded. The tip of the Red espionage iceberg had 
thrust too high above the murky waters of diplomatic spying. It had 
been all but shouted from the rooftops that Russian agents are 
damaging Britain’s aircraft industry and preventing the Concorde from 
becoming operational; that the disharmony fomented between France 
and Britain has disrupted the Concorde test flight programme; that 
the British trade union movement is undermined by subverters. 
British security agents have discovered long lists of names of trade 
union members who have been sounded out by Russian agents as 
possible sources of information and subversive action. British Army 
officers are studying the extent to which Soviet espionage has con- 
tributed to the sorely unsettled situation in Northern Ireland. 

But now Russian diplomatic espionage had become too blatant; 
British prestige had to be preserved, so Diplomats were expelled. The 
Kremlin had erred and the British Government was obliged to rap 
knuckles, knowing that it was a face-saving, but otherwise totally use- 
less gesture. With typical British staidness, the diplomatic protest was 
made, the Soviet diplomats went home and the attention of the world 
was riveted upon the tip of the Red iceberg. Its other nine-tenths remain 
submerged and virtually unassailable. British and Western intelligence 
services know it exists but cannot act. The established laws that protect 
the rights of the individual can be perverted into the protection of the 
guilty! 

The Kremlin erred because Moscow is over-eager to transform the 
explosive situation in Northern Ireland into a civil war between Ireland 
and Britain. The Kremlin abandoned its customary caution and Russian 
diplomats in the United Kingdom were ordered to establish contact 
with undercover subverters, so as to be able to feel the pulse of Northern 
Ireland’s simmering discontent and make split-second decisions. 

High-ranking security officers in Belfast know that Soviet diplo- 
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mats cooperated with subverters and arranged deliveries of arms to 
IRA Provisionals. They know that Soviet diplomats and KGB agents 
supplied terrorists in Northern Ireland with arms, ammunition and 
explosives, and planned their operations against British troops with 
the aid of Soviet military experts. The extensive activity of subverters 
in Irish politics is well known to security officers. The following case 
history is one of many. 

Uglick Zbignew was a naturalised Pole, living in London. His 
credentials and cover story were sound, and he had found employment 
as a postman. Security officers know Zbignew was in Paris in 1968 and 
helped to inflame the student rioting that created a revolutionary 
situation in France. 

On the 2nd of July 1971 Uglick flew to Belfast. His special services 
were needed to help stir up an ugly political situation. His subversive 
activities were short-lived, however. Soon after his arrival in Belfast, 
troops returned fire from a rooftop sniper and Uglick Zbignew was 
shot dead while scrambling over a rooftop. He was wearing a dark 
sweater and pants, his face was blackened and he was carrying a 
modern telescopic-sight rifle. 

Moscow’s tactical blunder was to implicate Soviet diplomats with 
subverters like Zbignew. It enabled British security officers to establish 
links between the Russian diplomats, the Angry Brigade, terrorists and 
Irish subverters; and to uncover large caches of armaments in the 
homes of Irishmen living in London and elsewhere.

There is an army of trained subverters at work in the Western world, 
and it has increased steadily over the years. Although the expelled 
Russians are now back in the Soviet Union, the insidious activity of 
subverters continues unabated, and as the discredited soviet diplomats 
undergo interrogation in Moscow by KGB officers, concerned to 
learn how deeply British security officers have penetrated the Russian 
sabotage networks, reports flood into the Kremlin confirming the 
unrelenting spread of the subverter cancer. 

The following incidents occurred in the few days between the 5th 
and the 10th of October, 1971: 

In the United States of America, where a nationwide dock strike 
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threatened to cripple the country’s economy, President Nixon invoked 
strike-breaking legislation against 15,000 West Coast dockers who had 
been on strike for three months. Another 45,000 East and Gulf Coast 
dockers continued to strike. Meanwhile, in California, raging bush 
fires destroyed fruit crops and houses, and caused an exodus of hun- 
dreds of residents. Fire experts discovered dozens of widely scattered 
incendiary devices with delayed-action fuses. 

In Beirut, security guards foiled an attempt by an Algerian girl and 
a Jordanian man to hijack a Caravelle on a flight to Amman. The girl 
had concealed a hand-grenade under her wig. Another Caravelle, 
delayed for two hours at Beirut, miraculously escaped damage when a 
bomb exploded in a suitcase about to be loaded aboard it. ’If we had 
taken off on schedule, the bomb would have exploded in mid-air,’ 
said the pilot. The previous day the Jordanian Government had con- 
firmed the death sentence on Abdul Kader Hassen, who had attempted 
to hijack a Jordanian airliner in September, 1971; he had produced a 
hand-grenade and ordered the pilot to fly to Baghdad. 

All the motorways into Paris were jammed over a seven-mile radius 
by traffic causing transport chaos, as the result of a strike of the Metro 
(underground railway) workers. Army trucks brought into emergency 
service could do little to ease the paralysis that gripped the city. 

In Britain, it was officially reported that drug-smuggling had in- 
creased enormously, aided by the many new contraband methods 
adopted. Narcotics officers seized twice as much drugs in 1970 as 
in 1969. 

All British Leyland’s car plants in Birmingham were brought to a 
standstill by strikes. There was a one-day token strike of 1,200 workers 
at the British Steel Corporation’s plant in Worcestershire, and pub- 
lication of several magazines was prevented by a dispute between 
IPC Magazines and Trade Union members. Twenty key men of the 
Special Products department of LEC Refrigeration walked out, their 
action threatening to bring Bognor’s largest industry to a standstill. 

In Ireland the sniping, bombing and rioting took an uglier course. 
Not only were bombs planted in factories, police stations and public 
buildings by night and day, they also exploded indiscriminately in 
places and at times most likely to cause injury and death to innocent 
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shoppers and passers-by. The mob weapons of sticks, stones and petrol 
bombs were augmented by submachine-guns, tracer bullets, sniping 
rifles with telescopic sight and 3-inch bazookas. 

The following events which also occurred between the 5th and 
10th of October 1971 vividly illustrate what is happening in Northern 
Ireland: 

On the 5th of October twelve civilians were injured by bombs, a 
police officer in a patrol car was wounded by a sniper, and £11,000 
was seized from a Post Office van by armed terrorists. Five caches of 
rifles, pistols, ammunition and explosives were captured by British 
troops in Belfast. 

On the 6th of October a soldier and a civilian were wounded by 
submachine-gun fire, two shoppers were injured by a bomb explosion, 
and £3,000 was stolen from the Munster and Leinster Bank in Ros- 
trevor by masked gunmen. 

On the 7th of October ten bombs exploded in Belfast within the 
space of ten minutes, causing many injuries, and British troops were 
fired upon in Crumlin Road with tracer bullets. 

On the 8 th of October Roden Street Police Station in Belfast was 
raked by machine-gun fire; a bomb blew up its front door and shat- 
tered windows. An anti-tank rocket failed to explode in Belfast’s 
Upper Springfield Road. 

On the 9th of October employees of the Whitelock Road Reservoir 
Pump House were held up at gun-point while bombs were exploded 
in the machinery. Streets were flooded and thousands of homes will 
be without water for an indefinite period. A ten-pound gelignite bomb 
severely damaged a Belfast club. Forty-three women were evacuated 
from a Belfast maternity hospital and the area was sealed off; a bomb 
disposal team examined a suitcase that had been left outside the 
building. 

On the 10th of October a woman was killed and nineteen injured 
when a bomb exploded in the bar of the Fiddlers Inn, Durham Street, 
Belfast. Yet another gelignite bomb exploded in Springfield Road 
Police Station, and shots were fired at it from a speeding car. The 
Daily Mirror and Sunday Mirror closed down its bomb-damaged Belfast 
printing plant; restoration was expected to take at least 10 months. 
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In August 1971 Peking’s Special Division for Subversion trans- 
mitted the following directive to its master-subverters in Northern 
Ireland: 

TOP SECRET!       MEMORISE!       THEN BURN! 

1. SNIPING: British soldiers must be subjected to around-the-clock 
sniping. A handful of mobile snipers who shoot to kill can keep a 
large number of troops constantly on the alert and prevented from 
carrying out other duties. Take every precaution to prevent killed 
or wounded snipers falling into British hands. Camouflage all mili- 
tant action so that it appears to be committed by the IRA or other 
Irish factions. 
2. BOMBING: This should harass the enemy non-stop day and night. 
Political hotheads must be pressed into service for planting bombs. 
No network activist can risk involving himself in this activity. 
IRA Provisionals and similar Irish fanatics can be found who are 
eager to plant bombs and rig booby-traps. Youngsters and older 
children are ideal material for this work. They attract less attention 
and suspicion than adults, are more sensitive to monetary rewards 
and ask no questions. If captured by British Army or security officers 
they are unable to provide information about their employer. 
Children are used extensively in Vietnam, so use them too in your 
territory. 
3. STREET FIGHTING: Whenever this is provoked it should lead up 
to throwing bricks, stones and bottles at British troops. More 
gelignite nail bombs and petrol bombs must be readily available for 
use by mobs. Killing British soldiers should be propagated as a 
praiseworthy target. British Army patrols can be lured into ambushes 
more easily when children, youngsters and women are the bait. 
4. PRECAUTIONS: Every effort must be made to ensure that all acts 
of terrorism seem to be committed by the IRA, the IRA Pro- 
visionals or other Irish fanatics. No clue must ever lead to any master 
operator or his undercover network! Network members must not personally 
engage in terrorist activity! Their most valuable work is behind the 
scenes, inspiring obedience to these directives. 
5. WEAPONS: TO ensure that the IRA etc., are believed to be the 
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instigators and executors of terrorism, only Western-manufactured 
arms, ammunition and explosives should be used. Easily accessible 
small caches of arms, ammunition and explosives must be made 
known to all snipers and Irish militants. 
6. BANKRAIDS: Bank and Post Office robberies must be staged, and 
propagated as fund-raising actions by the IRA and others, to purchase 
weapons. The supply of funds to network leaders for their net- 
works activity will continue as previously, however. 
7. EXPLOSIVES DIRECTIVES: Our directives on how to manu- 
facture gelignite nail bombs, petrol bombs, time-bombs, booby- 
traps, etc., must be distributed widely. Encourage fanatics to dupli- 
cate and circulate them indiscriminately. Every bomb that explodes, 
no matter how inefficiently, adds to social disruption and harasses 
the enemy.

Sit-down strikes and sit-ins; ’Stop the Springboks’, stop this and stop 
that; anti-nuclear bomb, anti-Vietnam War, anti-American hooli- 
ganism; work-to-rule and wildcat strikes! Such disturbances, which 
have become the way of life in the Western world, are promoted by 
subverters. 

In the United States of America student subverters launched monster 
demonstrations that provoked appallingly violent rioting; militant 
Negroes terrorised cities and towns; public and private property was 
destroyed, innocent bystanders were injured and killed, and millions 
of dollars of property went up in flames. Only the National Guard 
could restore order. 

A similar pattern of violence was simultaneously manifested in 
Amsterdam, Bonn, Paris, Rome, Tokyo and other cities of the free 
world. First, subverter students forcibly occupied their University build- 
ings. Then, other trained subverters swung into action, provoking 
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demonstrations, riots, sabotage, strikes, vandalism, violence and guerrilla 
warfare. 

In Africa and Asia, Australia and New Zealand, Canada and South 
America, terrorist violence is a carbon copy of what has happened in 
the USA. 

Demonstrations and strikes are the democratic way of life in the free 
world. They are a symbol of political freedom. But not until the 1960s 
did the increasing number of these incidents, synchronised with similar 
occurrences in many countries, transform political agitation into a 
criminal threat to world peace and security. 

London’s Grosvenor Square was the scene of rioting and violence in 
March 1968 when 10,000 demonstrators, including contingents of 
militant students from various European countries, marched upon the 
American Embassy after a mass rally in Trafalgar Square. More than 
1,000 police officers were marshalled to protect the Embassy from a 
dangerous mob. 

Dr Martin Luther King, the Negro leader whose influence and per- 
sonality restrained Black Power violence, was shot dead. As his assassin 
fled, the Black Power leaders launched a wave of rioting and guerrilla 
warfare that synchronised with demonstrations organised by French 
students. Hundreds of French students, declaring themselves Anarchists, 
Trotskyists, Maoists and Castroites, burst into lecture rooms, dis- 
rupted classes and obstructed the functioning of the University until 
the authorities closed it down. Subverters skilfully inflamed the 
students’ resentment against this closure into mob violence. The Paris 
streets became battlefields, the country was paralysed by nationwide 
strikes and the French government almost fell. 

In Columbia University, as though geared to the French students’ 
actions, American students occupied their University buildings. The 
disturbances that followed lasted weeks and caused deaths and injuries 
to students and police. The National Students’ Association Survey 
reports that between the 1st of January and the 1st of June 1968 no 
less than 101 colleges and universities were subjected to major student 
demonstrations and protest meetings. 

In Japan, riot police fought pitched battles for weeks against thou- 
sands of students and other militants. Many died. 
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In Mexico, clashes between police and students wrote the ’Night of 
Sorrow’ into the country’s history when twenty-eight died and 200 
were injured in one single night of violence. 

Following an attempt by the Guevarist terrorists to seize power in 
April 1971, the Ceylon Government still has thirty concentration 
camps imprisoning 14,000 suspected terrorists who are being interro- 
gated. 

In South Tyrol, rioting, bombing and terrorism created lawlessness 
that overflowed into Austria and Italy. Troops were compelled to use 
armoured cars, water cannon, tear-gas and firearms to cope with rioting 
mobs. 

In West Germany, Holland, Scandinavia, Spain, the Middle East 
and elsewhere, strikes, riots, bombings and terrorism are commonplace. 

In Britain, bans on overtime, work-to-rule, wildcat and official 
strikes and restrictive practices continually disrupt industry and increase 
inflation and unemployment. 

In Northern Ireland, terrorism increases steadily. The Molotov 
Cocktails and gelignite nail bombs that kill British troops and Irish 
policemen are being replaced by automatic firearms, modern ex- 
plosive devices, bazookas and rockets. 

This increasing violence and terrorism is a direct result of an 
organised world-wide plot to destroy the Western democracies! 
When many people of many nationalities simultaneously show 

violent defiance of authority it is a matter of grave public concern. 
When this world-wide challenge to law and order progresses from 
violence to terrorism, it threatens the entire structure of society. 

Airliners and passengers have been blown up and hijacked. Innocent 
people have been kidnapped, held to ransom and assassinated. Govern- 
ments have been blackmailed into releasing murderers to save the lives 
of women and children held to hostage. It is no coincidence that Dr 
Martin Luther King’s assassination, the violent rioting in London’s 
Grosvenor Square, the student riots in Paris and other places, and 
countless acts of violence, occurred simultaneously! It is not a coinci- 
dence that work-to-rule, strikes, skyjackings, kidnappings, rioting and 
bombing are increasing! 

Influential men of all nations have repeatedly given warnings that 
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there is a global plot to destroy Western society. The free world is 
being betrayed by an ’enemy within’�that enemy is a n army of under- 
cover subverters, organised, trained and financed by Moscow and 
Peking. 

These warnings have been ignored by a sceptical public. People who 
enjoy individual liberty and freedom of thought are not easily con- 
vinced that men exist who are cold-bloodedly endeavouring to con- 
trive the destruction of a democratic way of life, in order to replace it 
with Russian or Red Chinese totalitarianism. 

When he was Prime Minister and seeking Emergency Powers to 
deal with the Seamen’s Union’s strike, Mr Harold "Wilson explained 
to the House of Commons the difficulty of dealing with subverters in 
a free country, where it is legal for men to sway the opinions of others. 
Although Mr Wilson believed that the strike was inspired by foreign 
influences, it was painfully apparent how difficult it was to prove. He 
said: 

What we have to do is to distinguish between the genuine 
grievances and the genuine expression of these grievances, whether 
by rank and file or by elected representatives at all levels, on the one 
hand, and deliberate exploitation of those grievances by outside 
influences, on the other. Again, it would be wrong to suggest, and 
I shall not suggest, that members of the Communist Party�I think 
particularly of some dedicated communist seamen�are  not deeply 
concerned about these grievances and about the problems which 
have to be settled.* 

Later Mr Wilson said more bluntly: 

The House will be aware that the Communist Party, unlike the 
major political parties, has at its disposal an efficient and disciplined 
industrial apparatus controlled from Communist Party head- 
quarters. No major strike occurs anywhere in this country in any 
sector of industry in which that apparatus fails to concern itself. In 
special cases it has been seen at work, for example in the Electrical 
Trades Union, where it made a successful takeover bid, if not for 
the share capital at any rate for the management of the union, last-

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ing for some years. No other political party is organised on these 
lines.* 

Although Mr Wilson named communists who had been vitally con- 
cerned in transforming the seamen’s strike into a national crisis, their 
actions could not be legally condemned, and their underlying sub- 
versive motive could only be guessed. Members of the House, properly 
concerned with democratic rights, felt obliged to uphold the bastions 
of British freedom, behind which subverters can take unwarranted 
shelter. 

Mr J. Grimond, the Liberal leader, said: ’I have some reservations 
about rushing into these inquiries which I think most people would 
agree when set up lately to investigate various allegations by this 
House have led to considerable damage to innocent people.’ ** 

Sir Douglas Glover said: ’It may be that such an inquiry will show 
the whole of this trouble to be the result of the Prime Minister’s 
imagination, I do not know.’*** 

Some members of the House were ready to accept the circumstantial 
evidence of a Red conspiracy that Mr Wilson provided. Sir Edward 
Brown said: ’I am following the Hon. Gentleman’s remarks closely. 
Doesn’t he agree that the active interest of Tory trade unionists�and 
I am one�is nevertheless in the interests of the so ciety of Great 
Britain, whereas the influence of the communists through infiltration� 
such as occurred in the ETU�is in the interests of a foreign power?’§ 

But many other members were too idealistic to believe there exist 
men so devious that they will work as Red fifth columnists within the 
British working men’s most powerful organisations. Mr Manuel 
fumed: ’I therefore object to any tittle-tattle which suggests that this 
great movement will be destroyed because of the influence within it. 
Those influences are rare and do not count. This Labour Party grew 
out of the trade union movement, and the heart and soul and content 
of the movement are firmly established in a country which is com- 
mitted to a democratic way of life and not to manoeuvres such as

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those about which suspicions have been thrown about the Chamber 
today.’* 

Nevertheless a Red fifth column is operating secretly in all the 
countries of the free world. It is directed by Russian and Red Chinese 
master-subverters. These men and women, masked by excellent cover 
backgrounds, employ subtle techniques to induce law-abiding citizens 
to become their political tools. 

This is not a fanciful, anti-Russian, anti-Red Chinese assertion. It is 
a factual statement. It is known to be true by Western statesmen, who 
are so bound by the laws which govern their free and decent com- 
munities that they are at their wits end to devise means to combat the 
menace. 

Proof is also supplied by both Soviet Russian and Red Chinese 
secret documents. How the Red undercover subverter networks 
operate in the free world is shown in the following pages.

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How the Red Fifth Column was Spawned 

While the Second World War was being fought, the bond of friend- 
ship between the Allies was strong. The Russians fought valiantly, and 
their battle for Stalingrad and subsequent victories over the German 
Wehrmacht earned them the unstinted admiration of the West. But 
when the war was won, and even before it was ended, suspicion and 
distrust began to disrupt the friendships between Soviet and Allied 
commanders, who disputed the military areas each should occupy, and 
the number of troops that should be employed to do so. Coldness 
slowly replaced the goodwill that the people of the West had felt 
towards Soviet Russia, and turned to hostility as more and more facts 
about Russian behaviour became public knowledge. Stalin had made 
two fundamental mistakes: he had shown the world to the Russians; 
and he had shown the Russians to the world. 

Red Army occupation troops plundered, looted and raped merci- 
lessly while their officers made little or no attempt to restrain them. 
There were reports of terrible Russian brutality, and of peasant soldiers, 
enrolled from primitive and remote villages, who behaved more like 
beasts than men. They displayed the sexual appetite of animals, chose 
their victims at random, stripped them in public and ravaged them 
with the encouragement and assistance of their companions. To the 
people of the West, the friendly, amiable, Ivan assumed a new image. 

As soon as any German territory was occupied by Red Army troops, 
all German heavy industrial plant and all manufacturing machines, 
tools and raw materials which had escaped bombing, were dismantled 
and transported to the Soviet Union. The defeated Germans were 
forced to assist the Russians in this work; many German scientists, 
technicians and skilled workers were transported to the USSR where 
they ’disappeared’. The Russians shrouded all this activity in a secrecy 
enforced by cordons of special-task guards set up around the areas 
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involved. It was a long time before the Western Allies discovered that 
the part of Germany occupied by the Russians had been stripped of its 
means of production, and that its foremost scientists and technicians, 
including many previously engaged upon rocket propulsion, had been 
spirited away into the heart of Soviet Russia. 

By 1948 the hostility between East and West had become the Cold 
War. Controversy over Berlin and the Allied airlift (which maintained 
the Western Powers’ foothold in the former German capital) almost 
sparked off another world war. There were men in the Kremlin who 
believed that this was the moment for communism and capitalism to 
engage in the inevitable armed confrontation. But Stalin did not share 
their opinion and open warfare was averted. But this did not mean 
Stalin had ceased to regard the Western Allies as Russia’s enemy. 

Stalin had good reason to avoid a shooting war. From analysis of 
the reports gathered by his secret police about the mood of the Russian 
people, he knew that the strain of world war had resulted in a wide- 
spread sense of desperation. His scorched-earth policy had placed an 
unbearable strain upon Russia’s economy; there was a serious shortage 
of housing and consumer goods, and semi-starvation was common- 
place. The fear of another war depressed the Soviet people. They had 
lost the will to work and lived only for today, convinced that to- 
morrow an American atom bomb would liquidate them all. 

The severe mauling that the Red Army had received from Hitler’s 
disciplined Wehrmacht had reduced Russia’s military strength to a very 
low ebb. Although three years had elapsed since the end of the Second 
World War, the Red Army was still reorganising and re-equipping. 
In contrast, the Western Allies still possessed a massive, geared-up 
armaments- and troops-producing machine that was being allowed to 
run down, but slowly. It was clear to Stalin that a shooting match 
between communism and capitalism would be fatal for Russia, and 
that was what made him decide on a different type of warfare�the 
subversive undercover destruction of capitalism . . .from within! 

* * * 

Introducing subversive activity into capitalist countries was not a new 
political policy. Back in March 1919, all the communist parties of the 
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capitalist world had received precise instructions from the Kremlin on 
how to cause the downfall of the capitalist regimes. Lenin had sum- 
marised the methods in 1920: 

The communists in Western Europe and America must. . . strive 
everywhere to awaken the masses, and draw them into the struggle 
... It is very difficult to do this in Western Europe and America but 
it can be done and it must be done. Propaganda, agitation and organisa- 
tion inside the armed forces and among the oppressed must be 
coordinated in a new way. The communists must exert every effort 
to direct all working-class movements and social development along 
the straightest and quickest road to the universal victory of Soviet 
power and the dictatorship of the proletariat. 

Twenty-eight years later Stalin advocated a more dynamic and 
forcible policy. In March 1948, at a secret meeting of the Kremlin’s 
Inner Circle, he said: 

Comrades, it is imperative that we create an entirely new type of 
fighting force. It will operate first in the most advanced capitalist 
countries, and later in other countries. This fighting force will con- 
sist of devoted and trained comrades who will have no outward 
connection with the Communist Party whatsoever. These comrades 
will operate under cover, as do our intelligence officers and spies 
who are working abroad. This special fighting force will control 
networks of other undercover comrades, who will also have no 
outward connection with the Communist Party of their country. 

The objective of this fighting force is to speed up the development 
of revolutionary situations and spread awareness of how unrest, 
public disturbance, disorders and industrial dissatisfaction can bring 
about a breakdown of the capitalist system. This will lead to the 
revolutionary overthrow of governments, and the establishment of 
Soviet states. 

With these words Stalin launched a new type of warfare. The Red 
fifth column was born, and the establishment of a network of highly- 
skilled, trained undercover subverters became a mighty weapon in the 
Kremlin’s war against the Western democracies. 
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Stalin directed that these undercover subverters should be controlled 
by the Action Committee of the Cominform, and he appointed Mikhail 
Suslov as the Supreme Commander of the future undercover sub- 
verters. 

Suslov, respected as one of the most capable men in the Kremlin 
hierarchy, undertook his task with enthusiasm. But even before his 
secret coded messages could be despatched by the Action Committee 
to Communist Party leaders throughout the world, informing them 
of the important role the Red fifth column would play in the future, 
Stalin changed his mind. He decided that the new fighting force of 
undercover subverters would work much more effectively if it was 
controlled directly by Moscow’s Secret Service Headquarters. 

But in April 1948, at another secret conference of the Kremlin’s 
Inner Circle, Stalin announced:* 

The way to assure success is for us to create not one, but two 
undercover subverter networks. They will operate simultaneously in 
all the countries of the Capitalist World. The undercover subverters 
of the first network will operate quite independently of the second. 

In each capitalist country one undercover subverter network will 
be composed of tried and trusted communists who are nationals of 
that country. Their activities will be directed by Comrade Suslov, 
who will be responsible to the Politburo. This network of under- 
cover subverters will comprise men and women of ability and in- 
telligence, especially selected for these qualities. As soon as they 
undertake this undercover subverter-work, they will sever all their 
contact with the Communist Party�and dedicate thems elves to 
working for the Party by indirect methods. They will be called 
upon to join and operate within organisations and societies that are 
bourgeois and opposed to communism and the Soviet Union. 
They will engage in undercover subverter activities within these 
organisations and societies on behalf of the Communist Party. It will 
be necessary for them to conceal their previous and present con- 
nection with the Communist Party. They will create the impression 
they are opposed to the ideology of communism . . . 

* I have given a condensed translation of his speech. 
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The second network of undercover subverters will consist of 
operators of Soviet nationality. These comrades will be under direct 
orders from our Secret Service Headquarters. A new department at 
Secret Service [KGB] Headquarters will be created forthwith, to be 
named the ’Special Division for Subversion’. The directors of this 
Special Division will select and train recruits of Soviet nationality for 
this professional undercover master-subverters’ network, in the same 
way that they select and train Soviet comrades for work abroad as 
Secret Service Network Operators . . . 

This decision to create two parallel undercover subverter networks 
was unanimously accepted by the members of the Kremlin’s Inner 
Circle. Moscow KGB Headquarters immediately set up the ’Special 
Division for Subversion’ and this became responsible for international 
professional fifth column activities, coming under the control of the 
Second Directorate of the Soviet Secret Service.* 

Immediate preparations were made to train Soviet undercover 
master-subverters who were to penetrate the Western democracies, 
provoke disturbances and stimulate revolutionary situations; they 
would receive the same stringent training as was given to Russia’s 
master-spies. 

Meanwhile, under the direction of Mikhail Suslov and his lieu- 
tenants, hard-core Communists in the Capitalist countries were selected 
as fifth columnists. They severed all connection with the Communist 
Party and assumed a new way of life. They became religious fanatics, 
members of the Conservative or Liberal parties, or members of other 
right-wing organisations where they could declare themselves as 
antagonistic to the political ideology of communism. 

The Red fifth column was born.

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The Training of Western Hard-Core 
Communists 

Mikhail Suslov’s undercover subverter network was officially classed 
by the Kremlin as Institute 631 s Subversive Cadres. 

In the spring of 1948 Institute 631 sent out its first directive in code 
to communist party leaders throughout the world: 

The leaders of all communist parties must select completely trust- 
worthy comrades who will take up undercover subverters work 
outside the Communist Party. Their activity will be revolutionary 
and subversive. It is essential that these chosen comrades sever all 
connections with the Party. It is desirable that they become regarded 
as antagonistic to the Party, and in conflict with its policy. 

This same directive described in great detail how secret training 
establishments should be set up to school communist undercover 
subverters in sabotage, the instigation of social discontent, violent 
rioting and industrial espionage. The directive concluded with these 
words: ’Undercover cadres must appear to be anti-communist, they 
must never reveal that they are working for the communist cause and 
they must pursue their subversive work as though motivated by per- 
sonal incentives.’ 

The introduction of undercover subverter networks into capitalist 
countries was classified by the Kremlin as a priority political measure. 
All Soviet Embassy Second and Third Secretaries, Attaches, Vice- 
Consuls and other officials enjoying diplomatic immunity were 
enrolled in a special unit controlled by Mikhail Suslov. This unit 
coordinated the recruitment of undercover subverters. Embassy and 
Consular officials, cloaked from arrest by diplomatic immunity, 
worked hand in glove with trusted communist party members. They 
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built up strong and smoothly functioning undercover subverter 
networks. 

The Soviet diplomats also arranged for the training of the recruits, 
and subsidised them generously to enable them to live in the mean- 
time under respectable ’cover’ occupations. Mikhail Suslov believed it 
a major tactical error to hamper the growth of the Red fifth column 
by restricting funds. Stalin agreed, and sanctioned all his demands for 
economic subsidies. Enormous sums in dollars, pounds, marks, francs 
and other currencies were smuggled into Western countries via the 
diplomatic bag. By the early summer of 1948, the first batch of Red 
fifth-column recruits were receiving training from Moscow-taught 
experts. 

� � �  

The first undercover subverter training centre set up in the United 
Kingdom was established in July 1948 in Purley, Surrey. The training 
centre was a large residential dwelling in a long tree-lined street of 
semi-detached houses. It masqueraded as a Guest House, and the men 
and women who stayed there for three or four weeks at a time 
appeared to be quiet and well-behaved boarders. Nobody suspected 
they were Red fifth-column recruits being taught the art of political 
intrigue, sabotage and subversion. A second secret training establish- 
ment was set up a few weeks later in Edgbaston, Birmingham, and 
soon afterwards other training centres were established in Maidstone, 
Cardiff and Glasgow. 

In the USA the first training centre was established in the early 
summer of 1948 in Chicago. This secret school remained in active use 
for seven years and turned out a very considerable number of com- 
petent undercover subverters. By July and August 1948, other secret 
Red fifth-column training centres were functioning in Boston, Detroit 
and New York. None of them was ever detected while they were in 
operation. 

Also in the summer of 1948 training schools were set up in Paris and 
Marseilles. Both of these secret centres occupied such large residences 
that the French Communist Party opened no others. 

West Germany’s subverter training centre was established in Munich 
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in August 1948. The German communists had learned in the hard 
school of war how to operate under cover, and were already highly 
skilled in subversive activities, so the West German Communist Party 
leaders considered that one training centre would be adequate. 

In Italy, however, centres were set up in four cities: Rome, Milan, 
Torino and Palermo. Three months later, two other establishments 
were opened in Genoa and Naples. 

In Japan, a secret training centre was opened in Tokyo in July 1948. 
Japanese Communist Party members had also engaged in extensive 
undercover activity during the Second World War and had gained so 
much practical experience that only one training establishment was 
considered necessary. 

Similar training centres were opened in all other countries of the 
capitalist world, where Red fifth-column recruits were trained and 
generously subsidised by Soviet Russia. 

The recruits attending these secret undercover subverter centres were 
hard-core communists, men and women who were prepared to dedi- 
cate their lives to the cause. They abandoned their relatives, friends and 
the environment in which they were known, and travelled hundreds 
of miles to other parts of the country to begin life over again. But a 
new type of life. The subverters cultivated new circles of friends and 
acquaintances wherein they proclaimed themselves anti-communist and 
anti-Soviet. Many subverters chose the ’cover’ of being respectable 
business people. With the funds provided by Moscow they were able 
to set up in business and become employers. They voted for the Con- 
servative Party, supported the local church, took a leading part in 
charity activities and in every possible way disguised their true loyalty 
to the Communist Party and the Kremlin. 

Those recruits who distinguished themselves during training were 
selected as possible leaders of the subverter networks and given special 
schooling in the Soviet Union. Their trips to Moscow were arranged 
in complete secrecy. The recruit would announce his or her intention 
of taking a vacation in France, Italy or some similar foreign holiday 
resort. When he arrived in the chosen foreign country, he or she was 
whisked away by a waiting contact and put on an airliner to the 
Soviet Union. The contact provided an air ticket, money and a new 
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passport containing all the necessary visas and official seals to satisfy the 
airport authorities. It looked so genuine it could never be challenged. 
On arrival in Moscow, Soviet Communist Party officials escorted 
the future subverter network leaders to one of their special training 
institutions in Kuchino, near Moscow, in Dietskoye Selo, Leningrad, 
in Maiskoye or Sigulda, near Riga. The intense training schedule lasted 
from two to four weeks. Attendance was from 7 a.m. until 9 p.m., 
including Saturdays and Sundays. This cramming course gave the 
future network leaders training in every field of undercover activities: 
provoking strikes, inciting demonstrations and riots, sabotage and 
terrorism; and taught them how to communicate by means of coded 
radio messages and establish secret contact with Moscow Headquarters. 
An enlightening account of these special training schools has been 
given by a trainee:* 

Our four weeks’ stay at Kuchino was an unforgettable experience. 
Accommodation, food and treatment were first-rate. The seventy- 
two male and female students from various English-speaking coun- 
tries were exceptionally fine people. We all became close friends 
from the start, and memories of those most enjoyable four weeks 
will remain with everyone forever. 

All the instruction courses were very strenuous. They lasted many 
hours each day, but the subjects were so challenging, and the in- 
structors so pleasant, that we relished every minute. We were 
taught how to drug someone, if necessary; rifle sniping; the making 
and handling of explosives; coding and communicating with net- 
work members without risking detection; and transmitting and 
receiving coded radio messages to and from Institute 631 Head- 
quarters. 

The emphasis was upon the most effective tactics to employ in 
undercover agitation. We all knew that it is not easy to bring all the 
workers of a huge factory out on strike, even when the majority 
bear a grudge against the management. We learned that it is often 
much easier to bring out a few workers in a key plant of a huge 
factory. This causes the laying-off of non-striking workers. We

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discovered that there is a great difference in knowing something in 
theory only, and in practice. But by creating artificial situations, and 
practising to persuade workers to take industrial action, we acquired 
the know-how to achieve spectacular successes. We were taught that 
when inducing people to demonstrate, strike or obstruct the police, 
our one and only hope of success lies in the way the people are 
approached. We learned which issues are best suited to convince 
law-abiding people that militant action is the only way to safeguard 
their families’ personal interests. We were also taught that all young 
students and white-collar workers, and all other working youngsters 
of a community, are the most malleable material. Most young 
people will oppose authority if the right methods of agitation are 
adopted. 

At Kuchino we learned that industrial and social disruption can 
bring about the eventual downfall of the capitalist system. People 
from all walks of life can be made into excellent tools for paving the 
way to the eventual creation of Soviet regimes, and we now know 
how to induce these people to carry out our aims. . . 

After the crash course the future subverter network leaders were 
flown back to the countries where they were supposed to be holiday- 
ing. On arrival there they relinquished the false passports they had 
used to visit the Soviet Union, and returned to their own countries 
with their real passports, betraying no sign of their travels, and with 
souvenirs, perfume and other presents, which they had taken care to 
buy, to enhance the impression that their holiday had been spent 
properly and enjoyably. 

� � �  

There are three types of subverter: the open member of the Com- 
munist Party; the undercover hard-core Communist; and the Russian- 
born, specially trained undercover master-subverter.* 

The objective of the Communist Party in all democratic countries 
is to form a nucleus of tried and trusted comrades whose idealism has 
been transformed into fanaticism, and whose loyalty does not waver 
when there is conflict of opinions. Any idealist who becomes such a

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fanatic through long membership of the Communist Party accepts all 
directives from Moscow without question. He will finally believe that 
black is white, if the Kremlin so directs. 

Recognising that all independently thinking people will eventually 
leave the Party, and only fanatics will remain devoted members, each 
Communist Party cell lets the system be its own filter, and grows a 
hard core of fervent comrades who blindly obey all Head Office 
directives. This nucleus has not been forged and tempered overnight. 
Countless people have joined the Communist Party during the last 
half century; it is only a small percentage of them that has remained 
inextricably trapped, among them many dedicated, intelligent and 
highly-respected men and women. 

All Communist Party Head Office administrators are installed by the 
Kremlin. Only those who have convinced Moscow of their unshake- 
able loyalty to the Soviet Union are permitted to be leaders. Even 
then, Russian master-subverters keep watch on them and send secret 
reports to Moscow. 

Within democratic countries the Communist Party operates openly, 
campaigning against this or agitating in favour of that. Its policy is 
published widely in its Party newspapers, and there are always enough 
young enthusiasts in the process of passing through the Communist 
Party filter to provide adequate support for protest meetings and 
demonstrations. The hard-core members do not hide themselves. They 
are well known in their area. They address street corner meetings, 
press Communist Party policy at Trade Union conferences and accept 
nomination for election as officers of many left-wing organisations. 
They make no attempt to conceal their loyalty to the Communist 
Party. Only the undercover subverters work secretly. 

The British Communist Party, like any other in the free world, does 
not recognise any loyalty to its own country. It is a branch of the 
Kremlin’s Communist Internationale and receives all its policy direc- 
tion from Moscow. When it suits the Kremlin that there should be 
widespread industrial unrest in any of the Western Democracies, the 
Communist Party labours to achieve that�heedless of  the hardship 
caused to the people. 

It is indeed a Red fifth column. 
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Red Fifth Columnists Inside the United 
Kingdom 

From the start Mikhail Suslov’s Institute 631 undercover subverter 
networks in the United Kingdom worked hard to incite chosen victims 
to damage Britain’s economy. Institute 631 issued its basic orders to 
undercover subverters in the form of the following directive to the 
British network leaders:* 

1. Comrades must infiltrate into public life, and into all spheres of 
political activity. Instigating demands for wage increases, better 
working conditions and the shortening of the working week must 
be given priority. No suspicions must be aroused that these demands 
are caused by Communist Party agitation. The pressure should be 
applied by workmen who have no political affiliations or who are 
known to be anti-Communists. 
2. Comrades whose membership of the Communist Party is secret 
must infiltrate every field of Britain’s social life and activities. 
3. It is recommended that women members infiltrate the Churches 
and other religious organisations. The scope for undercover activity 
in these fields is extensive. 
4. Once comrades have infiltrated into the Liberal Party, the Con- 
servative Party, sports organisations and other social institutions, 
their position must be consolidated. This is best done by other, 
known, Communist Party members accusing them of being anti- 
Communist and opposed to the interests of the working class. 
5. A comrade who has successfully infiltrated into other organisa-

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tions is forbidden to have any direct contact whatsoever with the 
Communist Party or any of its members. 
6. Comrades who have infiltrated into places giving them access to 
technical or military information must pass this on to their selected 
contacts. 
7. It is imperative that the class-enemy be discredited. Consideration 
must be given to what the class-enemy is obliged to do in ’given 
circumstances’. Then, when a clear line of action has been decided 
upon, our activists must forge ahead and commit such acts as the 
class-enemy would himself commit. For example: A bomb ex- 
plosion could be caused in an English town or village in such a way 
that the I.R.A. or some other organisation will be blamed. This will 
cause the authorities to impose martial law or take other unpopular 
action. 
8. In nuclear research establishments sabotage must be committed 
whenever possible. 
9. Wherever a nuclear establishment is to be built, or is already in 
the process of construction, the population must be alerted to its 
dangers and encouraged to demonstrate in protest. 
10. All activist action is valuable. It can range from sabotage and 
damage of property to action which has merely nuisance value. The 
objective is to make the public discontented. This can be brought 
about by cutting power cables, the dislocation of railways at rush- 
hours and the interruption of other essential services, and lightning 
strike action, to inconvenience the public. 

This directive could be widely interpreted, as the following examples 
show. 

In September 1958, in the Notting Hill district of London, a neigh- 
bourhood with a large coloured population, violent rioting broke 
out between coloured and white people on a scale which startled the 
British public. 

It must be acknowledged that some whites resent coloured immi- 
grants; but that this could cause bloody rioting seemed unbelievable at 
the time. For weeks journalists, radio and television commentators, 
writers and social workers, endeavoured to discover the root cause of

these riots. They were mystified. They could find no strong racial 
hatred of a kind that could lead to such violence, but where there is 
smoke there must be fire. 

It was finally realised there was no fascist or other influence at work. 
The riots had no obvious political basis. The terrorism had been sparked 
off by young, teenage hooligans whose only motive was to create 
disturbances. These youths were in those days called ’teddy-boys’. 
Their modern equivalent might be called ’beatniks’, ’drop-outs’, 
’hippies’ or ’skinheads’. They roamed the streets of Notting Hill Gate 
in gangs, abusing and fighting the coloured people. At West London 
Magistrates’ Court, a number of young hooligans were found guilty of 
violent behaviour. Police investigations found that the youths had no 
association with any political party; their violence seemed without 
motive, apart from an inexplicable desire to ’see a bit of action’. 

But a secret Kremlin publication threw more light on the matter:* 

The outstanding success of the British Communist Party’s under- 
cover cadres in initiating widespread fighting between white and 
coloured people in the London district of Notting Hill Gate and 
adjacent areas, has deeply disturbed the British nation. Our British 
undercover cadres have proved that it is possible and practical to 
obtain excellent results by following the directives issued by In- 
stitute 631. 

Hooligan violence in Notting Hill Gate was not an isolated incident. 
Encouraged by undercover subverters, teddy-boy gangs roamed the 
streets of London armed with bicycle chains, knives, axes and knuckle- 
dusters. The authorities grew increasingly alarmed about gang violence. 
The police uniform became a despised symbol of law and order, and 
attacks upon the police increased. 

One cold night in December 1958, a fight developed among a gang 
of young men outside a north London dance hall. A young policeman 
intervened to restore order, was stabbed in the back and fell to the 
ground dying. Subsequently Henry Marwood, a young scaffolder, was 
accused of murdering the police officer. He was found guilty at the Old 
Bailey in March 1959, and sentenced to death. Marwood was a young

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man with an attractive wife. Sympathy for him was aroused in the 
neighbourhood where he lived; a reprieve petition was organised and 
hundreds of signatures obtained. Members of Parliament, clergymen 
and other respectable and influential personalities were drawn into the 
issue. The campaign to reprieve Henry Marwood gained strength; it 
was argued that he was guilty only of manslaughter, and not of 
murder. But the petition failed and young Marwood was hanged at 
London’s Pentonville Prison. Outside the prison gates and all over the 
country, protest demonstrations proclaimed that Authority had com- 
mitted a brutal act of injustice. Injustice always arouses disquiet in a 
community and the Marwood affair was widely publicised. 

The Kremlin’s interest in the Marwood affair was revealed in a 
directive issued by Institute 631 in May 1959.

UNDERCOVER  WORK IN  THE  UNITED  KINGDOM 

1. Strike tendencies in all branches of industry must be exploited, 
and strikes precipitated. It is unimportant if the strikes are originated 
by trade unionists or by undercover subverters. A united effort must 
be made now to bring about the obstruction of Britain’s pro- 
ductivity. 
2. The recent Marwood campaign is an excellent example of how 
demonstrations and petitions against Government decisions can be 
organised. The aim of all such demonstrations and petitions is to 
publicise the public’s discontent with its government and to spread 
discontent. 

� � *  

On Saturday the 6th of December 1958 a lunch-hour meeting was held 
in the market place of Swaffham, a village in Norfolk. It was organised 
by the Direct Action Committee Against Nuclear War. After the 
meeting, two hundred demonstrators marched with banners to nearby 
North Pickenham, where a rocket base for Thor Guided Missiles was 
under construction, their objective to impede the building of the 
missile site. 
On their arrival at the site, forty-six demonstrators climbed over the 
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barbed-wire fence and staged a sit-down. Officials asked them to leave; 
they refused. The police were summoned; then the fire brigade was 
called and hoses were directed against the demonstrators. They still 
refused to move. 

Tension developed. The building workers’ livelihood was threat- 
ened. A climax was reached when the demonstrators sat down in front 
of a cement-mixing truck and prevented it working. There were angry 
words, jostling and finally some vigorous manhandling, during which 
a number of men and women demonstrators fell into a six-inch deep 
mixture of mud and wet cement. But the demonstrators, undaunted, 
still refused to move away, although some had to receive medical 
treatment. Eventually, police reserves were brought in and the demons- 
trators were forcibly ejected from the site; but not without many 
policemen also falling into the mud and wet cement. 

The demonstrators were not deterred. They regrouped, built fires 
to warm themselves throughout the long night, heated soup in tins 
and maintained a picket line around the area. 

The following morning they made another determined assault upon 
the site. They gained access to a concrete-mixing plant and prevented 
its use. Some demonstrators climbed onto its roof; a woman climbed 
inside the mixing-hopper and resisted all the efforts of RAF police to 
remove her. More demonstrators arrived and lay down across the road- 
way, preventing the arrival and departure of trucks. Others talked to 
the workmen, persuading them to down tools. 

Moscow sent the following coded acknowledgment of this opera- 
tion to its undercover-subverters in Britain on the 10th of December: 

The action taken at the Thor Rocket Base shows an excellent 
understanding of last month’s instructions. It is regrettable it was 
impossible to stop all work on the building site, but the publicity has 
been invaluable. This action has become an impressive nation-wide 
and international manifestation of the people’s determination to halt 
the nuclear war that is threatening the USSR. More actions of this 
type must be organised all over Britain. 

On the 23rd of December a ’Ban the Rocket Bases’ demonstration 
marched through the streets of London, declaring solidarity with the 
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Swaffham demonstrators. Before the procession reached Downing 
Street there were scuffles in Trafalgar Square between the demon- 
strators and police. 

In January 1959, an obstructive demonstration took place on a 
rocket launching site at an airfield near Watton, Norfolk. 

On the 15th of April 1959 the Amalgamated Union of Building 
Trades Workers told its members not to work on the construction of 
guided-missiles factories. These factories were to be built for De 
Havilland Propellers and English Electric at Stevenage, Hertfordshire. 
Twelve hundred trade union members struck the following day and 
staged a protest demonstration against the manufacture of nuclear 
weapons. ’The bourgeois Trade Union of Building Workers in Great 
Britain bars its members from working on British nuclear factories and 
requests them to strike and demonstrate in protest against nuclear 
weapons,’ joyfully reported the Soviet Press and Radio on the 16th 
and 17th of April. 

On the 18th of June 1959, at Melton Mowbray in Leicestershire, 
another rocket building site was occupied by demonstrators. ’We 
intend to stay here all night,’ one demonstrator told a reporter; ’we 
should have been sleeping in tents, but the police have taken them 
away from us; fortunately we have blankets; some of us will sleep in 
cars and others in the fields.’ 

Nuclear weapons threaten the existence of mankind, and the stop- 
ping of war is a praiseworthy human ambition shared by all intelligent 
men and women, but by infiltrating into organisations opposed to 
war, Moscow’s undercover subverters found rich and fertile fields for 
exploitation. It should be remembered that while the communists 
organised obstruction to the building of rocket missile bases in Britain, 
the men in Moscow were applying pressure to ensure that Soviet 
rocket missile bases were constructed in the shortest possible time. 

� � �  

Just before President Eisenhower’s visit to Britain in 1959, Institute 631 
transmitted, on the 18th of August, the following directive in code to 
the British communities: 

In preparation for the American President’s visit to England, the 
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following instructions must be passed on to Party District Secretaries, 
and through them to individual Party cell leaders: 
1. Demonstrations, protest meetings and open-air rallies must be 
organised, protesting against the transfer of American air bases from 
France to England. The British must resist any attempt to turn their 
country into a US atom-bomber base. 
2. Demonstrations against the manufacture and testing of nuclear 
weapons must take place in Britain during the President’s visit. 
3. Leaflets on this subject must flood the country, especially those 
areas which the President will visit. The use of balloons to scatter 
leaflets is recommended. Acts of sabotage and violence must be 
carried out with great care so that the Party cannot be accused of 
responsibility for them. 
4. Official Party policy must be toned down and the importance of 
friendly relations between the Soviet Union and the USA must be 
stressed. 

At the General Elections following President Eisenhower’s visit to 
Britain, the Macmillan Government received an overwhelming vote. 
This surprised the Kremlin. Its undercover subversion had been so 
successful that it had been misled into believing there was widespread 
opposition to the Conservative government. The Kremlin leaders had 
to rethink. They decided that more energetic tactics were needed to 
’revolutionise the Britishers’. Institute 631 sent another directive in code 
to London. It arrived four days after the General Elections. The burden 
of the text was as follows: 

SECRET! MUST NOT FALL INTO UNAUTHORISED HANDS! 

1. The election results prove that the Party tactics are not flexible 
in Britain. The excuse that the British people are conservative, and 
not ripe for revolutionary ideas, does not explain the decline of 
support for the Communist Party. In future, Party activity must 
synchronise with the work of undercover subverter networks and 
must create situations that seriously disturb everyday life and bring 
stress upon the government. 
2. The British elections show strong support for the Conservative 
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Party. Our undercover subverters must infiltrate much deeper into 
the Conservative Party and set up subversive cells. 
3. The trade unions, the Labour Party and other organisations must 
be infiltrated on a much bigger scale than hitherto. This should be 
easier now the Labour Party is concerned about regaining political 
power in parliament. 
4. Increased penetration into Churches and other religious organisa- 
tions is essential. Protests have been received from comrades who 
believe that church work is a waste of time. This is a deplorable 
attitude. It cannot be tolerated. Churches are influential and in- 
volved with all walks of life. From within the Church organisations 
our undercover subverters can perform invaluable services for the 
Party. 
5. Industrial obstruction and the institigation of strikes must never 
cease. Never forget that a handful of key workers can bring an 
entire industry to a standstill. 
6. There are strong influences in the British Government that are 
bitterly opposed to Anglo-Soviet friendship. They wish to maintain 
the ’Cold War’. Discontent and unrest in the community will 
weaken the power of these men and contribute to Anglo-Soviet 
friendship. 
7. Full and detailed reports on all activities must be reported imme- 
diately. 
8. There must be no contact whatsoever between any of the com- 
rades, and any officials of the Soviet or other People’s Democracies’ 
Consulates and Embassies.

As the British man-in-the-street went about his work, his willingness 
to live in harmony with his neighbours was aborted by communist 
subverters who worked like beavers to disrupt industry, law and order, 
and social life. 
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The Knife in the Back 

Only a year prior to his visit to the USA, Nikita Khrushchev told the 
leaders of the Communist Parties of the world at a secret meeting in 
the Kremlin: 

It is of vital importance to cripple the armaments industry and all 
the other important industries of all capitalist enemies. It is of still 
greater importance to accomplish this within that cradle of aggres- 
sion�war-hungry America! The Americans are feverish ly pre- 
paring for war against the peace-loving bloc of the Soviet Union 
and other People’s Democracies. . . 

He then referred to directives which had been issued by Institute 631 
telling the leaders of the world’s communist parties: ’Because the 
United States of America is our Enemy Number One, even more 
ruthless action is called for in that country.’ 

The secret orders to which Khrushchev referred, stated:* 
1. The new, flexible and revolutionary strategy must be studied and 
put into practice at once. 
2. The main targets in the United States of America shall be 
wherever scientists and technicians are engaged upon research and 
perfection of nuclear weapons. Acts of sabotage must be organised. 
Such nuclear development work must be obstructed and, if possible, 
brought to a standstill. 
3. All armaments factories must receive similar disrupting treatment. 
4. As many strikes as possible must sweep through the USA. 
5. Whenever a class enemy must be eliminated, it is preferable to 
employ a professional gangster, instead of the task being undertaken 
by a comrade. Under no circumstances must the Communist Party

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be associated with violent crimes. Party propaganda shall specifically 
condemn all physical violence used for political ends. 

Detailed instructions on fermenting disorder, disruption and dis- 
content followed. 

� � �  

Communists tend to believe that anyone who does not agree with 
them is against them. The fanatical communist often sincerely believes 
himself surrounded by enemies. When carrying out Institute 631’s 
directive, the elimination of class enemies was practised so vigorously 
in America that by late summer 1958, Khrushchev was alarmed and 
tried to apply the brakes. He ordered Institute 631 to transmit the 
following coded warning to the US comrades: 

America is notorious for the number of killings that occur every 
year. But there must be reason in all things! Elimination of class 
enemies may occur only in cases of extreme urgency! 

Reports indicate some comrades have formed strong alliances 
with the bosses of dangerous gangster organisations. This must 
cease! Comrades must not think in the rubbing-out terms of gangsters. 
Also, such men must not be given the opportunity to blackmail our 
comrades . . . 

But the rubbing-out of class enemies continued despite this warning, 
and three months later Suslov was obliged to issue a sterner warning: 

’Despite orders to discontinue alliances with gangsters, some com- 
rades have disobeyed. Anyone discovered disobeying this order in 
future will be expelled from the Party.’ 

And a secret Kremlin publication had this to say:* 

The decision of the District Party Secretary in Chicago to employ 
professional killers to deal with those who make it their business to 
investigate the activities of undercover comrades, was doubtless 
right. No other steps could have been effectively taken to safeguard 
the work of the undercover comrades in question. But the amounts 
paid to the hoodlums for their services were excessive. This comment 
* The Party Bulletin, Moscow, October 1958. 
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applies equally to the expenditure of the District Party Secretariat in 
Boston and New York . . . 

On the industrial front there was equally vigorous compliance with 
the Institute 631’s orders. 

At the end of September 1958 a paralysing strike broke out at Fords, 
organised by the United Automobile Workers’ Union. A week later, 
a new wage agreement was being sought by the workers at Chrysler. 
On the 2nd of October 1958 a quarter of a million employees at 
General Motors downed their tools. 

A man who is praised for his efforts works with increased enthu- 
siasm. The Kremlin leaders know this and give praise when it is 
justified:* 

’Our American undercover comrades concentrated their efforts upon 
those key products which are vital to keep factories operating. The 
walk-out of 7,100 Chrysler key workers ensured that the other 33,000 
workers were brought to a standstill. This is an excellent lesson for 
comrades to learn . . .’ 

� � �  

The posthumous mud-slinging campaign against Stalin seemed to 
remove the barrier to East-West friendship. Nikita Khrushchev, the 
Head of the Soviet State, told the Russian people and the Western 
world that Stalin’s realm had suffered a reign of terror. He said the 
dead dictator had instigated a cult of hero-worship and set himself up 
as a ’God’; he had suffered persecution mania and subjected the people 
of the Soviet Union to the tyranny of secret police executioners; not 
only had he falsely accused his friends and comrades of plotting against 
him, he had also falsely accused them of crimes against the State; he 
had fabricated reasons to remove them from positions of political 
influence, and imprisoned or executed them. 

This open acknowledgement by the Kremlin leader of the evils of 
the past seemed to promise improved relations�even,  perhaps, the 
end of the Cold War. These hopes were accelerated when Khrushchev 
announced that his purpose in visiting the USA in 1959 was ’to 
encourage friendly relations between the Soviet Union and America,

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and demonstrate that peaceful coexistence is not only possible, but 
necessary’. 

The great dictator Stalin had never dared set foot in the West, where 
he was beyond the protection provided by his own private army of 
secret police. The fact that the new head of the Soviet Union was 
willing to travel to the United States was a grand gesture of trust and 
friendship. 

The McCarthy era had bred distrust of communists in the USA. 
Khrushchev knew he would have to face a luke-warm American 
reception. To offset this, he planned a propaganda coup. Soviet scien- 
tists launched Lunik II on the 12th of September�ju st three days 
before Khrushchev’s departure for New York. Lunik II landed on the 
Moon exactly where the Russians predicted. 

Before his departure to the USA Khrushchev told his Kremlin Inner 
Circle comrades: 

I am convinced Mr Ike will think twice before he continues his 
aggressive warmongering policy against us. He and his trigger- 
happy generals know that if we can send Luniks to the Moon we 
can hit any target on this world with accuracy, using short-range, 
medium-range or intercontinental rockets. 

Let us drink to our research workers. They are the people behind 
the scenes who have helped to avert another murderous war. I will 
talk a great deal about our strength in America. I will make it clear 
we can destroy the capitalist world before it has a chance to attack 
us. But I will also make it clear we want peace, peace, peace! 

War does not get anyone anywhere. It destroys what has been 
achieved. When we are the leading power in the field of guided 
missiles, and when we have more than enough of everything to 
wipe any enemy off the face of the Earth, we must not overlook 
the fact that nuclear weapons are boomerangs. Radioactive fall-out 
is so dangerous that even if the Western Powers never get a chance 
to fire a single H-bomb, the radioactive fall-out from our own 
bombs can devastate whole countries . . . Everything must there- 
fore be done to avert a nuclear war. For armed confrontation we 
must substitute organised, large-scale undercover warfare . . .! 
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Nikita Khrushchev, when seen on television, was a stocky, fun- 
loving man with a twinkle in his eye. He was intelligent and played 
the role of a great humanitarian. He had the heart of a clown and 
showed contempt for stiffnecked traditions. Wherever he went in 
America, he won the goodwill of the people. The whistle-stop election 
campaigners of the USA learned a great deal from this happy, ever- 
smiling, man who was always ready with a quip to delight journalists, 
and radio and television commentators. At the United Nations 
Assembly he had once gained notoriety by kicking off a pair of pain- 
fully new shoes and placing his stockinged feet upon his desk. He’d 
earned the approval of all working men who like to kick off their 
shoes comfortably at home after a hard day’s work. Now he shook 
hands with factory workers, kissed babies and flattered wives as en- 
thusiastically as any Presidential candidate. 

Khrushchev’s mission of goodwill produced a number of highlights 
worthy of recording. At a dinner given by the Journal of Commerce, he 
said the impression he’d gained from his tour of the United States was: 

’The American people are peace-loving; it remains to be seen 
whether the American Government also is!’ Later, when discussing 
trade relations between the two countries, he said, solemn-faced: ’We 
want to trade with you because we believe trade is a litmus paper which 
indicates whether you want to live in peace with us.’ He added 
piously: ’May God give us strength to solve our problems with 
reason, instead of with force. That is what the people expect from us.’ 

President Eisenhower was disturbed by hostile demonstrations to- 
wards Khrushchev during his visit. The American President had no 
wish to endanger goodwill between the two countries, and he gave 
discreet orders for less baiting of the Soviet leader and more con- 
ciliation. Khrushchev responded to this butter as a cat responds to 
cream. 

’You magicians of charm�you captivating charmers, m y true and 
loved friends,’ he said when he addressed his audience in San Fran- 
cisco. ’I hope that friendship between the United States and the Soviet 
Union will be as bright and inextinguishable as the southern sun of 
California.’ 

’Let’s quit talking about the things which divide us and concentrate 
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on things which unite us,’ said one American speaker. The sentiment 
warmed Khrushchev. He leaned over backwards to find common 
ground for friendship. 

’There is much in common between the Sermon on the Mount and 
communism,’ he preached. ’We have absorbed many of Christ’s pre- 
cepts�Love for one’s neighbour, for example. We wan t no enmity 
among men; we want complete equality, as preached by Christ. We 
wage the struggle for a communist society without recourse to arms; 
we use only words. As for those who differ from us, we always respect 
their opinion.’ 

When he was presented with a gavel made from the wood of one 
of California’s famous Redwood trees, Khrushchev said: 

I will use it for the first time when I strike it, in triumph, on the 
table, the day we sign a Pact of Non-Aggression and Eternal Love 
between the Soviet Union and America; and a second time when 
we sign a Treaty of Disarmament with all the nations of the world. 
I await with impatience my talks with your President, hoping that 
our two hearts will be prompted to reach agreement and establish 
conditions of peace and friendship. 

In an off-the-cuff kerbside interview with American reporters out- 
side his hotel in Iowa, Khrushchev said: 

’It is much better to talk man to man than exchange distant messages 
which are not always friendly in tone. Man-to-man talks are the best. 
Nothing can replace them. One conversation between Heads of State 
is better than a hundred cables . . .’ 

Nikita Khrushchev and President Eisenhower conferred in secret. 
Afterwards, a communique was issued: ’We have agreed that out- 
standing international problems should be settled not by the use of 
force, but by peaceful means through negotiations.’ The communique 
called for a better understanding between the Soviet Union and the 
United States, and the achievement of a just and lasting peace. 

By the time he left the United States, Khrushchev had succeeded in 
winning the hearts of a great many people, as a person. He attained 
more popularity than many American politicians could ever hope to 
win. He left behind the impression of a jolly, warm-hearted man, and 
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the hope of a thaw in the Cold War between East and West seemed 
justified. 

� � �  

The American communists sighed with relief when Khrushchev’s air- 
craft took off for Moscow. They had not rested since the Soviet leader 
had set foot on US soil. They had followed out long and painfully 
detailed orders issued by the Institute 631; some of these directives are 
summarised here: 

1. Comrade Khrushchev’s visit to America must be a success. He 
must take America by storm. The following instructions must be 
regarded as the most important ever given. They must be complied 
with obediently, persistently and ruthlessly. 
2. All hostile demonstrations against Comrade Khrushchev must 
fail. 
3. The American security forces are anti-Soviet. They will protect 
Comrade Khrushchev without enthusiasm. Therefore the Party must 
provide its own security measures. Squads of loyal communists 
must be formed to act as an additional bodyguard. Training and 
exercising must begin at once. 
4. A great welcome must be prepared for Comrade Khrushchev. 
Open-air rallies, mass meetings and demonstrations must be held in 
all the cities and towns that Comrade Khrushchev visits. Resolutions 
shall demand American-Soviet friendship, an end to the ’Cold War’ 
and the banning of nuclear warfare. 
5. While a campaign is waged for disarmament, it must also be 
stressed that the Soviet Union’s rate of armament production is 
vastly superior to America’s. 

Khrushchev and the American communists had worked hard for 
friendship and goodwill between the Soviet Union and the United 
States. 

How sincere was the Soviet leader and his Kremlin comrades? 

* * * 

After Nikita Khrushchev’s return from the US not one change was 
made in the undercover activities employed against America. The 
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following is a summary of a secret Institute 631 directive received by 
the American undercover subverter leaders as the New Year of 1960 
dawned: 

1. Comrades working in telegraph, teleprinter and telephone ser- 
vices must organise an effective monitoring system to intercept 
important communications, and enable the Party to learn what is 
going on inside the US government, the security forces, industry, 
and in all other important establishments of the USA. Such informa- 
tion must be passed on through already established links to under- 
cover network leaders. It is vitally important that they shall make 
no communication whatsoever direct to Communist Party Head- 
quarters or Secretariats. 
2. Comrades working in armament factories or in nuclear establish- 
ments must memorise all charts, blueprints, production lists, etc., 
that they come upon through their employment. If it is possible 
to photograph such documents without risk of detection, this is 
preferable. 
3. Comrades must make a determined effort to infiltrate into all 
sections of the US Armed Forces. The American GI is not a stubborn 
militarist. In most instances he prefers comfort and peace to the 
dangers and hardships of war. He should be converted to a deter- 
mined opponent of war between the United States and the Soviet 
Union. Special pressure must be applied upon units connected with 
the launching of space rockets. Acts of sabotage at nuclear missile 
bases are invaluable. If the well-publicised launching of a space 
rocket results in failure, this is of tremendous propaganda value. 
4. In addition to the above special tasks, everyday life in all parts of 
the USA must be disrupted as often, and as effectively, as possible. 
Every opportunity must be taken to create disturbances. Racial riots 
are the most easily provoked disorders. If they are brought about 
in a way which makes it seem that the ruling class has precipitated 
the riots, this is valuable propaganda. But activity should not be 
concentrated solely upon racial riots. Every opportunity must be 
seized to disrupt the peaceful flow of everyday life. The class enemy 
must be discredited, hit often, and where it hurts most. 
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A secret Kremlin report shows Institute 631’s official acknowledgment 
of the work performed by American undercover-subverters:* 

The mass demonstrations in support of peaceful coexistence be- 
tween the Soviet Union and the rest of the world, which took place 
in Chicago, and which ended in fierce clashes between the police and 
large numbers of demonstrators, is a remarkable example of how 
American undercover comrades are able to convince non-political 
citizens that if they do not want to risk their cities being destroyed 
in a war against the USSR by Soviet nuclear bombs and guided 
missiles, they must demonstrate their opposition to war. 

And another Party Bulletin account proudly announced: 

Due to the excellent work of our undercover comrades in the 
American steel industry, 12,000 steel workers at the Pittsburg plant 
of the Jones & Laughlin Steel Corporation, the third largest of the 
nation’s steel producers, walked out on strike. The final shut-down 
of this important steel plant came twenty-four hours after the Cor- 
poration had been forced to close down a battery of open-hearth 
furnaces because the men employed on them had left their jobs. 

This strike, however, was only a beginning. Later, a confrontation 
between the American steel workers and the mighty steel tycoons 
came when 450,000 steel workers stopped production and drastically 
cut off ninety per cent of US steel production. Within forty-eight 
hours tens of thousands of workers in other industries connected with 
steel production�railways and river barges, coal mi nes and the 
trucking industry�were laid off. 

While Khrushchev preached peace and goodwill to America, 
Mikhail Suslov’s Institute 631 undercover subverters were working 
like beavers throughout the United States to cause economic disrup- 
tion and social despair.

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Undercover Subverters Everywhere 

America and Britain are the Kremlin’s major potential targets. But 
because West Germany occupies a very important strategic position in 
world affairs, it is also subjected to intense Red undercover activity. 
Any weakening of the Bonn Government automatically increases the 
relative strength of East Germany and hence that of the Soviet bloc. 

West Germany is extremely vulnerable to infiltration. Undercover 
subverters, trained in East Germany and aided by East German border 
guards, find it easy to slip under the Iron Curtain. The activities of these 
undercover subverters are more violent than in Britain and the United 
States of America. The pre-war atmosphere of Germany encouraged 
political violence. Before the rise of Hitler, members of the German 
Communist Party and the Nazi Party frequently clashed in violent 
street fighting, armed with truncheons, knives and pistols. As Hitler’s 
party gained political strength the communists were hounded, im- 
prisoned and executed. Physical violence was a political way of life and 
the Second World War intensified its savageness. The Red under- 
cover subverters in West Germany unhesitatingly murder to gain a 
political advantage. Influential men in power who oppose communism 
and the Soviet Union are taken at night, beaten close to death or 
assassinated, and left in dark alleyways. The victims are coldbloodedly 
selected, their movements studied and attacks upon them carried out 
with military precision. These methods were used by the German 
Communist Party during Hitler’s Third Reich, when especially vicious 
Nazi stormtroopers were singled out for execution. These methods are 
still used today. Anybody in West Germany who obstructs the com- 
munists can fall victim to political gangsterism: a police officer thought 
to be too repressive in maintaining peace and order; a Town Council 
secretary who withholds permission for an assembly hall to be used for 
a political meeting; a factory foreman who favours the management 
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against the workmen; or even a stubborn workman who resists being 
stampeded into a wildcat strike. 

West Germany is a rich sea of red herrings. The Allied Powers are 
as wary of the growth of neo-Nazism as is the Soviet Union. It is 
always possible to arouse alarm by crying ’Nazi!’ Almost any security 
measure adopted by the Bonn Government can be challenged by well- 
disguised Red undercover subverters as ’leaving the way open for a 
re-emergence of Fascism’. 

A continuous stream of East German refugees flood into West 
Germany. Most are genuine, but many are undercover subverters who 
mingle with the true refugees and are accepted by them. They learn 
which refugees are politically undesirable to the Soviet Union, learn 
the names and addresses of their nearest relatives and pass back the 
information to Moscow. Many genuine refugees are blackmailed into 
undercover subversion inside West Germany because their relatives in 
East Germany are held as hostages. Some refugees who possess know- 
ledge important to the Kremlin are kidnapped by undercover sub- 
verters and transported back into East Germany by various means. Not 
infrequently the Kremlin decides that a particular refugee must be 
liquidated. Such assassinations are camouflaged so that it seems the 
victim met his death by accident. 

The secret Kremlin publication made this startling reference to 
communist kidnapping activities in West Germany:* 

The excellent work of the Transport Department of the German 
Undercover Network deserves particular praise for its efficient and 
methodical action. We must give thanks to these comrades that 
certain elements who were dangerous and obstructive to the Soviet 
Union could be torn free from the West German fascist stronghold, 
and returned to those People’s Democracies interested in them. 
These people thought they were perfectly safe in the midst of West 
Germany . . . 

The Party Bulletin continued further on: 

Accordingly, dangerous troublemakers were thus silenced. On the 
other hand, those people who could be of importance to the Soviet

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Union’s scientific, or technical research development, and who had 
stubbornly refused to work in the USSR, were persuaded to change 
their minds and take an active part in research. Thus they ultimately 
served the cause of lasting world peace and friendship between all 
the peoples of the world . . . 

* * * 

Each country has its own way of life. Institute 631 took this into 
consideration when issuing orders to undercover subverter network 
leaders. How completely this was done can be gauged from the 
following directive, issued to the local network when the Soviet Union 
tried to bring the whole of Berlin under Russian domination: 

STRICTLY   CONFIDENTIAL MEMORISE,  THEN  BURN 

Each member of a Party cell and undercover network must be 
in constant readiness. The following instructions must be obeyed to 
the letter: 

An immediate propaganda campaign is to be set into motion. 
Workshops, tenement blocks, stores and all other suitable places 
must be converted into centres of propaganda. 

The population must be convinced that West Berlin must be freed 
from foreign occupation troops. 

On no account must it be suspected that the Party is behind this 
action. 

All available comrades are to be assigned to Stormtroops, and 
must be ready for combat operations. 

Key workers in industry, the railways, postal services and other 
sectors of public life must be ready to act in accordance with the 
instructions they are given. 

It is imperative that every comrade knows exactly what is to be 
destroyed in order to paralyse public life in his sector. 

Combat action shall take place only when orders have been issued 
by the Central Committee. Such instructions will be given by the 
use of the following passwords: 

Tuesday:   Mass demonstrations. 
March:       Strikes. 
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October: Sabotage leading to the paralysis of industry and 
public life. 

Friday:       Riots in the streets. 
Combat action will take place only when cell and network 

leaders receive the password direct from the district Organisation 
Leader. 

The above instructions are for Organisation and Political Leaders 
only. They must not be passed on to comrades in the cells and net- 
works. 

Not all the comrades obeyed the instruction to burn this treacherous 
directive. Copies of the document fell into the hands of Western 
counter-intelligence, and security measures were adopted which 
robbed the plot of its sting. At a subsequent election, when West 
Berliners were given the opportunity to choose between Allied occupa- 
tion and the ’Free Berlin’ desired by the Kremlin, they gave a clear- 
cut decision. Ninety-eight per cent voted for continuation of the Allied 
occupation of Berlin. 

Institute 631 therefore decided that it must change its tactics in West 
Germany and focus its activities upon discrediting the Allied armies. 
In March 1959 a secret directive, ’Instructions Berlin’, set out a pattern 
of political activity for Communist subverters. This is a summary of 
the directive: 

1. It must be shown by propaganda that the Western forces in 
Berlin are kept there for the purpose of using the city for espionage 
against the Soviet Union. Berlin is a jumping-off ground for Allied 
spies, saboteurs and wreckers who smuggle themselves into the 
German Democratic Republic. Undercover subverters must induce 
all ranks of the US Armed Forces, as well as civilians, to cross the 
border into the German Democratic Republic, then advise the 
authorities so that they can arrest them and prove their espionage 
activities. 
2. Women comrades are useful for the following work: attractive 
women can easily persuade love-hungry Americans to accompany 
them. But no attempt should be made to persuade GIs to cross the 
border at the first two or three meetings. Only when confidence has 
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been established should an American be persuaded to cross the 
border for sightseeing or other purposes. 
3. If the American cannot be persuaded to cross the border, he 
should be encouraged to accompany the woman to an apartment 
where a reception is prepared. When the woman screams, her 
friends will run to her assistance. Most Americans, when accused of 
rape, wish to avoid being involved with the police. They will usually 
compromise and pass on information of a military nature. Their 
written agreement to do this turns them into proven traitors. The 
threat of disclosing this written agreement to their Army Head- 
quarters enmeshes them even deeper. They can be led on to ever 
greater indiscretions. If their resistance finally hardens, a full report 
of all their indiscretions can be lodged with their superior officers. 
This serves the purpose of discrediting American soldiers. 
4. When a woman has gained the confidence of an American 
soldier who cannot be induced to compromise himself, arrangements 
can be made to transport him across the border. The woman will 
persuade him to dine in a restaurant of her choosing, where his 
drink will be doped. A car will be waiting outside the restaurant 
when he is led out. Care must be taken to ensure that the American 
leaves the restaurant before he becomes unconscious. Most Americans 
habitually get drunk, and no suspicions will be aroused if he is un- 
steady on his feet. It must be remembered that when the American 
is arrested in the People’s Democratic Republic, the US authorities 
will try to prove he was drugged, kidnapped, and carried across the 
border. 
5. Prepared incriminating documents can be placed in an American 
soldier’s pocket and be discovered by our undercover subverter. She 
can accuse the soldier of being a spy and threaten to inform the 
authorities. This threat should ensure his cooperation. He must be 
persuaded to handle these documents so that his fingerprints are on 
them. 
6. The use of violence is to be avoided, except when specific instruc- 
tions are given. The US Army has warned all soldiers to be on their 
guard against attractive German women. Nevertheless there are 
many soldiers and civilians who disregard these orders. 
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Photograph of a top-secret directive sent to Moscow’s undercover-
network 
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activists in West Berlin. A summary of this directive is on pages 44, 45, 48. 
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7. Any information relating to American camps, military head- 
quarters or troops movements must be reported in detail. When 
possible, photographs of Americans with German women should be 
obtained, preferably showing them embracing intimately. These 
photographs are of great value if the American soldier is already 
married . . . 

Confronted with this planned assault upon their natural weaknesses, 
many young American soldiers found themselves in difficulties with 
superior officers, and the West Berlin authorities. Many young Ameri- 
can soldiers woke up with a splitting headache in a prison cell in East 
Germany, charged with espionage or sabotage. 

A secret Kremlin publication reported a typical case:* 

Corporal Brooke and Private Allerson disappeared from Berlin on 
the 7th of May 1959. Both men were vamped into a trap by their 
German girlfriends. They found themselves accused by angry friends 
of their girlfriends, of attempted rape and murder. Both men agreed 
to cooperate with the Germans rather than be handed over to the 
West Berlin police. They were instructed to obtain various types of 
information and they cooperated. 

Before long it was learned that the two soldiers had come under 
suspicion. It was feared they would be arrested by Allied counter- 
intelligence and interrogated. To forestall any cross-examination 
which might induce the soldiers to betray their Communist con- 
tacts, the two young men were brought over the border into East 
Germany. Both men signed a request for political asylum, and that 
was the last their authorities knew of them. 

A more imaginative method was devised to lure Allied pilots into 
communist territory. Radio Guidance Posts transmitted radio signals to 
assist a pilot to check his bearings. The radio guidance posts in com- 
munist territory were manipulated to give false signals and lured 
Allied pilots over Soviet territory. Waiting Red Air Force fighters then 
scrambled and forced the disorientated Allied pilots down; they were 
then accused of flying over Soviet territory to take aerial photographs,

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or drop saboteurs and spies. A substantial number of Allied pilots were 
caught in this trap before an Allied control tower picked up one of 
these false signals. Nowadays all communist radio guidance posts are 
continuously monitored by the West and pilots instantly warned if 
they are heading into trouble. Nevertheless, some pilots are still 
trapped by false signals which have not been detected by the moni- 
toring stations, and are lured into Soviet territory. Fortunately these 
occurrences are rare. 

* * * 

Institute 631 has encouraged the use of physical violence in West 
Germany. 

Radio Free Europe is an American-financed, anti-communist broad- 
casting station, operating in Munich. It has its own staff cafeteria. In 
November 1959 the management called in the police and invited them 
to inspect the salt-cellars on the cafeteria tables. The police took them 
away for laboratory analysis. They had been filled with atropine.* If 
this had not been discovered it could have poisoned many of the 
radio station’s staff. 

Mr Eric Hazelhoff, the European Director of Radio Free Europe, 
had received a timely tip-off about the murder attempt. Such tip-offs 
were not unusual, since some men and women found it profitable to 
be double agents, working simultaneously for the Americans and the 
Russians. 

Shortly afterwards, an attempt was made to blow up the radio 
station. Another friendly tip-off and a search of the building revealed 
a time-bomb that could have destroyed the building and killed its staff. 

Institute 631 issued the following reproachful directive to their 
undercover subverters about these two abortive attempts at violence: 

Our undercover subverters are to be commended for their attempt 
to silence the fanatical communist-haters who operate Radio Free 
Europe. But it was criminal negligence to permit an easily identi- 
fiable communist to fill the salt-cellars with atropine. This task 
should have been performed by a man or woman who could not 
possibly be suspected of having any contact with the Party.

Following up a wave of strikes that paralysed industry throughout 
Belgium, Institute 631 gambled on what it believed was a revolutionary 
situation. Orders to ’adopt the strongest measures’ were sent out to 
communist undercover subverters. 

Once again a double-agent tipped off the Allied authorities in time. 
The Belgian police swooped on selected pit-strikers’ homes near Mons, 
the heart of the trouble area. Enough arms, ammunition and explosives 
were found to support an armed uprising. 

Mikhail Suslov fleetingly mentioned the Belgian failure at the same 
time as he gave the following general report on Institute 631’S successful 
activities throughout the world:* 

During winter 1958-1959 our undercover subverters in Australia, 
the Benelux countries, Canada, Cuba, France, Great Britain, India, 
Italy, Japan, Nyasaland, Pakistan, Rhodesia, Scandinavia, North and 
South Africa, West Germany, the United States of America and 
other Capitalist countries throughout the world, managed to stop 
vital production by: 

1. Calling the workers out on strike. 
2. Causing rioting and armed clashes with the police following 

demonstrations. 
3. Dislocating traffic and transport. 
4. Derailing trains. 
5. Damaging bridges and roadways. 
6. Blocking waterways. 
7. Starting fires in key factories and warehouses.

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8. Practising revolutionary acts which cause the class enemy 
serious economic problems. 

Institute 631’s determination to wage aggressive undercover warfare 
against the Western democracies was clearly expressed in the following 
report:* 

It is evident that an early showdown between the Soviet Union 
and the Western Powers is inevitable. Therefore every precaution 
must be taken to support the struggle of our Party and its secret 
undercover subverters in their work within the countries of the 
Capitalist World. 

Our undercover subverter network leaders will be reinforced by 
our Division for Tactical Strategy, which will be behind our com- 
rades abroad, and support them at all times. 

It is vitally important that close contact is maintained between 
the Division for Tactical Strategy and all our undercover subverters. 

It is vitally important that communications are made only through 
one individual contact, and with the use of the Party Code. 

Any class enemy who is a danger to the Party and its undercover 
subverters’ networks and to the Soviet Union must be reported. He 
will be dealt with by the KGB.

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Expert Forgers 

Institute 631 set up a department to specialise in forgery. Unlimited 
funds were provided, and in spacious premises in Pankow*, experts 
installed expensively-equipped photographic studios, laboratories, 
printing shops and even a paper mill. During the 1950s, this factory 
was able to supply Institute 631 and the Soviet secret service with all 
the falsified identification and other documents they required. The 
expert forgeries that have issued from Pankow have caused the West 
enormous problems.

In their efforts to make life uncomfortable in all ways for the Western 
democracies these forgers have practised many ingenious hoaxes. The 
most bizarre is known as Operation Perfumed Love Letters, and the 
armed forces of West Germany were its first victims. 

* Pankow is a district of East Berlin in the closely guarded Soviet Sector. The 
area is cordoned off and patrolled by KGB officers. The headquarters of the 
Division for Tactical Strategy in Moscow are Pankow’s head office. 
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The forgers first obtained the names and addresses of all married 
officers and men serving in the West German army. Then women were 
employed to write hundreds of love letters on perfumed notepaper. 
These love letters, carefully phrased, divulged that intimacy existed 
between the female writer and the male recipient of the letter. The letters 
usually referred to a baby that was on the way and expressed delight that 
the recipient of the letter had agreed to divorce his wife. 

These letters were mailed so that they would arrive at soldiers’ homes 
when they were absent on duty. The wives’ suspicions were aroused by

the strongly scented, brightly coloured envelopes and unmistakable 
women’s handwriting. Many wives opened the letters, fell for the trap, 
jumped to hasty conclusions and, in many instances, left their homes. 
It is impossible to assess the moral damage caused to many married 
couples by the suspicion, bitterness and sense of betrayal that these love 
letters engendered, but the effect of the operation was certainly wide- 
spread and long-lasting. The West German armed forces also fell victim 
to another well-

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planned Pankow forgery that all but totally disrupted the functioning 
of the West German army. 

Pankow printed large quantities of West German Call-up and 
Demobilisation papers. Over a period of time many serving men 
prematurely received Demobilisation Orders and returned home. Other 
disgruntled male citizens found themselves unexpectedly ordered to 
report to barracks. The West German army administration almost 
collapsed under the strain of coping with thousands of men who had 
inexplicably deserted, and thousands of others who reported to barracks 
without being conscripted. Eventually, the West German military 
command realised that it had been hoaxed. 

For the Pankow department of the Institute 631’s Division for Tac- 
tical Strategy the hoax was merely a practice exercise; for West 
Germany the forgeries were a grim warning of what can happen during 
a time of national emergency, when dozens of similar administrative 
hoaxes are launched at the same time. A country could swiftly suffocate 
under an over-abundance of false red tape. 

The printing of counterfeit currency keeps an entire department of 
Pankow working full time. The fake currency produced by Moscow’s 
master forgers is the work of experts. It is so good it is never challenged. 
The only way it became known that Pankow currency was being 
circulated was because currency notes bearing the same numbers 
appeared at clearing banks. Even then, currency experts were unable to 
decide which of the two notes was the forgery. 

Smuggling counterfeit money into various countries and putting it 
into circulation created no problems for Institute 631, with the facility 
of the diplomatic bags, and other smuggling methods, through 
undercover subverters and established go-betweens, false banknotes 
quickly find their way into circulation. In many cases undercover 
subverters have enlisted the help of petty crooks to distribute the fake 
banknotes at race courses, betting shops and market places. 

This steady distribution of forged currency has had an insidious 
inflationary influence upon the countries of the Western World. Too 
much money in circulation results in too much money chasing too 
few goods. This causes prices to rise. Higher prices result in demands for 
wage increases. Very considerable damage has been caused to the 
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Western democracies because counterfeit currency has invaded their 
economy on a large scale. 

Fake currency provides another fringe benefit for the Kremlin, for 
it is used to finance communist activity throughout the world. Within 
reasonable limits Communist Party members, undercover-subverters’ 
networks and go-betweens can squander money for the cause and at the 
same time increase inflation. 

Western authorities are uncomfortably conscious that this distribu- 
tion of counterfeit currency is merely practice. If the East and the West 
are ever involved in a bloody conflict, then hidden stocks of fake cur- 
rency will flood out from hidden storehouses and swamp the markets 
of the Western democracies. The purchasing value of all money could 
be destroyed overnight. 

Meanwhile the printing presses of Pankow never stop. Day and night 
they produce forgeries that cause damage to the Western democracies. 

Most of Pankow’s products are stored and are not used except as 
experiments to test their usefulness. For example, all the shop stewards 
of the Dutch Transport Union recently obeyed instructions from their 
head office to call out the men on a two-day token strike. These orders 
were subsequently found to be counterfeit. 

Tons of forged material is held in reserve all over the world, ready for 
use during an appropriate emergency. Hard-core communists and 
undercover subverters, when ordered, can deluge any country with 
forged demobilisation papers, perfumed love letters, misleading bus 
and train timetables and a hundred similar forgeries. 

One ingenious type of Pankow forgery, which causes the West a 
great deal of embarrassment, is the method of introducing false in- 
formation into Western newspapers and magazines. For political 
reasons, Moscow frequently wishes the West to be discredited, and 
Pankow arranges for this. 

An entire edition of a Western newspaper�the London  Times, for 
example, or the New York Herald Tribune�will be com pletely repro- 
duced, except for one column. This column is replaced by a carefully 
prepared news item which makes the required damaging admission 
discrediting the West. Copies of the newspaper containing these false 
statements are widely circulated from hand to hand, and attention is 
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drawn to the false news item. Thus it becomes widely known�in 
Czechoslovakia, Hungary or Poland, or perhaps in the Middle East, 
Africa or other countries where Western newspapers are difficult to 
obtain�that the West has failed to keep faith with its principles. 

Quite often the Pankow forgers are called upon to provide specialised 
counterfeiting, as on one occasion when the Kremlin’s foreign policy 
demanded that Monsieur Paul-Henry Spaak should be discredited. 

Spaak was Secretary-General of NATO. Two letters were secretly 
circulated among NATO members; they had been written and signed 
by Monsieur Spaak when he was the war-time Belgian Foreign 
Minister. Both letters made it clear that he had written secretly from 
London to friends in Vichy, asking them to help him make a separate 
peace treaty with the Germans. The letters also revealed that Spaak 
had tried to make a secret deal with the German occupation authorities 
in Belgium, without the knowledge of the Allies. 

Handwriting experts had no doubt that it was M. Spaak’s signature 
at the bottom of the letters. The printed notepaper was tested. It had 
undoubtedly been manufactured in England during the war. 

Grave doubts were aroused about M. Spaak’s loyalty. But Western 
security officers, systematically sifting all evidence, were able to prove 
that the first of the letters was a forgery. The Pankow forgers had made 
a serious blunder. They had dated the first letter ’London, the 24th of 
June 1940’. The Western investigators were able to prove to everyone’s 
satisfaction that M. Spaak had been in France, and on the run from the 
Germans, until October 1940, before underground channels could 
transport him safely to Britain. Since the first letter was a forgery, it 
was evident that the second letter, on the same subject, was also counter- 
feit, and M. Spaak was vindicated. 

Many similar forgeries prepared by Pankow have been successful, 
however. Hundreds, perhaps thousands, of politicians, administrators, 
diplomats, industrialists or social workers, have had their lives and 
careers seriously disrupted by false documents or letters that have been 
strategically planted where they would cause most damage to their 
reputations.

58 THE  SUBVERTERS 

The Pankow counterfeiters department of the Institute 631’S Division 
for Tactical Strategy has caused the Western democracies immense 
damage. So, although it was originally created to serve the Institute 
631’s undercover subverters, it was not abolished when the ’professional’ 
undercover master-subverters of the Soviet Secret Service’s Special 
Division for Subversion took over. The Pankow counterfeiters 
department was instead incorporated into the Soviet secret service 
Berlin-Pankow Branch Headquarters, and continues from there to 
damage the Western democracies. 
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Subverter Schooling for Work Abroad 

Throughout the 1950s, while the Institute 631’s networks, supported 
by the foreign communist parties everywhere in the world, were 
doing their utmost to disrupt everyday life in the Western democracies, 
the ’professional’ Russian master-subverters were undergoing training 
in various spy-schools. The selection and training of these special agents 
began in the early spring of 1948�immediately follo wing Stalin’s 
decision to create two separate forces of undercover subverters. 

The population of the Soviet Union is 246,471,000. From this 
enormous reserve KGB draws its master-subverters and master-spies. 

Every Party Organiser throughout the USSR has standing orders to 
’report fully about each comrade’s private life, relatives, friends and 
acquaintances; their habits, hobbies, and all other details that throw light 
upon their character and way of life outside the Party’. In this way, an 
official ’brotherly eye’ is fastened upon all Soviet citizens. Everybody’s 
degree of loyalty to the State, and to communism, is accurately assessed 
and recorded. Occasionally a citizen is observed to possess those 
special qualities which indicate an aptitude for espionage or undercover 
activity. From then onwards, concentrated attention is paid to this 
possible recruit. For a period of time, the citizen is placed under such 
intense KGB surveillance that his or her private life becomes an open 
book to the State. 

If the possible recruits satisfy all these searching enquiries, of which 
they are quite unaware, they are recommended for an espionage or 
undercover career and are officially classed as ’a possible trainee’. 

The first stage of training begins at the Marx-Engels School at 
Gorky, near Moscow. The recruits are given no hint that they are 
being schooled for undercover activity; they believe they are being 
groomed for a Party career. 

The Marx-Engels School stands well back from the street and is 
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surrounded by high walls. All entrances are guarded by State security 
police. Nobody can enter without presenting a special pass. 

On arrival at the school all recruits surrender their Party membership 
cards and all other identity documents, and fill in a long questionnaire. 
Next comes a general-knowledge entrance examination, aimed at 
ascertaining the educational level and mental alertness of the recruit. 
For those who pass the examination, all private life comes to an end; 
for the duration of their training, which lasts four months, they become 
boarders, and are forbidden to leave the school grounds. They live 
collectively, sleep in dormitories and sign an undertaking they will at 
no time communicate to anybody, in any way, anything about the 
school. They undertake: ’to work to the best of my ability and spare 
no effort nor energy to become an outstanding specialist in the fields 
to which I may be transferred’. 

Everyone at the Marx-Engels School works to a strict timetable; 
beginning at 7 a.m., every minute of the day is accounted for until 
bedtime at 10.30 p.m. There are recreation breaks of fifteen minutes’ 
duration, and half an hour is allotted for breakfast, for lunch and supper. 
All other time is devoted to physical training, lectures, study-prepara- 
tion and educational film shows. The specific object of this stringent 
training schedule is to ensure that every recruit is ’thoroughly schooled 
in communist ideology, and grows accustomed to thinking and acting 
like a classic bolshevik’. 

� � �  

Recruits who pass their preliminary Marx-Engels School training 
course are transferred to the Lenin Technical School at Verkhovnoye, 
some ninety miles from Kazan. It is in a desolate area near the border 
of the Tartar Autonomous Soviet Republic, and can be approached 
only by a private road. It consists of a large complex of buildings, 
sprawling over seven square miles, and is enclosed by a high brick wall. 
All entrances are guarded by State security police and no one can enter 
without producing a special pass. 

The recruits are transported to the Lenin Technical School in KGB 
vehicles and are prevented from making any contact with the outside 
world en route. Upon arrival they are once again billeted in large 
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dormitories, and their lives dominated by a formidable study-schedule. 
Their life is spartan, directed with military precision and discipline. 
However, those who have survived to this stage of training are already 
so conditioned to discipline and dedication to the communist cause 
that they have no thought of complaining. They are forbidden to 
inform anybody where they are or what they are doing, but are 
permitted to communicate with their relatives and friends through an 
accommodation address. They are still quite ignorant that they are 
possible recruits for undercover training by Moscow Secret Service 
Headquarters. 

Training at the Lenin Technical School lasts twelve months. Both 
male and female students undergo strenuous combat training: they 
climb steep hills, scramble under barbed wire and over obstacles, jump 
from heights, traverse muddy marshes, rivers and rough terrain, climb 
over rooftops, scale treacherous mountain paths and tramp for long 
distances over rock-strewn ground while laden with heavy equipment. 
They learn to delight in ’steeling their bodies’ to serve their country’s 
cause. 

They learn self-defence, ju-jitsu, judo, karate and most other forms 
of defence and attack, including unconventional boxing and wrestling 
styles. They are taught to handle firearms, shoot with pistols, revolvers, 
rifles and submachineguns. They practise how to destroy bridges, 
buildings and military installations with dynamite, TNT, gelignite and 
plastic explosives; how to make bombs and how to look for concealed 
timebombs and boobytraps and render them harmless. This phase of 
training also covers the blowing of locks, strongroom doors and 
’burglarproof’ safes. They learn which type of explosive is suitable for 
any particular job, and how to muffle the explosion. Training for 
waging guerrilla warfare is also included. 

There follows a comprehensive course in doping or poisoning 
drinks, sweets, food, cigarettes and cigars. The use of drugs for specific 
tasks is illustrated and how long these drugs take to be effective, and 
what symptoms the victims suffer. The recruits are also taught what 
antidotes to take if ever they are forced to take a particular drug them- 
selves. 

Another specialised course teaches the recruits to tap telephone lines 
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and to utilise high-power limpet microphones. All forms of radio 
reception and transmission are studied thoroughly, and microfilming, 
microdotting and coding and decoding are practised. 

At the conclusion of this course all recruits undergo a final examina- 
tion. Then, while the Selection Board studies the examination results 
in conjunction with the instructors’ weekly progress reports, the recruits 
are transported to the Oktyabr Recreation Centre in the Caucasian 
Mountain Spa of Kyslovodsk. There they enjoy a well-earned holiday, 
lasting a month or more. 

� � �  

Those recruits finally selected as ’suitable for undercover master- 
subverters’ activities abroad’ now spend another year with instructors 
who test them for aptitude in specific branches of subversive work, and 
adaptability to any particular country. This ’assessment period’ is even 
more strenuous than the previous training, but worse trials are still to 
come. 

The next stage tests the recruits’ fitness for field work abroad. The 
Soviet teachers try to break down their own pupils under simulated 
interrogation pressure. 

A recruit is arrested in all earnestness by the secret Police and taken 
to State Security Headquarters as though he has been suddenly dis- 
covered to be a foreign agent. Expert interrogators submit him to 
brainwashing, third-degree and all the other modern methods of 
extracting information and confessions. Some interrogators have been 
so carried away while acting out their role, and have submitted the 
accused victim to such physical violence, that it became necessary for 
the directors of the Special Division for Subversion to restrain them 
Almost all recruits so accused manage to resist this strenuous interro- 
gation and do not break. 

Having survived this test, the recruit is brought before his interro- 
gators and it is explained that this nightmare-experience was ’just 
another test’. The interrogators praise the recruit for the resistance he 
has shown, but before he is ’set free’ oblige him to pledge himself to 
keep the nature of this special test a secret from his fellow-recruits; 
those still to undergo this test must be taken unawares. 
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Now the recruit has proved himself suitable for undercover work 
abroad. His loyalty to communism and the Soviet Union cannot be 
shaken, he is in excellent physical condition, he has received a solid 
training and he has proved himself adaptable, intelligent and qualified 
for further training as an undercover master-subverter. He is now 
deemed fit to start his final course of training at one of the Soviet Ace 
spy schools. This training lasts ten long years. 

* * * 

Soviet citizens selected for work abroad as undercover master-sub- 
verters receive their training in special sectors of the same schools that 
turn out master-spies. 

The best known of the Soviet Ace spy schools is Gaczyna. It is 
situated a hundred miles south-west of Kuibyshev and is an enclosed 
area of some 425 square miles, stretching along the border south of 
the Tartar Autonomous Soviet Republic to the Bashkir Autonomous 
Soviet Republic. The entire zone is guarded by State security police 
and is sealed off for a radius of thirty miles. No one can approach 
it without a special Secret Service permit. It is not shown on any 
map and only the elite of Russia’s Secret Service know of its exact 
location. 

Gaczyna is the ace school for master-spies and master-subverters who 
have been selected for work in the English-speaking world. It is 
divided into four sections: the North-American Division is in the 
north-west; the Canadian Division is in the north; the United Kingdom 
Division occupies the north-east; and the south is devoted to Divisions 
for Australia, New Zealand, India and South Africa. Each sector is a 
completely independent zone that has no communication with the 
other sectors. 

From the moment of their arrival at Gaczyna, students are ordered 
to speak only English. They are given an English name, and are 
pledged to forget their Russian tongue and Soviet nationality. They 
must immerse themselves completely in their new Anglo-Saxon 
identity. 

The ten-year indoctrination period at Gaczyna is considered by the 
Soviet  Secret Service directors as the essential minimum time to 
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condition the human brain to its new language and its new way of 
life. After this conditioning, during which the students are frequently 
awakened at night and subjected to snap question tests, any master-spy 
or master-subverter will stick to his or her adopted identity as though 
it was truly his or her own. The Soviet Secret Service directors boast 
that neither torture, brainwashing, nor truth drugs can break their 
agents. 

� � �  

The United Kingdom Division of Gaczyna contains accurate replicas 
of typically English streets, buildings, cinemas, restaurants, snack bars, 
public houses and other similar establishments. British clothes are worn, 
and the way of life is typically and totally English. The students live 
in boarding houses or hotels, apartments, or detached or semi-detached 
houses; they eat good old English dishes�roast beef  with baked pota- 
toes and Yorkshire pudding, and fish and chips; they ride on London 
buses, spend English money, read English newspapers and watch 
recorded English television programmes. They speak only English, no 
matter how slowly and falteringly. Heavy fines and penalties are 
imposed upon any student overheard speaking Russian. 

The language masters are hand-picked Communist Party members, 
former United Kingdom nationals who have spurned the country of 
their birth to become Soviet citizens. Other British-born nationals help 
to create an authentic English environment; they are waitresses, 
policemen on the beat, bus conductors, hotel receptionists, shop assis- 
tants and so on. The students are encouraged to conduct long conver- 
sations with these British people, whom they meet every day. They 
also spend a great deal of time in the cinema, watching American and 
British films brought in from the West. 

Learning to speak the English language fluently usually takes less 
than five years. But the Soviet Secret Service directors are thorough. 
They insist that the first five years of a student’s training at Gaczyna 
shall concentrate on perfecting his or her speech. Hours are spent daily 
in listening to recorded BBC broadcasts, and afterwards repeating the 
phrases over and over again, being continuously corrected by their

teachers until accent and pronunciation is accurate. No Gaczyna student 
arrested by Scotland Yard’s Special Branch or the FBI has ever be- 
trayed himself by a language imperfection. Gordon Lonsdale, the 
notorious Soviet master-spy who stood trial at the Old Bailey in 
London, never ceased to insist he was Canadian; only secret docu- 
ments in the possession of Scotland Yard finally proved his Russian 
origin. 

The United Kingdom Division at Gaczyna occupies approximately 
sixty square miles. There is a city section and a rural area. Students live 
in turn in a typical city suburb with a High Street lined with shops, 
cafes, public houses, banks, a post office, etc.; then in a provincial 
town; and finally in a village. They receive a weekly salary of £40 in 
English currency and use this to pay rent and buy food, clothing and the 
other necessities of life, at prices currently applying in Britain. They 
are as acutely aware of the rising cost of living in Britain as any British 
housewife. These true-to-life surroundings, coupled with expert 
tuition, enable the Gaczyna students literally to speak English, think 
English and live English. 

The second five years’ training at Gaczyna directs the students into 
more specialised fields of knowledge. They learn and practise the 
modern techniques of undercover activities. They memorise code 
systems which Moscow knows cannot be broken by experts; they 
practise radio communications, dismantle and assemble short-wave 
radio receiver/transmitters and use modern equipment that can trans- 
mit and receive long messages in mere seconds; they learn to handle 
ultra-modern photographic equipment which can reduce a large 
blueprint or a long document into microdot photographs; they are 
taught how everyday articles can be converted into containers for 
microfilms. 

They also learn all the well-tried methods of making contact with 
other agents�through coded classified advertisement s in newspapers; 
through coded telephone signals; and through the use of ’dead-drops’. 
Training for waging guerrilla warfare is given by Red Army experts; 
the students are able to later pass on this knowledge to their undercover 
network subverters. 

When Gaczyna students have completed their ten years’ training 
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they are more British in speech, mannerism and knowledge than most 
native-born British people. 

� � *  

Apart from Gaczyna, there are other, similar establishments that cater 
for other countries and other languages. They all function on identical 
lines. 

In the West of the Soviet Union is the Prakhovka Spy School.* It 
lies seventy miles north-east of Minsk, the capital of the Byelorussian 
Soviet Republic. Its 220 square miles stretch along the border of the 
Latvian Soviet Republic. Like Gaczyna, the territory is sealed off by 
State security police and every precaution is taken to ensure that its 
existence remains a secret. 

In the northern sector of the school, Prakhovka trains master-spies 
and master-subverters to operate in Norway, Sweden, Denmark and 
Finland. The master-spies and master-subverters for the Netherlands 
are trained in the south-west. Austrian and Swiss operators are housed 
in the south and German master-agents are trained in the south-east. 
As in Gaczyna, each sector is a true environmental replica of the 
appropriate country, and the students at Prakhovka undergo an 
identical training with their comrades at Gaczyna. 

The Stiepnaya Spy School lies about no miles south of Chkalov and 
extends along the northern border of the Kazakh Soviet Republic. This 
establishment turns out master-spies and master-subverters intended 
to operate in Latin countries. Stiepnaya has a French Division in the 
north-west; a Spanish Division in the north; an Italian in the north- 
east; and a Portuguese, Brazilian, Argentinian and Mexican in the 
southern zone. 

Vostocznaya Spy School caters for Asiatic and Middle East countries. 
It is situated about 105 miles south-east of Khabarovsk. 

Novaya Spy School, which is ninety miles south-west of Tashkent, 
trains master-spies and master-subverters to operate in Africa. 

None of these spy schools is as large as Gaczyna, but each year 

* During the Second World War, when Hitler’s Wehrmacht seized Byelorussia, 
Prakhovka was evacuated to further Stalin’s scorched-earth policy. An emer- 
gency school was set up near Ufa, in the Bashkir Autonomous Soviet Republic. 
After the war Prakhovka was rebuilt on the original site and reopened in 1947. 
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each turns out a formidable number of well-trained master-spies and 
master-subverters who are an ever-increasing menace to the Western 
democracies. 

� �  �  

Undercover master-subverters are not spies, but they do need to main- 
tain contact with the Special Division for Subversion at Soviet Secret 
Service Headquarters in Moscow. For this reason they receive compre- 
hensive espionage training at Gaczyna and the other spy schools. They 
are forbidden, however, to take part in any active spying without 
specific instructions from their Moscow superiors. 

When the students finish their training, they remain in their spy 
school until the directors of the Special Division for Subversion in 
Moscow order the Transport Department to smuggle them into their 
’country of birth’. Sometimes the new master-subverters wait for 
months, but they are not allowed to leave the confines of the spy 
school. The Soviet Secret Service directors will not risk allowing them 
to mix with their fellow-countrymen again, for fear their ten years of 
mental conditioning and linguistic conversion might be disrupted. 
Many master-subverters never see their families again, and few ever 
again speak their mother tongue. 

* �  �  

All master-subverters leaving Gaczyna and other spy schools are 
provided with perfect ’cover’ documents. Until the late 1950s the 
Pankow counterfeiting department supplied these forged documents. 
But even undetectable forgeries of personal documents are of limited 
value, for they cannot stand up to a thorough Security investigation. 
A forged birth certificate, for example, will serve for routine social 
purposes, but if Security suspicions are aroused a more searching inves- 
tigation will reveal that the information it contains does not link up 
with the registry files. Driving licences, National Insurance cards, 
passports and other personal documents can be forged to perfection by 
the Pankow counterfeiters. But they can be checked! Western Security 
is so good that a considerable number of Russian-controlled under- 
cover subverters were detected during the 1950s by the simple process 
of checking documents against registry files. 
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When Moscow realised that increasing numbers of their undercover 
subverters were being arrested, counter-measures were adopted. All 
subsequent documentation was supplied by the Third Division of the 
First Directorate of the Soviet Secret Service Headquarters. All 
Russian master-spies are supplied with genuine documents, not for- 
geries and, the undercover master-subverters, too, since the early 
1960s, have been issued with genuine documents. 

The Soviet Secret Service’s Personal Documents Strongroom is 
stocked with genuine documents, painfully acquired over many years, 
and by many ingenious means. Third Division agents are continuously 
on the lookout for genuine documents, and the Soviet Secret Service 
will pay lavishly for suitable material. It also has infinite patience, as is 
shown by the case of Aleksandr Karyn. 

At the beginning of the century the daughter of a well-to-do Swiss 
couple, on holiday in Tsarist Russia, married a young Russian teacher. 
In 1903 she gave birth to a boy; but she died in 1910. Her Swiss parents 
kept in touch with their son-in-law and grandson until the 1917 
revolution caused a mass migration of Russians, when they lost touch. 

A Russian agent, Aleksandr Karyn, was ordered to impersonate the 
grandson. He wrote to his ’grandparents’ and learned that his ’grand- 
father’ had died and his two ’uncles’ were wealthy, respectable business- 
men. The Soviet Secret Service provided Karyn with archive photo- 
graphs of his mother, which he sent to this ’grandmother’. He wrote 
to her that he would like to emigrate to Switzerland, to be ’reunited’ 
with his ’family’. 

The Swiss family contacted all their influential friends in Switzerland 
and other European countries, begging them to use their influence to 
persuade the Soviet authorities to allow their ’grandson’ to leave Russia. 
The Soviet authorities eventually ’yielded’ to pressure, and exit permits 
were eventually granted for the ’grandson’, his wife and little daughter 
to travel to Switzerland. He was welcomed by the Swiss family and in 
due course obtained a genuine Swiss passport. Karyn’s deception was 
never discovered. After living for some time among sincere friends his 
conscience was pricked and he confessed to Swiss Security. But 
hundreds of other Russian agents, successfully infiltrated, have been 
conditioned not to suffer conscience qualms. 
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Gordon Lonsdale, the Russian master-spy sentenced to a long term 
of imprisonment at the Old Bailey, London, in March 1961, almost 
escaped being detected as a Russian. ’Gordon Lonsdale’ was the identity 
given to Lieutenant Vasiliy Vasilyevich Pakhomov, better known as 
Molodyi,* when he entered Gaczyna Spy School to be converted into 
a ’genuine’ Anglo-Saxon. 

The genuine Gordon Lonsdale was born in Canada in 1924. His 
father was a half-breed Cree Indian named Jack Emmanuel Lonsdale, 
his mother a Finnish immigrant to Canada named Alga Bousu. Two 
years after Gordon was born his parents separated, and six years later 
Alga Lonsdale took her son to her native Finland. During the winter of 
1939-1940 she and her sixteen-year-old son were both swallowed up in 
the Soviet-Finnish War. They were never heard of again. But the birth 
of Gordon was documented in the Canadian registry files. 

When the fake Gordon Lonsdale was smuggled ashore at Vancouver 
from a Soviet grain ship, he lodged in a respectable boarding house, took 
out a driving licence and obtained other Canadian indentification 
documents. Later he applied for a Canadian passport and eventually 
landed in England with unchallengeable documents. 

Moscow’s Secret Service directors take such pains to ensure their 
master-spies and master-subverters possess ’genuine’ documents that 
even when captured redhanded, and found guilty of spying or sub- 
version, it is often never suspected that their true nationality is Russian. 

The Personal Documents Strongroom contains thousands of authen- 
tic records of people, dead and missing, that will be used as a ’cover’ for 
the Russian master-spies and master-subverters now undergoing 
training.

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Master-Subverters in Action 

It was in the spring of 1948 that Stalin initiated the undercover sub- 
verter programme, but it was December i960 before the first master- 
subverters were classed as ready to go out into the field. By then the 
Special Division for Subversion of the Soviet Secret Service had ready 
for despatch forty-five master-subverters in Gaczyna, the Prakhovka 
Spy School also had forty-five, Stiepnaya had prepared forty and 
Novaya and Vostocznaya had each turned out fifty. 

Every year new recruits enrol in the spy schools to replace those 
thoroughly trained and going out on active service. Classified records 
extracted from the Kremlin files reveal how some master-subverters 
have operated. 

� � �  

Richard Cecil Cooper was a respectable London businessman. He had a 
West End flat and owned a one-man import-export business. He was 
prosperous and had no financial problems. He had inherited a small 
fortune from an uncle in Colorado, USA, and increased it dramatically 
by a run of good luck at the gambling tables. He was a jovial, good- 
natured man, a free spender who made friends easily. He met, and 
became attached to, a woman whose first name was Helen. She worked 
as a secretary in Thomas Cooks, the travel agency owned by the British 
Government. Cooper also met Helen’s brother, a strong friendship 
developed and Richard provided Helen’s brother with the finance to 
launch his own business. Richard took no active part in it, but Helen’s 
brother worked hard, and also prospered. 

Time passed and Richard’s fondness for Helen cooled as he developed 
a passion for a married woman. This love affair had to be secret because 
she was the wife of a VIP. Her indiscretions could have resulted in 
unpleasant front-page publicity. 
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In 1967 Cooper decided that the only solution was for him to leave 
London and seek another way of life. He sold his business, bade farewell 
to his friends and set sail for Bermuda, where he intended to ’look 
around’ and perhaps settle. Two years later, friends of his, visiting 
Bermuda, were unable to find any trace of him. 

In fact Richard Cecil Cooper was neither British nor a businessman. 
He was born in Leningrad in 1927 and his name was Klim Andreyevich 
Kushnikov. He was educated at Moscow University, where he showed 
such promise that he was selected for special training as an undercover 
master-subverter. He stayed ten years in Gaczyna before his instructors 
felt he was qualified to undertake undercover activity in Britain. 

He was transported by a Red Navy submarine that slipped its 
moorings at Kronstadt and surfaced by night just off the British coast. 
Kushnikov-Cooper, wearing woollies under a rubber frogman’s suit, 
slid down into the water, while sailors lowered a tiny rubber boat into 
which was dropped a suitcase labelled ’Made in England’. Then Cooper 
made the long, cold swim to the shore, pushing the tiny rubber boat 
before him. 

A KGB officer travelled with Cooper and watched through night- 
glasses as the master-subverter reached the deserted shore and stripped 
off his rubber frogman’s suit, flippers and woollies, which he placed in 
the rubber boat. While he dressed in the clothes he took from the 
suitcase, the tiny rubber boat was drawn back to the submarine by a 
fine nylon line. When Cooper was fully dressed, he looked around to 
make sure he had not been observed, signalled to the KGB officer and 
set off inland. The submarine re-submerged. 

Richard Cecil Cooper reached Newcastle-upon-Tyne without arous- 
ing suspicion. He stayed a few days in a businessmen’s hotel and then 
travelled to Glasgow, where he remained for two weeks. He then made 
a slow, leisurely journey to London, stopping at Leeds, Manchester, 
Oxford and other towns, meanwhile acclimatising himself to life in 
Britain. He already spoke and wrote English as though British-born 
and educated, but he did not reach London until he was confident that 
he was behaving in every respect like an Englishman. 

He rented a flat in London’s West End, acquired a small office in the 
City and set up his import-export business. For six months he devoted 
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himself to developing his business, making acquaintances and orienting 
himself. Then, using his cover as a businessman to give him sound 
reasons for airing his dislikes of all left-wing organisations, he set about 
his secret work. 

For the following six years Richard Cecil Cooper masterminded 
many industrial disputes, remarkable for the disproportional amount 
of disruption they caused. 

He operated with great deftness through British Communist Party 
pawns, who obeyed his orders with blind faith. They never met him. 
He had only one contact, to whom he issued his instructions, and these 
filtered outwards through many political tributaries. 

The main targets of his undercover disruption were the Ford Motor 
Company, the London Docks, and Vauxhall Motors as well as a 
number of other large and small concerns. His speciality was creating 
an injustice and using this grievance to spark off wildcat strikes. His 
technique was to concentrate upon key workers, the withdrawal of 
whose labour brought thousands of workers to a standstill. He used 
great ingenuity in devising schemes which aroused discontent among 
key workers; later came resentment, anger and finally strike action. He 
used hard-core fifth-column communists skilfully, planting them as 
anti-trade unionists in factories where they curried favour with the 
management. Such men are disliked by their workmates; and such men 
can easily provoke workmen to excesses. Some trade union working 
rules are so complicated that even shop stewards have difficulty 
interpreting them. When goodwill exists this need not cause complica- 
tions; but when an undercover hard-core communist intends to cause 
disruption, the rule-book can become a terrible weapon. 

Cooper burrowed deeply into the British way of life. His import- 
export business flourished, he was a silent partner in another business 
and he lived gaily. He took no active part in politics, apart from ex- 
pressing extreme right-wing opinions, and he would probably still be 
operating in Britain today if it had not been for his private love life. 

The Soviet Secret Service uses Control Agents to spy upon all its 
master-subverters. In due course it was reported to Moscow Headquar- 
ters that Cooper was having an affair with the wife of a VIP. It could 
only be a matter of time before the husband, or a reporter, discovered 
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the wife’s adulterous association and caused a scandal. Moscow was 
alarmed. The Soviet Secret Service cannot afford to have its operatives 
involved in publicity of any kind. So Cooper received new orders: he 
was to retire and settle down in Bermuda. 

Sadly, the master-subverter said his farewells and departed from Lon- 
don. After a few months of idleness in Bermuda he was quietly trans- 
ported to Moscow. He disappeared from the British scene as gently as 
a small and wayward cloud. Within a few weeks, another master- 
subverter was landed in Britain with orders to establish himself as a 
British businessman, and resume work where Cooper left off. 

The same year* that Richard Cecil Cooper was smuggled into 
Britain, eleven other Russian master-subverters illegally entered the 
United Kingdom. Between 1962 and 1966 an additional twelve master- 
subverters were secretly landed in Britain every year. In 1967, 1968 and 
1969 the numbers were increased to fifteen; if any master-subverter 
had to be recalled, he was replaced within weeks. In 1970, the number 
of master-subverters smuggled into Britain was increased to nineteen. 
A small army of highly trained Russian master-subverters is now 
working within the British Isles; and its numbers increase yearly. 

�  �  * 

Russian undercover master-subverters have infiltrated all the Western 
democracies. 

Kurt Zimmermann was just another East German who found 
Russian domination intolerable. Risking severe punishment, he escaped 
into West Germany hidden under the tarpaulin of a loaded truck. He 
at once asked for political asylum. 

West Germany receives refugees from communist East Germany 
with sympathy and understanding, but also with suspicion. West 
German Intelligence officers are efficient; they have no illusions about 
the methods of espionage and undercover subversion employed by the 
Russians and their satellites. Herr Zimmermann was subjected to a 
thorough security examination. He understood that these precautions 
were necessary and assisted his interrogators in every way. He told 
his life story, told of his suffering at the hands of the East German 

* 1961. 
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police, of his restricted liberty and the political discrimination used 
against him. He possessed documents and papers that corroborated 
his story, and he satisfied his interrogators he was a genuine political 
refugee. 

Herr Kurt Zimmermann’s true name was Vladimir Maksimovich 
Mironov. He was born in Tula in 1927, the son of a trade union secre- 
tary who was also a member of the Russian Communist Party, and a 
brother of one of Moscow’s Secret Police interrogators.* Mironov’s 
father and brother had been loyal and reliable Party members, and 
Vladimir stepped into their shoes. 

Vladimir first attracted the attention of Soviet officialdom when he 
was a member of the Russian Communist Party Children’s Movement. 
A big-brotherly eye was fastened upon him when he graduated into 
the Communist Youth League. Later, when he was training to be an 
engineer at the technical college in Kharkov, the Soviet Secret Service 
decided he was ideal material for training in its Special Division for 
Subversion. Vladimir was sent to Prakhovka Spy School where he 
adopted the name of Kurt Zimmermann. He received ten years’ 
training for work as an undercover master-subverter in West Germany. 
His ’escape’ to West Germany was engineered by Moscow’s Secret 
Service, which supplied him with all the necessary documents and 
papers. 

Zimmermann was a trained engineer, and once he had been okayed 
by the West German intelligence officers he had no difficulty in 
finding employment with the Siemens Group. He worked hard and 
his workmates found him likeable. But at times his resentment towards 
the Soviet Union was expressed so bitterly that the mention of Russia 
had to be avoided in his hearing. On one occasion, when the men were 
discussing working conditions in the factory, Zimmermann became so 
incensed by his workmates’ left-wing opinions that he launched into a 
frenzied, unreasoning denunciation of everybody. He accused some of 
his mates of being Soviet spies and subverters, which naturally caused 
deep resentment. During the next few days he received many anony- 
mous telephone calls, warning him to give up his anti-communist

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attitude, or stay away from the factory. Zimmermann ignored the 
threats, but wisely guarded his tongue. The incident was smoothed 
over, but not forgotten. 

Zimmermann had deliberately provoked this incident. He had been 
cleared by West German Security but knew he was still under observa- 
tion. At the cost of earning the dislike of his workmates he had des- 
troyed any lingering doubts about himself. Nevertheless he waited 
another few weeks before he made his next move. He provoked another 
incident between himself and his workmates, and was sent to Coventry. 
At this he threw up his arms in disgust and resigned his job. He couldn’t 
stand working with bigots, he declared; he’d find work elsewhere. 
That same night, when he was returning home, he was jumped by a 
gang of men and beaten up so badly that he spent the next few days in 
hospital. Moscow’s special agents had carried out the attack to provide 
the master-subverter with an additonal and very convincing reason for 
leaving the factory. His workmates were believed guilty of this brutal 
attack and nobody was surprised that Zimmermann looked for work a 
long way away. 

Zimmermann went to Frankfurt-am-Main. He had no difficulty in 
securing a good, well-paid job. He inspired the management’s confi- 
dence and was soon promoted. Now, at long last, he began work 
as an undercover master-subverter. No longer under suspicion by 
West German Security, he planned and issued orders to West German 
hard-core communist undercover-subverters who formed his fifth- 
column network. Scrupulously guarding against betrayal, he made 
contact through only one person. Even this contact was indirect� 
through coded advertisements in newspapers, and by the use of dead- 
drops. 

This Russian master-subverter’s activity inside West Germany was 
extensive, but short-lived. He masterminded lightning strikes, protest 
demonstrations and political rioting, but his activity came to an abrupt 
end. 

Like many hard-working West Germans, Zimmermann went abroad 
for his holiday when the factory closed down for a month in the 
summer. He chose the sun and beaches of the Mediterranean coast. He 
was a strong swimmer and loved the sea. 
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One night he left his hotel for a midnight swim and did not return. 
It was a warm night without a hint of a breeze. The sea was as still as 
a lake. The next morning his body was found floating by the water’s 
edge. His lungs were full of water. It was very odd that a strong 
swimmer should succumb in still water, so close to shore, but there was 
no doubt about the cause of death. The autopsy report said ’death by 
drowning’. 

The Special Division for Subversion of the Soviet Secret Service had 
its own theory about Zimmermann’s death. Three years previously, 
Red China (which also has training schools for undercover master- 
subverters), had sent its first batch of master-subverters to West 
Germany. Zimmermann soon reported to Moscow Headquarters that 
one of Mao Tse-tung’s agents had somehow penetrated his cover 
disguise. The Chinese agent had proposed to Zimmermann that he 
should work solely for Peking, or else work for Peking and Moscow, 
passing on any useful information he might receive from his Special 
Division for Subversion directors to Peking. Zimmermann knew the 
risks a double-agent runs: he is distrusted by his new superiors because 
he has proved he lacks loyalty, and can expect none in return. He wisely 
reported the offer to his Moscow directors and received orders to turn 
down the Chinese offer. However soon after this the Peking master- 
subverter was arrested by West German security officers. It was 
obvious that the Red Chinese master-subverter had been betrayed; but 
not by Zimmermann. It was Moscow that had betrayed him. But 
Peking believed Zimmermann was the guilty man. The swift silencing 
of a Judas on a warm Mediterranean night could have seemed to Peking 
the best way to deal with a master-subverter so unethical as to betray 
another master-subverter. 
Zimmermann was one of eighteen master-subverters who passed 
out from Prakhovka Spy School in 1960, and were smuggled into 
West Germany. Every year after that until 1967 eighteen Prakhovka- 
trained master-subverters eased their way into West Germany. From 
1968 onwards, the number of master-subverters smuggled annually 
into West Germany from Prakhovka was increased to twenty-five. 
These men’s order were to: ’Undermine the foundations of the West 
German Federal Republic; wrest 
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power from Capitalist reactionaries; and unite all Germans in one powerful 

consolidated State under a Communist Government.’*

Norma Sullivan was the American name given to Vira Borisovna 
Smirnova when she entered Gaczyna Spy School. She was born in 
Tiflis in 1926, the daughter of a Georgian Communist Party official, 
and a Polish mother. She was slim, attractive, well-proportioned and 
of above-average intelligence. She was attending the Academy of Arts 
in Moscow when she was informed that she had been selected for 
special training. Three years later she was speaking American and 
living in a simulated United States environment. She was earmarked to 
operate as an undercover master-subverter in America. 

When Norma was ready to begin her new life she was concealed 
aboard a Soviet merchant vessel that docked at Vancouver, Canada. 
Smuggled ashore, she made her way to the left-luggage office to 
retrieve two suitcases that had been deposited for her. The suitcases 
contained everything to prove that she was a young American woman 
holidaying in Canada, including a United States passport. 

Norma booked in at a modest hotel in Vancouver, did some sight- 
seeing and then leisurely toured across Canada. When a suitable lapse of 
time had convinced her she was not under surveillance, she ’returned’ 
to the American border and entered the United States as easily as any 
other carefree young American woman who was enjoying her holidays. 

Norma Sullivan was to operate in New York. She travelled there 
without haste, by airliner, bus and train, stayed overnight in small 
cities and acclimatised herself. Two months after her arrival in Van- 
couver, she stepped off a bus in New York. Her cover story was that 
she was a native of Michigan, lured to the bustling activity of a great 
city where she wanted to find temporary employment. 

She was attractive, self-possessed, intelligent and exactly right for 
the job she obtained as a receptionist in an airline office. Although she 
had never set foot in America until a few weeks earlier, she soon 
settled down, was liked by her boss and the rest of the staff and was 
happy at work. She soon learned adroitly to ward off the office

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Romeos’ advances with cheerful American self-assurance. She was 
sad when after a month she had to give notice and leave all her new 
friends. But she was still acclimatising herself and it was Moscow’s 
instructions she should engage in a succession of different employments. 
This not only gave her useful experience, it was also a security precau- 
tion. 

In turn she worked for a secretarial agency and an advertising agency 
that produced films for the American television network. She moved 
on as receptionist to a public relations concern, and finally became 
assistant manageress in a high-class New York nightclub. The club paid 
good wages. Its clients were mainly from the entertainment profession. 

The directors of the Special Division for Subversion then decided 
that Norma had worked around long enough and could now begin 
her work as a master-subverter. Her swift succession of jobs and 
several changes of apartments had thoroughly covered her tracks. 

Norma rented a comfortable apartment in Manhattan, settled down 
to her job in earnest, and made her first, and only, personal contact with 
a carefully selected American hard-core undercover communist. He 
passed on her orders to a network of hard-core undercover subverters. 
Thereafter she contacted him only through coded classified advertise- 
ment and dead-drops. 

The Special Division for Subversion was well satisfied with Norma’s 
efficiency in organising disruption and subversion. Her remarkable 
successes were partly due to the human raw material with which she 
worked. Americans tend to have strong political opinions. Many 
Right-wingers smell a Red plot every time there is a public protest 
against injustice, others are emotionally prejudiced against black 
pigmentation and when confronted with a ’Nigger’ lose all sense of 
proportion. Such emotional volatility provides excellent fuel for 
undercover subverters. With it they calculatingly provoke disturbances 
that are triggered off by emotional outbursts. The skilful use of preju- 
diced hot-heads can spark off racial riots, arson and bloodshed, and 
gain headline publicity. 

Norma exploited racial feelings. She set the Italians against the Irish, 
the Jews against the Gentiles and the Catholics against the Protestants. 
Through her, American hard-core  undercover communist pawns 
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sowed the seeds of hatred between men. Wherever a small grievance 
rubbed into a sore, Norma’s masterminding transformed the sore into 
an ugly wound. 

Meanwhile she worked so well in the nightclub that she was 
promoted to manageress. It was a pleasant, well-paid occupation and 
Norma found many sincere friends among the nightclub’s clients, as 
well as many admirers. 

And Norma Sullivan failed the Kremlin. 
She possessed a built-in weakness that all the specialised brainwashing 

and training of the Soviet spy school could not eliminate. She was a 
woman. She fell in love at first sight. 

She met the lucky man in the nightclub. The moment she set eyes 
on him, the pattern of her life instantly changed. The long years of 
master-subverter training in Gaczyna, and the brainwashing that had 
made of her an intelligent robot dedicated to the commands of the 
Special Division for Subversion, lost all significance. She was in love. 
She wanted this man for herself. Nothing could sway her from her 
purpose. The man was a diplomat, vaguely connected with the Intelli- 
gence Service. He had no suspicion that Norma was a master-subverter. 
Learning the truth might well have set him against her. Yet, for reasons 
that are unknown, Norma confessed to her lover. She told him every 
detail of her selection and training, and about her transportation to the 
United States. The only secret she did not betray was the name of her 
American contact. She withheld that until she’d warned the man to 
’disappear’. And with him vanished all hope of tracking down Norma’s 
widespread network of hard-core undercover subverters. 

When Norma married the diplomat they left the United States. Her 
deliberate betrayal of the Special Division for Subversion merited 
severe punishment. Norma knows that the threat of death overhangs her, 
but so much time has elapsed without retribution that she hopes her 
offence may have been forgiven. Perhaps somewhere in the Soviet 
Secret Service is a compassionate Controller who can understand that 
a woman can be so dominated by her emotions that she will give up 
everything for love. Is such a man, or woman, holding the avengers in 
check and permitting Norma, ’the traitor’, to escape her punishment? 

The Gaczyna Spy School provided fifteen master-subverters to be 
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transported to the United States of America in 1961. Every year after 
that until 1966 another fifteen joined the team. In 1967, 1968 and 1969 
the number of master-subverters was stepped up to eighteen, and in 
1970 to twenty. This formidable army of professionals has at its 
disposal many widespread networks of native-born hard-core under- 
cover subverters who obey orders unquestioningly. These men and 
women work ceaselessly to provoke strikes and work-to-rule, riots, 
bomb explosions, arson, kidnappings and killings.

Jacques Martinez began operating in Paris in 1961, in the Clichy 
district. He was a merchant and the French authorities had no suspicions 
about him. His documents showed that his forefathers had been of 
Spanish nationality; they had established a business in Spanish Morocco 
and later transferred it to Algeria, and they had prospered. The political 
disruption between Algiers and France had caused the son, Jacques, to 
open a branch of the business in Paris, as a security measure for his 
family. 

Jacques Martinez’ real name was Mikhail Gregoryevich Tamarov. 
He was born in Odessa in 1926, attended the University of Moscow 
and was studying literature when the Soviet Secret Service selected 
him for special training and sent him to the Stiepnaya Spy School. 
But this was not known to French Security until after Martinez 
mysteriously disappeared from Paris. 

Martinez set up a number of business enterprises. One was a secre- 
tarial agency to which he devoted most of his time. There, behind the 
locked door of his private office, Jacques plotted industrial strife and 
student disorders. Western counter-intelligence now possess his dossier, 
but his unexpected disappearance from France in 1967 prevented the 
Security Police from rounding up the network of subverters that 
Martinez had manipulated so successfully. 

In 1961, when Jacques Martinez was transported from the Stiepnaya 
Spy School to Paris, eleven other master-subverters from the same school 
had already established themselves in other parts of France. From then 
until 1966 another twelve master-subverters filtered into France every 
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year. From 1967 onwards the annual number was increased to fifteen 
and in 1970 to eighteen. 

France, like all other Western democracies, has suffered an increase of 
internal disruptions, strikes and riots that is directly in proportion to the 
influx of Russian master-subverters. 

� * �  

When converted Russian undercover master-subverters established 
themselves in the Western World in 1961, they took over full control 
of all existing subverter networks that had previously operated under 
the direction of Institute 631. The former undercover subverter 
network-leaders retained their positions, but from then on took orders 
from the Russian master-subverters. For security reasons, the Russian 
master-subverters never make direct contact with the undercover 
network leaders. They issue their instructions through various safe 
communication methods: coded advertisements in newspapers, 
telephone signals or dead-drops. 

In 1961 about eighteen Russian master-subverters had been smuggled 
into America, Europe and overseas countries. Each immediately took 
charge of at least one existing Institute 631 fifth-column network. 
According to the classified information bulletin issued to Kremlin and 
Soviet Secret Service dignitaries,* these Institute 631 undercover 
subverter networks each comprised fifteen to thirty-five national 
members. This meant that an estimated three thousand, fairly experi- 
enced undercover subverters then became operational under the direct 
control of Russian-born and Russian-trained master-subverters. 

In succeeding years Russia’s spy schools were geared up to turn out an 
increasing number of undercover master-subverters every year, and 
by the mid-1960s they had become a very formidable danger to the 
Western democracies. 

The steadily mounting number of strikes, workings-to-rule, 
demonstrations, riots and terrorist outrages occurring simultaneously 
in most countries, convinced Western Security that an international 
communist conspiracy was at work. Intelligence officers were instructed 
to infiltrate the undercover subverter networks and detect the identity

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of the master-subverters, but Moscow Secret Service ’Control Agents’ 
learned of this Western Security action and immediately flashed a 
coded high-speed radio warning to Moscow Soviet Secret Service 
Headquarters. The Special Division for Subversion was able to warn 
all its mastcr-subverters to be alert for Western Security agents trying 
to penetrate the networks. 

To frustrate Western Security officers the Special Division for 
Subversion imposed stricter security rules, and the Kremlin ordered 
the communist parties in the West openly to advocate and instigate 
wildcat and official strikes, and protest demonstrations. Every Com- 
munist Party member in the West became an open and declared 
agitator and wrecker of the peace. By focusing the attention of the 
press, radio and television upon known communists in the public eye, 
the Kremlin hoped that their Russian master-subverters and undercover 
networks would avoid drawing attention to themselves. But Western 
Security experts were not hoodwinked. A number of intelligence 
officers succeeded in penetrating some of the undercover subverter 
networks, and were able to list the names of hard-core communist 
fifth columnists. However, the security measures adopted by the 
Russian master-subverters were so efficient that only one or two of them 
were ever in danger. None were caught; those who came under sus- 
picion were at once whisked back to the Soviet Union.

Red China’s Master-Subverters 

When Mao Tse-tung first firmly established himself as ’Leader of the 
Great Chinese Revolution’ in 1949, very strong bonds of communist 
brotherhood united Peking and Moscow. Stalin had found an ally to 
help fight the wicked capitalist countries that threatened his power; and 
Red China was used to help destroy the Western democracies from 
within. 

Moscow gave every assistance to Peking’s secret service to build up 
its own spy force. At first Mao Tse-tung’s master-spies were trained in 
Soviet spy schools, but soon Russian espionage experts were sent to Red 
China where they set up spy schools on identical lines to those in the 
USSR. Within four years Peking Secret Service Headquarters were 
turning out their own trained master-spies, having cut down the train- 
ing period from ten years to ten months. 

The first graduates from Peking’s spy schools were master-spies who 
operated in Chiang Kai-shek’s Nationalist China and other Asiatic 
countries. They went to work as soon as they left Red China, lacking 
the ten years’ training that all Russian master-spies undergo, but never- 
theless proving themselves remarkably capable. 

In 1964 an icy wind blew over the swiftly cooling friendship between 
Soviet Russia and Red China. It was at last publicly admitted that there 
was a violent ideological conflict between Moscow and Peking. The 
hostility that had grown up between the two communist countries 
became aggressive, resulting in troop movements and bloody border 
skirmishes. 

The rift between Moscow and Peking caused the Kremlin and Mao 
Tse-tung to compete in trying to win the support of all foreign com- 
munist parties. A determined struggle for domination of the world 
communist parties began, and Mao Tse-tung decided to increase his 
operative  master-spies  and  master-subverters  inside  the  Western 
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democracies. The Red Chinese spy schools were already established and 
the training of master-spies and master-subverters was stepped up. 
Secret Peking records reveal that by December 1970 Red China had 
at least 300 undercover master-subverters at work in the field; they 
were assisted by 7,500 hard-core communist fifth columnists. 

When the Peking Secret Service Headquarters’ Special Division for 
Subversion decided to train undercover master-subverters to work in 
America, Europe and other Western countries, they encountered cer- 
tain fundamental difficulties. The Soviet Secret Service can easily find 
Russians who look like natives of their respective country; tall, fair- 
haired men and women with blue eyes who can pass as Swedish, British, 
German or American. But Red China’s citizens are Asiatic. Their slant- 
ing eyes, smooth black hair, high cheekbones and yellow skin pig- 
mentation cannot fail to attract attention in the bustling business life of 
London, New York, Paris or Berlin. Some Red Chinese could find a re- 
spectable ’cover’ in a Chinese laundry or restaurant, but Peking believes 
that any Chinese national living in the West is a ’natural Red Chinese 
suspect’. It is only seldom, therefore, that undercover master-subverters 
of Asiatic origin are allowed to operate in a ’White’ country. 

Peking Secret Service Headquarters were obliged to develop special 
techniques for infiltrating spies and subverters into the West. They 
adopted the tactics of British, American, French and West German 
intelligence services and searched for their undercover master-sub- 
verters in the target area. 

Most countries of the West have many citizens who have long been 
residents in the Far East. Hong Kong, Singapore, Tokyo, Bombay and 
other Far Eastern cities are the homes for many emigrant British, 
French, German and other nationals. But now that colonialism is dying 
fast, many of these citizens face grave economic problems. Peking’s 
Secret Service prepares dossiers on all these Europeans, records all the 
details of their economic difficulties, and their ability and efficiency. 
Among the many thousands of European residents in the Far East, Red 
Chinese recruitment scouts have found many willing spies and under- 
cover subverters. Surprisingly, the most fruitful field for recruiting is 
among middle-aged women. Many are widows and deeply worried 
about their economic future. They jump at the chance to undergo 
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secret training, provided they can return to the land of their birth with 
adequate capital to start a business and a guaranteed monthly income, 
secretly paid in cash. 

Recent arrests of self-confessed Red Chinese master-subverters prove 
how deeply the Western world has been penetrated by spies and sub- 
verters. Giinther Linke, who was arrested while in possession of secret 
directives from Peking’s Special Division for Subversion, eventually 
confessed he was in charge of a widespread undercover subverter net- 
work. Mademoiselle Maria Rhodez, trapped while coding instructions 
to her undercover network agents, broke down and admitted she was 
employed by Red China. So did Jonathan Webster when he was 
arrested with secret Peking directives and forged currency in his pos- 
session.

It makes no difference to the West if the master-subverters under- 
mining its society are Moscow- or Peking-directed. But it does make a 
great difference in the degree of violence provoked by the subverters. 

Soviet-directed undercover master-subverters are content to bring 
workers out on strike, stage protest demonstrations and disrupt every- 
day life by comparatively ’mild’ methods, although they also encourage 
rioting and limited terrorism. But Red China’s subverters are sent out 
specifically to instigate vicious violence. Asiatics are notoriously in- 
different to the sanctity of human life. The use of terrorism against 
innocent men, women and children is prescribed by Peking’s Special 
Division for Subversion. Mao Tse-tung is not concerned with justice, 
only with the destruction of the capitalist Western world. Peking has 
no scruples. Red China’s undercover master-subverters have orders to 
’instigate unrestrained terrorism and guerrilla warfare’. 

The Irish Republican Army, the Basque Nationalist Movement, the 
American left-wing and Black Power groups have all spawned break- 
away bodies that use the same mixture of Maoist and Che Guevara 
slogans, phraseology and violence. They exchange ideas through train- 
ing cadres in Havana, Peking, Hanoi and Algiers. They speak but one 
idea in a dozen languages.

86 THE   SUBVERTERS 

The early coded Red Chinese directives sent to undercover master- 
subverters in the field followed the Moscow pattern. They were lengthy 
political diatribes and gave painfully detailed orders about the way to 
disrupt society. But these coded orders soon took on a much more 
virulent tone. The directors of the Red Chinese Special Division for 
Subversion issued clear-cut instructions for the perpetration of terrorist 
acts, as is shown in the following extract from secret coded Peking orders. 

Strike action must increase continually, and factories must be 
brought to a complete standstill. All profits lost to the imperialist 
exploiters hits them where it hurts most. Widespread strike action 
damages the economy of any country if manufacturing plants pro- 
ducing export goods are forced to shut down. If any country is unable 
to maintain its export schedule, vital foreign currency is lost and the 
downfall of imperialism is brought a step nearer. Therefore all-out 
efforts must be made to increase strike action until so many industries 
are affected that the country is close to paralysis. 

Strike action is, however, only part of your dedicated task. Much 
more harmful to the imperialist industrial tycoons is the destruction 
of their plants. If a factory is blown up or burned down, it is not only 
the building that is destroyed. The imperialist also loses his stock, 
machinery, tools and raw materials! This is much more effective and 
long-lasting damage than strike action. This can so damage imperial- 
ist exploiters that they never fully recover. The destruction of vital 
factories can be a mortal wound to the imperialist regimes. 

Burning down or blowing up warehouses, bridges, airliners and 
public property not only creates huge losses for imperialists, it also 
disrupts the capitalist way of life. It is imperative to remember that 
all acts of destruction must be carried out in such a way that our 
master-subverters never come under suspicion. Malcontents, arson- 
ists and criminals must be blamed for the crimes. Our specific orders 
on how to incite, organise and execute destructive activity must be 
complied with precisely to avoid arousing suspicion that it is planned, 
or with political intent. . . 

These coded secret directives from Peking duplicate�almost ver- 
batim�instructions that Moscow Secret Service Headq uarters had 
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already transmitted in code to their own subverters: reactionary elem- 
ents and other hotheads had to appear to be the culprits for destructive 
activity.* The Red Chinese recommended the enlistment of hoodlums 
and petty crooks for subversive activities, as did Moscow. But Peking 
went further and clearly recommended the exploitation of ’easily in- 
fluenced’ or ’bought’ delinquents, and criminals. 

Mao Tsc-tung’s undercover master-subverters in America, Britain, 
France, Italy, West Germany and the rest of the free world followed 
their orders. The rioting, looting, arson and terrorism that has occurred 
all over the globe shows that they work diligently. Political reaction- 
aries, nationalists, irresponsible hooligans and racialists have all been 
blamed for instigating outrages which have caused loss of life and 
enormous damage to property. The Red Chinese master-subverters 
have skilfully used pawns to do the job and get the blame.

Allied and Red Chinese secret files contain many case histories about 
Mao Tse-tung’s undercover master-subverters operating in the free 
world. James Rose, a young South African jack-of-all-trades, was lead- 
ing a monotonous and not very rewarding way of life in Johannesburg 
when he met by chance a middle-aged man in a public house he 
frequented. A friendship developed and James’s new friend suggested 
that there was money to be made in Hong Kong. The young South 
African paid no serious attention to the suggestion. All he knew of his 
new acquaintance was that his name was Robert Bush, and that he was 
a Hong Kong industrialist visiting South Africa to explore export and 
import possibilities. He appeared affluent, but James was more than sur- 
prised when, a few days later, Bush said he’d communicated with his 
Hong Kong office and could offer James a very good job. He was even 
authorised to pay James’s passage from Johannesburg to Hong Kong. 

The offer appealed to James and he accepted. He found everyone in 
the Hong Kong office very friendly and settled down happily in the 
bustling harbour city. When, soon after his arrival in Hong Kong, he 
enjoyed a whirlwind romance with lovely Chin Mong-foo, he felt life 
for him was making a fresh start.

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But thunderclouds soon appeared on his horizon. Some weeks after 
his arrival in Hong Kong, Robert Bush told him that unforeseen can- 
cellations of large export orders had brought the business to the point 
of ruin. The directors faced bankruptcy and were compelled to dismiss 
everybody instantly; they could not even pay James’s return fare to 
Johannesburg. 

James tried to find alternative employment, without success. The 
high salary he’d earned during his few weeks’ employment had enabled 
him to save a little money; but this rapidly dwindled away. He was 
facing starvation when Chin Mong-foo, his lovely Chinese girl friend, 
came to the rescue. She introduced him to a Mr Wang, who offered to 
help the young man. In a day or two, Wang promised, he would make 
some useful suggestions. The next evening he invited Chin and James 
to a lavish dinner and proposed that James should become a highly paid 
Government officer, with a secure future, excellent working conditions 
and high remuneration. It was all dependent upon James’s ability to 
pass a special training course; but Mr Wang did not doubt James could 
do this easily. James was enthusiastic, until he learned his employers 
would be the Red Chinese Government, and that after he’d passed his 
training course he’d be expected to work abroad for Peking. 

’What have you got against the Chinese People’s Government?’ 
Wang asked bluntly. He argued that James as a white South African, 
should have a grudge against his country, which had never given him 
an opportunity to make a good living. Did he not believe that all men 
should have an equal opportunity to get on in life? If so, what could 
James have against the Chinese People’s Government? Peking was 
fighting for the underdog against the oppressors. If James agreed that 
the poor should be helped to better themselves, here was a golden 
opportunity to help mankind, and himself. He could become a re- 
spected and trusted officer of the Chinese People’s Republic. 

More coffee and liqueurs were consumed, the discussion continued 
for hours, and eventually James was persuaded by Wang that it was an 
honour to be offered a responsible position in the Peking Government. 
The very next day, Wang arranged for James to be smuggled into Red 
China. The girl Chin accompanied him. 

On his arrival in Peking James was welcomed with great hospitality 
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by officers of the Recruitment Division of Peking Secret Service Head- 
quarters. They skilfully brainwashed him into believing Red China’s 
cause was a just one, and that the sacred duty of all honest men and 
women is to destroy the capitalist regimes. Before very long James was 
eager to start training as an undercover master-subverter in Peking’s 
spy school. 

The Chinese spy school to which James was sent was a well-guarded 
establishment in the Kiangsu Province. Together with other English- 
speaking recruits who had been smuggled into Red China from many 
Anglo-Saxon countries he learned all the theoretical and practical 
techniques of undercover work. 

During the nine-month course, great emphasis was placed upon 
practical experience in promoting industrial unrest. Spy school in- 
structors posed as shop stewards and workmen who were contented 
with their wages and working conditions. The future undercover 
master-subverter knows that frequently shop stewards and workmen 
have no good reason to strike; nevertheless, his orders are to induce the 
men to down tools. 

The following is an account of a rehearsal of the instigating of strike 
action, given by a recruit who underwent training as an undercover 
master-subverter in the Kiangsu Province spy school.* 

The shop stewards and the men I faced were so typically petit- 
bourgeois it was impossible to hammer sense into their bigoted 
brains. Whatever argument I used, they countered. They made it 
clear they wouldn’t strike without good reason. This is how it 
went: 

I argued: ’You are exploited by the management and paid in- 
adequate wages. The factory directors are laughing because you lack 
the guts to fight for your rights while they make fat profits.’ 

A shop steward replied: ’We are well treated and paid better than 
trade union rates. The factory profits don’t concern us.’ A workman 
was abusive: ’Keep out of our way, big-mouth. We don’t want 
communist propaganda around here.’ Everybody was solidly against 
me. A shop steward said: ’If we take unjustified strike action, we only

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harm ourselves. The factory can well afford a long strike, even if it 
lasts months. The trade union wouldn’t recognise it; but even if they 
did, and we got strike pay and increased wages, at the end of the 
strike we’d still lose. It’d take a bloody long time to make good 
what we lost during the strike.’ 

I knew I had to use other tactics. ’You dare accuse me of using com- 
munist tactics,’ I lashed out. ’You know I hate the Reds. That doesn’t 
mean I put up with exploitation! No matter what you all say, it’s 
a fact that we are all underpaid. I’m an ordinary chap like the rest of 
you, I’m not a trained speaker; but I know that the accident rate in 
this factory is too high, and so do you!’ 

A shop steward contradicted me: ’New safety measures are con- 
tinuously introduced and the accident rate is getting lower!’ 

I’d learned it’s bad tactics to oppose. It’s better to blend into the 
opposition. ’You’re right about continual safety-measure improve- 
ments,’ I said. ’But they don’t stop accidents. What happens when one 
of us has an accident that prevents him from doing his old skilled 
job? He has to take a lower-paid job! Either that, or live on a pension 
that’s a pittance.’ 

A workman cut in: ’That’s not the management’s fault. They 
comply with the safety precautions. And if somebody is hurt and 
can’t return to his old job, the management finds him a job he can 
do!’ 

I wasn’t getting anywhere. Yet, I had to find some angle to arouse 
discontent. ’But all men are entitled to security,’ I said. ’Pressing for 
higher wages by strike action is striving for security. If we get higher 
wages we can start a voluntary fund for the men who get injured. 
Then we’ll all know that if we’re injured and have to take a lower- 
paid job, we can get our money made up.’ 

At long last I’d found an angle. I argued strongly and finally got a 
majority vote for strike action. I’d learned that working men have 
a weak spot. They’re concerned with their own personal selfish 
interests. 

I knew all along that I was faced with more difficult conditions 
than I’d ever encounter under real circumstances. Our instructors, 
acting as hostile shop stewards and workmen, were skilled teachers. 
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They used strong counter-arguments which factory workers are 
rarely capable of using. They did their utmost to teach us the correct 
psychological tactics to adopt towards strong opposition, and know 
the value of emotional and humanitarian appeals. 

At the end of the nine-month course James easily passed his examina- 
tion and was brought back to Peking Secret Service Headquarters for 
final instructions. After a fortnight’s holiday he was smuggled back into 
Hong Kong. 

During his absence from the British Crown Colony Chin had paid 
the rent for his apartment, and had maintained appearances that he was 
still in Hong Kong. She’d obtained documentation, provided by a 
large respectable Hong Kong Trading Corporation, which showed 
that James had been employed by them in their head office all the 
time he’d in fact been away in Red China. This same Trading Corpor- 
ation now appointed James their representative in South Africa and 
he returned to his native country with a plausible ’cover’. He set 
up an office in Johannesburg to promote large-scale exporting and 
importing. 

With the very adequate funds available, James expanded his business 
rapidly. He employed efficient clerks who knew the trade, and employed 
a good manager who participated in the profits and was capable of 
running the business with little reference to James. James seemed to be 
directing a prosperous business that gave him an excellent profit, and 
enabled him to lead a life of luxury. 

James enjoyed his luxury living and he remained loyal to Peking’s 
Special Division for Subversion. He contacted an undercover hard-core 
communist who became his subverter network leader. Soon a small 
army of subverters were following out James’s orders. While ap- 
parently living the respectable life of a prosperous businessmen, he 
secretly devised and directed subversive campaigns of every descrip- 
tion. He controlled his network subverters so skilfully that fifth-column 
activity was widespread throughout South Africa, damaging the 
country’s economy and discrediting the Pretoria government. 

In January 1970, Peking’s Special Division for Subversion decided 
that James’s undercover subverter leader was so well established as a 
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master agent in South Africa that James could branch out, and open an 
export and import business on the American continent.* 

� * �  

Another equally revealing illustration is the case history of Liam 
Murphy, a Dublin clerk. 

Murphy was disgruntled with his job, but unable to find a better one. 
His family was poor, his father crippled and unable to work full-time, 
and Liam, the eldest of the family, gave up his wage-packet to his 
mother, who returned him only a few shillings for his own require- 
ments. 

He decided to try his luck in England. But despite the post-war 
boom, he was unable to find well-paid work and had to accept a low- 
paid job in a London office. In desperation to escape the deadly mono- 
tony of the office he responded to tempting advertisements offering an 
adventurous and secure life in the British Army, and joined up. His 
Army career eventually brought him to the British Crown Colony of 
Hong Kong. 

Liam Murphy liked the Far Eastern harbour city. During his off-duty 
hours he easily made friends with the young and pretty local Chinese 
girls. He was an easy-going young man with considerable Irish charm 
and soon formed an intimate association with a very attractive girl 
named Lin Pao-yen. It was not long before they were sharing an 
apartment. 

When his army service ended, Liam returned to England. Once again 
he tried to find reasonably well-paid work in London, but despite his 
good army record could find only low-grade employment. However, 
he corresponded with Lin Pao-yen, confided to her his dissatisfaction 
with life in England and regretted ever having to leave Hong Kong. 
To his delight, Lin wrote him she had found him a post in Hong Kong. 
The managing director of the firm was a remote relative of Lin’s. He 
had accepted her valuation of Liam’s ability, would give him employ- 
ment and would even pay his passage from London to Hong Kong. 

Liam jumped at the opportunity and was soon back with Lin in

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Hong Kong. Yet, like James Rose, his enthusiasm cooled when he 
learned he was to be employed by the Red Chinese Government. But 
Lin was persuasive�the prospects were dazzling, and  Liam was soon 
brainwashed and working for Peking’s Special Division for Subversion. 
He trained to be an under cover master-subverter at a spy school in the 
Kiangsu Province and then returned to Hong Kong. During this 
interval of ten months Lin had paid his rent and concealed his absence 
from the British Crown Colony. He was provided with documentation 
showing that he had been employed continually by a Hong Kong com- 
pany and his passport showed that he’d been in the British Crown 
Colony from the day he had first arrived until the day of his departure 
to Europe as the Company’s sales representative. 

In London Liam posed as a prosperous businessman while he set up 
a network of undercover subverters. The name and address of a reliable 
hard-core communist was provided by Peking and this operative main- 
tained indirect contact with Liam through code advertisements in the 
personal columns of London evening newspapers. 

Liam’s undercover subverter network successfully fomented strikes, 
demonstrations and rioting, and notably disrupted the London and 
Merseyside docks, the motor industry and mining; it transformed anti- 
war demonstrations into riots, and instigated bomb outrages for which 
various Arab nationalistic groups were blamed. 

In February 1970 Liam received orders from Peking to transfer com- 
mand of his network to his lieutenant and proceed to Ireland. At first 
he operated in Eire organising the training of saboteurs, with the 
emphasis upon instruction in the use of explosives and sniping. The 
trained terrorists were then smuggled over the border into Northern 
Ireland where their terrorist activity was directed with political strategy. 

The last entry in Peking’s secret files shows that Liam Murphy had 
set up a number of terrorist training centres in remote farmhouses not 
far from the Northern Ireland border.* More than a hundred terrorists 
received training there and were smuggled over the frontier. Bomb 
explosions, sniping, the use of gelignite nail bombs and renewed out- 
breaks of rioting, arson and murder in Northern Ireland can be cor- 
related with Liam’s arrival in Eire. However Peking’s secret files do not

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reveal if Liam Murphy is still operating in Eire, or if he has been trans- 
ferred to Northern Ireland to direct subversive activity personally.

Owen Davis was an American citizen of Welsh origin and an auto- 
mobile salesman before he joined the Merchant Navy. His ship was held 
up for repairs for some weeks in Singapore and during this time Owen 
met a Peking agent. Owen was brainwashed and agreed to become a 
Red Chinese undercover master-subverter. He signed an undertaking 
to become a master-subverter for Peking’s Special Division for Sub- 
version and was given a large sum of money. His orders were to return 
with his ship to the United States, spend some time drifting across the 
country, getting many odd jobs to cover up his tracks, and then return 
to Singapore. Owen followed out these instructions, returned to 
Malaysia, reported to a Red Chinese agent and was smuggled into 
Peking. 

Owen received his nine months’ training in a spy school in the 
Kiangsu Province, passed his ’finals’ and was classified for work as an 
undercover master-subverter in the USA. When he returned there, his 
documents gave no hint that he had ever set foot in the Chinese People’s 
Republic. He bought a restaurant in Chicago. 

Like all Red Chinese master-subverters Owen had substantial funds 
at his disposal, which enabled him to live well while he made contact 
with the hard-core communist whom he appointed leader of his net- 
work. Soon Owen’s organisation was inciting negroes and students to 
demonstrate and riot. Pitched battles took place between the police and 
rioters, millions of dollars of property was damaged and destroyed, 
culminating in students and negroes being shot dead by National 
Guardsmen on the University Campus and in the streets.* 

Owen’s network spread far beyond Chicago. His subverters were 
active in Detroit, Washington, Jacksonville and California. But Owen 
himself never took any active part in subversion. 

Eventually, Peking’s Secret Service Control Agent in Chicago 
reported that Owen Davis had come under suspicion. The FBI began 
to investigate him after the arrest of an operative who had planted

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explosives in a government building. Peking’s Special Division for 
Subversion promptly and secretly transferred Owen from the US to 
Peking. The Red Chinese file on Owen Davis has been closed. But he 
was one of Peking’s most efficient undercover master-subverters and it 
is almost certain he has been smuggled back into the United States and 
is operating again in a different part of the country and under another 
cover identity. 

� � *  

The Special Division for Subversion of Peking Secret Service Head- 
quarters recruits master-subverters from all parts of the free world. 
Recruits are smuggled into Red China and are trained for subversion in 
various spy schools. There are special spy schools for Africans, Arabs 
and Asians; for the French, Italians and Spaniards; and for the Germans 
and Scandinavians, as well as for other nations. Information is available 
about only a few of these training centres: the one for West German, 
Swiss and Austrian nationals in Chekiang Province; the one for the 
French, Italians and Spaniards in Honan Province; and the one for the 
Japanese and other Asiatic nations in Chekiang Province. The training 
centre for Arab undercover master-subverters and guerrillas is believed 
to be in Shantung Province. 

All these spy schools brainwash men and women of nearly every 
nationality. Less than a year’s schooling turns out qualified master- 
subverters ready to be smuggled out into the free world. They are 
seldom detected. They are provided with a good ’cover’ and never 
take an active part in subversive activities. If any undercover subverter 
or network leader is detected and interrogated, little information can be 
squeezed out from him. The subverters’ only communication with the 
master-subverter is through indirect methods which protect him. 

Western security officers are well aware that Red Chinese undcrcover- 
subverter networks operate throughout the free world, and they have 
occasionally unmasked master-subverters, but enough legal evidence to 
gain a conviction is rarely available, and it is very seldom that a detected 
master-subverter will talk and incriminate himself and his network. 

There have been some exceptions however. A Red Chinese master- 
subverter in France for example, decided to defect, and she told 
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Western security officers all she knew about the recruitment and training 
of master-subverters in the French-speaking world. Master-subverters 
in the United States, West Germany and Japan have also defected. 
Through these defectors, Western intelligence has been able to corro- 
borate the information they had already obtained from Peking’s secret 
files. 

Red China’s recruiting agents operate everywhere. Secret case 
histories show that they are continuously recruiting national master- 
subverters in New York, Chicago and other North American cities; 
London and other important British centres; in Paris, Marseilles, Algiers, 
Tunisia and other places where French is spoken; in Frankfurt, Stutt- 
gart and other West German cities; in Rome, Amman, Cairo, Beirut, 
Tokyo, Sydney, Bombay, Antwerp, Rotterdam and Montreal. Algiers, 
Tunisia, Marseilles, Singapore and Hong Kong are the confirmed 
’clearing centres’ for the transport of subverter recruits to Red China. 
Allied Security has reason to believe that active ’clearing centres’ also 
operate in many other parts of the globe. 

The number of Mao Tse-tung’s master-subverters already smuggled 
into all parts of the free world constitutes a serious danger to all 
democratic regimes. But the Special Division for Subversion of Peking 
Secret Service Headquarters is still not satisfied. It plans to continue 
annually to step up its output of master-subverters. 



II 

The Spread of Student Violence 

By the mid-1960s both Moscow’s and Peking’s subverter networks 
were established in all countries of the free world, operating indepen- 
dently of each other. A concentrated onslaught against the Western 
democracies was thus launched by two disconnected subversion forces. 
Millions of working hours were lost to the countries of the West by 
work-to-rule, wildcat strikes and official stoppages. The ever-increasing 
number of demonstrations, riots and terrorist outrages threatened to 
destroy the foundations of all democratic regimes. Yet, although sub- 
versive acts were escalating, the directors of the Special Division for 
Subversion in Moscow and Peking were still not satisfied with the 
results. Moscow flashed coded orders to master-subverters, instructing 
them to step up the industrial disputes and protest demonstrations. 
Meanwhile Peking instructed its own master-subverters to ’sharpen 
political conflict by instigating destructive rioting and lawless action’. 
Both Moscow and Peking directed their master-subverters to ’con- 
centrate upon the young, the most malleable and most gullible section 
of the population’. 

Moscow advised:* 

It is the idealistic young who most violently resent injustice. This is 
natural. The young are experiencing new emotions and have not 
yet learned to control them. The young feel strongly about every- 
thing: about love, sex, art, poverty and beauty. The universities 
where young men and women gather and discuss world economics, 
history, social revolution and politics, is the ideal seeding ground for 
revolutionary ideas. New ideas take root swiftly and flower abun- 
dantly . . .’

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Peking summarised it thus:* 

Outspoken political disagreement and protest marches have long 
been a student activity in the capitalist world. The young are 
enthusiastic and zealous; they are anxious to be heard and they express 
themselves loudly. In recent years they have forsaken reason, law 
and order and resorted to militant action to express their political 
discontent. Under expert stimulation by master-subverters they 
will even resort to criminal violence . . . 

The infiltration of subverters into the student communities has 
resulted in disturbances quite out of proportion to the grievances that 
spark off disorders. 

� � �  

In Britain subverters provoked student discontent, demonstrations, 
sit-down strikes and confrontations with the police. But the British are 
not prone to criminal violence and students’ militancy has rarely 
expressed itself in violent rioting. Peking’s directors of the Special 
Division for Subversion were disappointed. They wanted to see violent 
student rioting in the United Kingdom. Their master-subverters used as 
a pretext the London protest demonstration against the Vietnam war. 

British students, joined by contingents of students from other 
European countries, held a meeting in London’s Trafalgar Square on 
the 17th of March 1968. The 10,000 demonstrators were protesting 
against American military intervention in Vietnam. From the plinth of 
Nelson’s Column the organisers called upon the students to form up 
and march to the US Embassy in protest. 

The police acted swiftly with radio messages and speeding police 
vans, and built a three-deep defence cordon around the American 
Embassy building. More than 1,000 police officers were employed for 
this task only; many of them were mounted. 

For many hours the police resisted a determined assault upon the 
Embassy by a mob that hurled stones, bottles, fire-crackers and smoke 
bombs. They scattered thunder-flashes under the hoofs of police 
officer’s mounts, causing them to rear up and unseat the riders.

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Fireworks and smoke bombs cannot be bought in London’s West 
End on a Sunday afternoon. There were individuals who had gone to 
Trafalgar and Grosvenor Squares with the specific intention of instigat- 
ing violence. It was evident to the public that a proportion of the 
demonstrators came to the Trafalgar Square meeting primed to riot and 
clash with the police. 

At one point during the rioting the mob came within a few yards of 
the American Embassy building steps. It broke many windows and 
caused considerable damage to steps, railings and walls. A total of 
170 policeman were injured; four of them were detained in hospital 
and one officer suffered a serious spinal injury. Only forty-five 
demonstrators received hospital treatment, showing that the police 
acted with great restraint and resisted provocation. 246 demonstrators 
were arrested. 

’There is evidence that a not insignificant number of people went to 
this demonstration with the intention of provoking violence,’ said 
Mr Callaghan, the Home Secretary, who had been provided with 
Intelligence reports. He told Parliament that a number of foreign 
nationals had entered Britain solely for the purpose of taking part in 
this demonstration; he also commented: ’The demonstrators were 
determined to stay until they had provoked a violent response of some 
sort from the police. This intention became paramount once they had 
entered Grosvenor Square.’ 

This first large-scale riot of British students was planned by under- 
cover master-subverters and implemented by their networks. When it 
was realised that British students could not be induced to use force in 
demonstrations, other militants were imported to mingle with the 
student-inspired demonstrations and provoke rioting. The plan was 
successful. The Grosvenor Square riots received widespread publicity, 
and launched a new fashion. 

Later that same year,* the Vietnam Solidarity Committee organised 
another anti-Vietnam war demonstration in Trafalgar Square. The 
VSC chairman, a former president of the Oxford Union, emphasised 
that the demonstration would be peaceful. He strongly opposed the 
use of violence and declared that all processions would steer clear of

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Grosvenor Square. The Home Secretary decided not to use his powers 
to ban the demonstration. Despite the violent rioting in Grosvenor 
Square a few months earlier, he had no wish to suppress freedom of 
speech. 

There was every indication that the organisers of the demonstration 
had only peaceful intentions. Nevertheless a police guard was set up 
around many government buildings, and wise shopkeepers on the 
demonstration’s route boarded up their windows. 30,000 demons- 
trators marched in an orderly fashion from the Embankment to 
Trafalgar Square and created no disturbances. 

But this was an opportunity to cause disruption that the subverters 
could not let slip. After the Trafalgar Square rally, while the demons- 
trators marched to Hyde Park via Downing Street, specially-drafted 
trouble-makers in the ranks appealed to the demonstrators to march 
on Grosvenor Square. Some 6,000 demonstrators responded to this 
incitement. They broke away from the main procession and marched 
on the American Embassy. Again the police acted swiftly. The militants 
found themselves facing a police cordon twelve deep around the 
Embassy building. 

The master-subverters had studied the defensive tactics used by the 
police during the first assault upon the US Embassy earlier in the year. 
They believed they had devised the best method of breaking through 
police cordons and issued this information to their network members 
for circulation among the demonstrators. On four occasions, acting 
on a signal, the great crowd swamped forward, determined to break 
through the police cordon and surge up the Embassy steps. Each time 
they failed. Eventually, after three hours of rioting, the demonstrators 
were dispersed. Thirty-eight arrests were made, forty policemen were 
injured and some fifty demonstrators received medical attention. 
The students at the London School of Economics* offered their premises 
as an improvised casualty station, and there the injuries of an additional 
forty demonstrators were treated. 
The only political impact of this second Grosvenor Square riot was 
to make the British and foreign public aware of what the authorities 
already knew: that the rioters were not political idealists. They were 
* The previous day, 1,000 students had occupied the building in a sit-in strike. 
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unruly elements who could be easily inflamed and organised to engage 
in pointless but violent clashes with the police. They were pawns, 
senselessly propagating a political policy devised in Peking and master- 
minded by professional subverters. 

� * �  

The Vietnam war has aroused much moral heart-searching. These 
doubts are perhaps felt most keenly by American young people who 
are about to be called up. Many have given very careful consideration 
to the implications of the war, and have formed very strong opinions. 
Those young people who oppose the Vietnam War are, no doubt, 
sincere in their opposition; they cannot lightly be accused of being 
communist agitators. Nevertheless their sincere convictions are being 
used by astute undercover subverters for political gain. 

During 1967, American students increasingly demonstrated against 
the Vietnam war. They strongly objected to university participation 
in the recruitment of students for the armed forces, and denounced 
university association with the Dow Chemical Company, which 
supplies the napalm used for bombing in Vietnam. On occasions 
university authorities have felt obliged to call in the police, forcibly 
to eject demonstrating students from university buildings that they 
have occupied. As a result of these incidents ’police brutality’ has become 
associated with the Vietnam war. 

In the University of Wisconsin, on the 18th of October 1967, the 
police used tear-gas and clubs to eject 150 students who were protesting 
against a recruitment campaign by the Dow Chemical Company. At 
Brooklyn College the following day, fifty students demonstrated against 
Navy agents recruiting on the premises. One student, who had been 
selected to provoke authority, refused to produce his identification 
card. The police were called in; he and another student were arrested. 
These two arrests were the spark that started a conflagration: 8,000 
students out of 10,000 refused to attend their classes. Meanwhile, by 
similar means, master-subverters were inspiring resentment towards 
authority elsewhere, and sympathy strikes took place at Columbia 
University, Queen’s College and Hunter College. 

In Berkeley, California, several thousand students demonstrated 
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against Vietnam. A clash occurred between students and the police, 
and more than a hundred were injured. 

At Columbia University in April 1968 subverters encouraged a 
handful of gullible students to spark off a large student protest. 150 
students* objected to the construction of a new gymnasium, and 
linked this grievance with a political denunciation of the University 
Consortium for conducting research for the Federal Government. The 
Acting Dean of Columbia University, Professor Henry S. Coleman, 
was for a short time made a prisoner of the militant students, but was 
later set free. As a counter-measure, the campus was officially declared 
closed that same day. 

The undercover subverters worked industriously, whipped up hot- 
headed opinion, and by the 26th of April the number of students 
demonstrating had risen to 700. As a precautionary measure the police 
were asked to take over all the buildings not already occupied by 
students. 

On the night of the 19th of April a violent clash became imminent 
between the students who had occupied the university buildings and 
other disgruntled students who wished to continue their studies. 
Fearing widespread violence and injury, Professor Kirk, the university 
President, called upon the police to come to the university to restore 
order. In the subsequent police action, 692 persons were arrested; 524 of 
them were Columbia students, 106 people were injured, among them 
fourteen policemen. 

The police intervention added more fuel to the flames. During the 
following weeks the undercover subverters harped upon ’police 
brutality’ and inflamed the students until they issued a strike call. 
Hundreds picketed the campus buildings and spasmodic clashes 
frequently occurred between students and police. By the 22nd of May 
campus arrests had reached a total of 993. On this day, Professor Kirk 
announced his retirement as President of Columbia University. The 
university authorities then asked the police to drop all outstanding 
charges against arrested students, and peace was negotiated with the 
students. 

During the first half of 1968, student unrest in the United States 
* The total enrolment is 27,500 students. 
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resulted in at least 221 major student demonstrations taking place at 
101 colleges and universities. The secret Kremlin publication The Party 
Bulletin* warmly praised the American master-subverters and their 
undercover networks. It congratulated them upon their ’excellent 
direction of the US students throughout America, which resulted in 
nationwide revolutionary actions . . .’ 

The continuing subverter influence in US universities was thus 
encouraged until it provoked one of the most shameful incidents to 
occur in a civilised country; the cold-blooded killing of innocent 
students on their campus. 

At Kent State University in Ohio a violent clash broke out between 
students and police during the night of the 1st and 2nd of May 1970, 
when students burned down a small wooden shed. Martial Law was 
declared and troops of the National Guard drove the students back into 
their dormitories with teargas. The Governor of Ohio banned all 
meetings and assured the National Guard officers that he was in com- 
plete agreement with their action. The Governor stated the demon- 
stration was part of ’a national revolutionary conspiracy’. 

On the 4th of May between 1,500 and 2,000 students gathered in the 
College grounds to demonstrate passively. The National Guard opened 
fire with teargas. Some students seized teargas canisters before they 
exploded and threw them back; others hurled stones. Without orders 
from a superior officer and without any warning, the National Guard 
opened fire with rifles. They killed four students, two of them girls, 
and wounded nine others. It was later shown that these four students, 
aged nineteen and twenty, were not participating in the demonstration 
and did not hold left-wing opinions. The National Guard claimed 
they had been fired upon by a sniper and had shot back in self-defence. 
But no eyewitness could be found who had heard shots before the 
soldiers opened fire upon the students. 

These tragic deaths were the regrettable result of violent disorders. 
Whenever rioting occurs, serious injury and death may result from 
hot-headed action. Unfortunately, such incidents do not shock the par- 
ticipants into remorseful passivity; rather, they have a contrary effect. 

The Kent University killings inflamed students throughout the 
* Moscow, August 1968. 
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nation. By the 8th of May, four hundred universities and colleges had 
been occupied by students, in many cases supported by the teaching 
staffs. These student strikes were disciplined, although occasional out- 
breaks of violence at some colleges resulted in police being called upon 
to intervene. 

President Nixon received a deputation of six students from the Kent 
State University and assured them that the Department of Justice 
would make a full inquiry into the shooting. But on the 9th of May 
100,000 students took part in a mass demonstration in Washington and 
demanded the withdrawal of all US forces from Indo-China; though 
the demonstration broke up peacefully, small groups of extremists later 
smashed shop windows, and overturned and set fire to cars. 

On the 11th of May, at the University of California, a 23-year-old 
student soaked himself in petrol and burned himself to death as a 
protest against the Vietnam War. 

* � �  

Meanwhile, student riots and disorders were occurring throughout the 
Western world. 

On the 2nd of June 1967 West German students who had been 
inflamed by Maoist subverters attempted to occupy the Cologne Opera 
House. A long and bloody street battle ensued between police and 
militant students; twenty policemen and twenty-four demonstrators 
had to receive hospital treatment, and a twenty-six-year-old student 
from Hanover was shot dead by a detective. 

The West German federal government promptly outlawed all 
demonstrations. Orders were issued to the police to use any methods 
necessary to ensure that the ban on demonstrations was obeyed. 
Uneasy orderliness ensued for some months until Rudi Dutschke, a 
notorious political agitator who described himself as a professional 
revolutionary and a Marxist, was shot and wounded by a young house- 
painter. Afterwards the assailant barricaded himself in the basement of 
an unfinished building and fought a long, lone battle with the police 
before he was overpowered. Five days of student rioting followed the 
shooting, and violent clashes between militant students and the police 
took place in all parts of the city. 
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On the 12th of April 1968 student demonstrations, provoked by 
Moscow’s and Peking’s subverters, took place all over West Germany. 
The most violent was in West Berlin, where thousands of demons- 
trators marched on Berlin City Hall and on the headquarters of the 
American radio station. The students announced they intended to take 
over the Technical University of West Berlin for their revolutionary 
headquarters. The police beat off the attack with clubs and water- 
cannon. An attack was then led against the Axel Springer newspaper 
group.* Police surrounded the premises with barbed wire and guards 
were mounted upon it after the first attack was repulsed. In Munich, 
militant demonstrators succeeded in gaining access to an Axel Springer 
building; they smashed windows, furniture and equipment before the 
police could eject them. Throughout West Germany students prevented 
distribution of Springer newspapers by attacking delivery vans. 

The next day** the students dedicated themselves to blocking the 
flow of traffic through the towns of Lubeck, Cologne, Frankfurt, 
Bremen, Hamburg, Duisburg, Nuremberg and many others. The 
14th of April was Easter Sunday; but the West Berlin police had no 
holiday. 4,000 students tore up paving stones, erected barricades, used 
cobblestones as ammunition and provoked the police into battle. 

Here is the text of a Special Division for Subversion directive, sent 
in code in April 1968 from Moscow to undercover master-subverters 
in West Germany: 

HIGHLY   CONFIDENTIAL!   MEMORISE!   THEN   BURN! 

Action must be taken at once to create disruptive situations that will 
rock the very foundations of the capitalist system. The disturbances 
must occur on such a large scale that they cause deep concern to the 
population. 

Lightning strikes of key workers in important industrial centres 
must be encouraged. The objective is to bring the maximum of 
factories to a complete standstill. Such strike action must be made

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known to the population. Whenever the press, radio and television 
maintain silence about strike action that cripples industry, the alarm- 
ing news must be spread by word of mouth and by leaflets. Every 
industrial action not reported by the press, radio and television must 
be communicated immediately to Headquarters. Our Radio Centres, 
broadcasting news bulletins to your country, will give listeners full 
details of all stoppages. 

Demonstrations must be instigated on every possible occasion. 
Demonstrations are a symptom of public discontent. News that a 
demonstration has taken place spreads to all parts of the country; 
and is often reported upon abroad. It is important that demonstrations 
be for popular causes: against price increases, against unemploy- 
ment, etc. Demonstrations must have full public approval and 
sympathy. 

Revolutionary action by students must be stepped up. Every 
effort must be made now to encourage students to demonstrate, and, 
if possible, to riot on the largest possible scale. Students are susceptible 
to an idealistic approach. They should be tackled on the lines laid 
down in our previous directives. 

Every activist must remember that under no circumstances should 
the slightest suspicion be aroused that such demonstrations are in any 
way communist-inspired. When known Communist Party members 
are persuading others to take militant action, our undercover 
subverters must oppose this communist-inspired action. It is vitally 
important for them to safeguard their established undercover 
positions. 

Informed by West German Intelligence of the root causes of the out- 
breaks of violence the Federal Chancellor, Dr Kiesinger, placed the 
facts clearly before the country. He said that student violence was 

led by small but militant extreme-left forces, openly aiming at the 
destruction of our parliamentarian democratic order. In our demo- 
cracy the representatives of any political view have the incontestable 
right to express and promote it; but no group may claim the right to 
realise their political opinion by force. We will not tolerate any 
violent disturbances of the legal order, regardless of their source. 
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The student demonstrations continued on the 16th of April, and the 
next day an Associated Press photographer, Klaus Frings, died as a 
result of the injuries he received during the rioting in Munich on the 
15th. This tragic event shocked the more level-headed leaders of the 
Students’ Union into realising that the violence was getting out of hand. 
The Students’ Union appealed to its members, and to all demonstrators, 
to conduct themselves in an orderly fashion and not to give way to 
violence. A second victim of the Munich riots, a twenty-seven-year- 
old student, died on the 18th of April. At once the Students’ Union 
decided to call off all demonstrations. The undercover-subverters did 
their best to encourage the students to disobey their leaders and continue 
rioting, but without success. 

A few days later the Minister of the Interior, Dr Benda, reported 
that law and order had been restored. He said that a security investiga- 
tion had uncovered a nation wide network of subverters that had 
coordinated the demonstrating and rioting. In many cases, selected 
troublemakers had received written orders instructing them how to 
resist police charges and manufacture riot weapons. 

On the 30th of April Dr Benda gave Parliament a full report about 
the Easter disturbances. He said demonstrations had taken place 
simultaneously in twenty-seven towns. In every case the demonstrations 
were accompanied by rioting and acts of violence. Up to 18,000 
students had been involved. 280 police officers and 296 civilians had 
received medical treatment for injuries, and police prosecutions were 
pending against 827 individuals; 87 were under eighteen years; 200 
aged between nineteen and twenty-two; 246 were aged twenty-two to 
twenty-five; and 284 over twenty-five. Dr Benda said that although the 
disturbances had been serious, the State had not been endangered. 

� � *  

The students riots in Paris in the spring of 1968 were the most notable 
of the undercover subverters’ operations, because they came close to 
bringing about the complete collapse of France. 

The directors of the Moscow and Peking Special Divisions for 
Subversion had prepared their master-subverters in France long before 
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the rioting. This is the Moscow directive, sent in code to its master- 
sub verters in France in April 1968: 

HIGHLY   CONFIDENTIAL!   MEMORISE!   THEN   BURN ! 

Results following our March directive are inexcusably poor. A very 
favourable situation exists among the French students. The action of 
the West German students over Easter could have been utilised for 
stimulating vigorous strike action by the French students. 

Action must be taken at once by all our undercover cadres! 
All support must be given to the French Party comrades. But our 

undercover activists must not involve themselves openly, nor damage 
their anti-communist reputation. 

The student population must be induced to demonstrate publicly 
and fight vigorously for their ’rights’. Subtle undercover tactics 
must be adopted to ensure these demonstrations culminate in 
rioting and street fighting. The objective is to create a dangerous, 
revolutionary situation in which law and order is discredited. 

Simultaneously our undercover cadres in industry, commerce, 
the trade unions, religious organisations and political parties, must 
propagate the idea that the working population should give full 
support to any students’ strike actions. 

It is imperative that all undercover activists concentrate on the real- 
isation of these objectives during the next few weeks. A revolutionary 
situation is ripening in France, and if all undercover subverters 
play their part to the utmost a situation can develop where the exist- 
ing reactionary Government is overthrown by active revolutionary 
action or by parliamentarian methods. 

The Peking directive was very similar in its wording, though the Red 
Chinese Special Division for Subversion laid even more emphasis on 
terrorist acts playing the prime role. 

Discontent had been simmering among Paris students for some time. 
Two hundred extreme left-wingers, describing themselves as a band of 
Anarchists, Maoists, Castroites and Trotskyists, formed an uneasy coali- 
tion. They staged protests, marched through the university corridors 
shouting out slogans and interrupted lectures and study-groups. On 
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the 2nd of May 1968 they forcibly occupied a classroom and prevented 
a Professor from delivering his lecture. 
The Dean of the Faculty of Letters stated: 

The function of any university is to teach its students. If it is prevented 
from doing so, steps must be taken to rectify the position. For some 
weeks it has been increasingly difficult for students to pursue studies 
at Nanterre because of systematic agitation by small groups of students 
who are creating a climate of instability. On the 2nd of May many 
classes could not be held because of incidents deliberately created, 
and menaces to students, professors and university officials. 

The Dean said he had decided, in agreement with the Minister of 
Education, to suspend studies in the Faculty of Letters at Nanterre. 

On the 3rd of May the Rector of the University of Paris announced 
that all studies at the Sorbonne would be suspended because a small 
group of students had occupied the university courtyard and attempted 
to take possession of the lecture hall. They were protesting because the 
university authorities has summoned six students before a disciplinary 
court. The students refused to vacate the Sorbonne courtyard. The 
police had been called, and, using tear-gas, had forcibly evicted the 
students. 

Not realising they were the pawns of subtle undercover subverters, 
an angry meeting of students resolved that militant action was the only 
way to achieve their demands. A street battle with the police developed 
in the nearby Boulevard Saint Michel, when students tore up paving 
stones and built them into barricades. They pulled down traffic signs 
to use as weapons, overturned cars to block roadways and used rocks, 
bottles and hand-made grenades as ammunition. The fighting lasted 
more than six hours. Twenty policemen were badly injured as well as 
an unknown number of rioting students. A total of 600 students were 
arrested, but most of them were released after questioning. A number 
of them were charged, however, and sent to prison after it had been 
proved that they had had clubs, iron bars, and axes. 

Violence always arouses strong feelings, and a match was thrown into 
this explosive atmosphere by the French Students’ Union. The student 
leaders protested against the closing of the Sorbonne and the Faculty of 
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Letters at Nanterre. They protested, too, against the arrest and imprison- 
ment of students involved in the riots of the 3rd of May. They alleged 
that the police had behaved in an unnecessarily brutal fashion, and they 
complained of defects in the French system of higher education. 

This protest took the form of an organised demonstration in the Latin 
Quarter. The students’ mood, was ugly, and violence was inevitable. 
More than 10,000 students fought steel-helmeted French Riot Police 
(CRS) in the Boulevard Saint Germain, the Rue de Rennes and the 
Rue Saint Jacques. By nightfall the streets displayed scenes of devasta- 
tion unknown since the war. Large areas of pavements and roads had 
been stripped of their paving stones, which had been used as missiles. 
Scores of buses and cars had been overturned, their tyres slashed and 
the vehicles then set alight. Shop-windows were smashed, railings torn 
down and private property destroyed. The riot police fought the students 
with tear-gas bombs, fire-hoses and repeated baton charges. Approx- 
imately 600 students and police had to receive hospital treatment; 
some 420 demonstrators were arrested. 

The following day, the 7th of May, thousands of students marched 
down the Champs Elysees, waving red flags and singing the Inter- 
nationale. The police were licking their wounds. There was no violence 
except when a group of militants attempted to invade the offices of 
Le Figaro* Students and police clashed on the steps of the newspaper 
building and a dozen or more students and policemen were taken to 
hospital. Meanwhile other universities in Paris went on strike in re- 
sponse to a call for unity from the Students’ Union. In the provinces, 
subverter-inspired students demonstrated solidarity with Paris. They 
closed down the Universities of Lyons, Marseilles, Lille, Strasbourg, 
Nancy, Clermont-Ferrand, Grenoble, Toulouse, Aix-en-Provence and 
elsewhere. They kept them shut for many weeks. 

Paris was dominated by fanatics and violence. Lawlessness was 
creating a near-revolutionary situation: the authorities became alarmed. 

On the 8th of May a special Cabinet meeting was convened with 
President De Gaulle present. The Cabinet recommended that the 
demands of the students should be given serious consideration in order

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that peace might be quickly restored to the universities. But it was also 
agreed that public law and order must be maintained in all circumstances. 

While Cabinet Ministers debated these problems, 20,000 students 
attended yet another mass meeting in the Latin Quarter. A strong 
cordon of police was quickly thrown up around the Sorbonne to 
prevent the students gaining access to it. However, the Paris Prefect 
of Police told the students, via a public address system, that he had orders 
not to interfere with them unless the police were attacked, or in the 
event of students deliberately embarking upon destructive disorder. 

An uneasy peace endured throughout Paris on the 9th of May. Then 
reports filtered through to the authorities from their agents that the 
students planned to occupy the Sorbonne, while students in other 
university towns would mount supporting protest demonstrations. The 
cordon of police around the university was redoubled. 

In Paris the Students’ Union announced that another monster 
demonstration would march through the already devastated Latin 
Quarter the following day. The student leaders stated that the objective 
of the demonstration was to demand the release of all students who had 
been arrested and were still in custody. 

The demonstration began at 6.30 in the evening, and almost at once 
it developed into rioting that lasted until the following day. The 
students built more than sixty barricades out of uprooted paving- 
stones, the steel shutters from shops and the wrecks of burnt-out cars 
and trucks. To clear the streets, the police were obliged to storm the 
barricades, after softening up the defenders with tear-gas grenades. 
Four students and eighteen officers were seriously injured; 345 others had 
to receive hospital treatment. A total of 188 cars were damaged or 
destroyed�the Rue de Lussac alone was littered with  the wreckage of 
some forty burnt-out vehicles. 

’It might have been the days of the Paris Commune,’ was the way 
one observer described the fighting. 

Red flags fluttered on the barricades and were enveloped in dense 
clouds of smoke; from time to time red signal flares illuminated the 
dark sky, flames and smoke billowed from burning cars and loud 
explosions punctuated the angry and excited shouting. It all had the 
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terrifying reality of an historical reconstruction. Some brave student 
occasionally clashed across the street to throw a fire-bomb, or drove 
yet another car through the fighting to reinforce the barricades. 
The police fought with trained precision. They demolished the 
barricades one by one and methodically mopped up the defendants. 
These boys and girls may not have known what they were fighting 
for. But they certainly fought with the energy of despair . . . 

The following day the Paris Prefect of Police announced that the 
riot police, although anxious to avoid being involved in street-fighting, 
had finally been provoked to action by the students guerrilla warfare 
which had been directed against them. 

The Government held out an olive branch. It announced that the 
Sorbonne would be opened the following day. This meant that 
academic studies could be resumed and students could sit for their 
exams. A special Court of Appeal would consider granting an amnesty 
to all arrested students. 

But that same day, the two largest trade unions in France, the CGT 
and the CFDT, called upon their members to come out on a twenty- 
four-hour general strike in support of the students. The undercover 
subverters were coordinating their efforts. And meanwhile, in Stras- 
bourg and in Lyons, demonstrating students had forcibly occupied their 
university buildings. 

The general strike of the 13 th of May caused a total shut-down of 
Paris. Electricity, gas, postal services, public transport, and industry 
were all affected. Only a few airliners maintained their scheduled 
flights from Orly and Le Bourget. At the same time strikes and mass- 
demonstrations took place in the provinces, crippling the entire country. 
Dockers struck at the ports, and the car ferry service from Le Havre to 
Southampton was closed down. 

In Paris, a monster demonstration, estimated at 200,000 strong, 
marched for four hours across the capital, from the Place de la Repub- 
lique, through the Latin Quarter, to the Place Denfert-Rochereaux. 
Students and trade unionists marched shoulder to shoulder in this 
procession; but apart from minor skirmishes there was no violence. 

In the provinces, students and workers supported the Paris strikers 
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with their own demonstrations, open-air rallies and public meetings. 
That same day, all the students and other demonstrators who had 

been arrested for rioting were released. Among them were students 
who had already been convicted and sentenced to imprisonment. Also 
that same day, the heads of the Paris universities announced they would 
set up a commission which would represent both teachers and students, 
to study the problems of university life. Whatever the original grievances 
of the students, the authorities were falling over themselves to settle 
them quickly and quietly. 

Authority had yielded. Students and lecturers together could thrash 
out the problems of university life. The rioting students had been 
forgiven and their punishment was rescinded. The police guards 
were withdrawn from universities. 

But the olive branch was spurned. 
On the 14th of May the Sorbonne was occupied by a small group of 

militant students who flew from its roof the red and black flags 
symbolising communism and anarchism. 

Neither the university authorities nor the police resisted this occupa- 
tion. France’s Prime Minister told the nation that the Rector of the 
university and several professors had called for police protection only 
when they found themselves surrounded by a group of angry students 
armed with clubs. 

Urged on by subverters who called authority’s appeal to reason a 
’students’ victory’, students all over France forcibly occupied their 
universities during the following two days. They set up Students’ 
Revolutionary Action Committees and declared themselves indepen- 
dent of the authority of the State. 

In Paris, one of the capital’s three National Theatres was taken over 
by 3,000 students at the end of a performance. The students proclaimed 
from the stage that they rejected ’consumer culture’. Red and black 
flags were flown from the building and a large placard in the foyer 
announced the theatre was closed to ’bourgeois audiences’; it ceased to be 
a theatre and was converted into a ’Centre of Cultural Exchanges for con- 
tact between the workers and students, and for uninterrupted meetings’. 

Meanwhile the students in the Sorbonne passed a resolution an- 
nouncing the abolition of all traditional examinations. Simultaneously, 
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throughout the country, workers occupied many of France’s biggest 
factories, including the nationalised Renault car factories. The workers 
proclaimed strikes of unlimited duration, demanded a forty-hour 
week, a higher basic wage and better social facilities. A total of 60,000 
workers were out on strike at the Renault car factories alone and the 
red and black flags flew over their roofs. At Nantes, the Sud Aviation 
plant was taken over by 2,000 workers. 

When the French Prime Minister, M. Pompidou, spoke to the nation 
on television on the evening of the 16th of May, he could have been 
forgiven for his air of bewilderment. In the interests of preserving peace, 
law and order he was ready to make almost any concessions demanded. 
What more could the students and strikers want? The Prime Minister 
appealed to the nation: 

I have given proof of my desire for appeasement. With the agree- 
ment of the President of the Republic, who will address you in a few 
days, I have restored the university of Paris to its teachers and 
students. I have held out my hand to them for the broadest and 
most constructive cooperation. 

I have freed the arrested demonstrators. I have announced a total 
amnesty. My appeals have gone entirely unheeded. Groups of hot- 
heads . . . propose to make the disorder general, with the express 
aim of destroying the nation, and the very foundations of our free 
society. 

The government has a duty to defend the republic. I will defend it. 
I address myself to you with calmness, but with gravity. Students, 
do not follow the provocateurs who declared themselves uncon- 
cerned with three quarters of you. Listen to the voice of reason. We 
are ready to hear all your legitimate demands. 

Frenchmen, Frenchwomen. It is up to you to show, by your calm- 
ness and by your resolution�whatever your political  preferences 
may be, whatever your social demands may be�that yo u reject 
anarchy. The government will do its duty. 

It asks you to help. 

The Prime Minister’s appeal went unheeded. The strikes spread. All 
over France more and more large factories were taken over by workers, 
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hot-headedly following the lead given by undercover subverters. The 
Berliet heavy-vehicle plant in Lyons was occupied by strikers; so were 
the synthetic textile industries in Lyons and Besancon, the shipyards 
in Nantes, Le Havre and Marseilles and the armament factory in 
Bayonne. Rail transport came to a standstill when railwaymen and 
locomotive drivers struck; air traffic was reduced by 75 per cent. By 
the 18th of May half a million workers were on strike and had occupied 
more than a hundred factories. 

France was almost at a standstill. 
This revolutionary situation had been independently manipulated 

by the Soviet and Red Chinese Special Division for Subversion through 
their master-subverters’ undercover networks. M. Waldeck Rochet, 
the Secretary-General of the French Communist Party, now cleared 
the decks for action. The Party’s newspaper L’Humanite’s headlines 
announced that the French Communist Party demanded a Popular 
Front Government. It stated that the Communist Party was ’ready to 
assume all its responsibilities’. The newspaper announcement termi- 
nated its demand with the coy suggestion: ’Why not call for the im- 
mediate overthrow of the Government? It is evident that conditions are 
ripening for its eventual overthrow!’ 

By the 19th of May more than two million workers were on strike 
and 120 factories were occupied. Paris was paralysed without the Metro, 
buses and other public transport services. The airports were deserted 
and all the power-plants were in the hands of the employees. To add 
unpleasantness to an uncomfortable situation, the dustmen had con- 
tributed their own special brand of brotherly solidarity; the streets 
were full of great piles of uncollected evil-smelling garbage. 

In the provinces, 8,000 shipyard workers took over the Pehoet 
Naval Yards at Saint Nazaire; 4,500 workers brought the Dunlop 
works to a standstill at Mont Lucion, while coal mines were taken over 
by the workers in the Nord and Pas-de-Calais area. Every large railway 
station in the country was picketed by strikers, and in Cannes the annual 
Film Festival had to be abandoned because the technicians came out on 
strike. The film directors backed them by refusing to permit their films 
to be screened. 

By the 20th of May France was totally isolated from the outside 
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world. Her economic life was paralysed. More than six million workers 
were on strike and all airports and railways were at a complete 
standstill. Only the Port of Bordeaux was still operating. The taxi 
drivers, the last remaining form of public transport, now also came out 
on strike. The city’s uncollected garbage formed stinking ten-foot 
high walls that lined the streets. By agreement with its staff, the 
State radio network continued broadcasting recorded music, inter- 
spersed with news bulletins, but there were no other programmes. 

On the 21st of May the National Assembly debated a vote of censure 
against the government. The number of strikers had risen to more than 
eight million. Bank employees were striking, civil servants at the 
Ministry of Finance and other Government departments had ceased to 
work, and all stocks and shares dealings were suspended on the Bourse. 
Even the girls at the Folies Bergeres were on strike; 300 dancers, 
singers, dressers and stage hands had taken over the famous theatre and 
occupied it. 

The Secretary-General of the French Communist Party spoke in the 
National Assembly and called for the end of the Gaullist regime, and 
for a Popular Front Government. 

The destiny of France trembled in the balance. 
A vote of censure moved in the National Assembly by the Com- 

munist Party failed to bring down the government by a hair’s-breadth. 
The combined Opposition vote of 223* failed to gain its objective by 
just eleven votes. The Communist Party’s bid to gain the balance of 
power in the National Assembly had come dangerously close to success. 

On the 23 rd of May France reached deadlock. But the government 
was as strong as ever. It had withstood a nationwide plot by Moscow 
and Peking to unseat it. The army was solidly behind it; the country 
was in turmoil but it was politically strong. A carefully engineered 
revolutionary situation had been coaxed along to a climax of very 
noisy fireworks, but there was no final Big Bang. The Communist 
Party’s bid for political power proved to be a very damp squib. 

On the 24th of May, President de Gaulle spoke to the nation. He 
said that in June he would hold a referendum. He planned to reform 
the nation’s economic, social and educational structure. The reform 

* Including 73 Communist Party votes. 
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would include the reorganisation of the universities, modernisation of 
the nation’s economic structure, improvement of working conditions 
and workers’ participation, in the widest sense, in the running of their 
factories. Students would share in the organisation of their universities. 
The French nation would be asked to vote simply ’Yes’ or ’No’. 

These had been days of great excitement, and of great inconvenience. 
Now President de Gaulle was offering the people everything they de- 
manded. Many people were wondering what the disturbances had been 
about. The President’s honest and sincere words to the nation had un- 
deniable impact. Authority was prepared to grant all reasonable demands. 

But Moscow’s and Peking’s undercover subverters wished to drown 
the voice of reason and appeasement. Within half an hour of President 
de Gaulle’s speech, more violent disorders erupted all over Paris. In 
the Latin Quarter, the Place de la Bastille and the Gare de Lyons, 
students erected barricades of sawn-down trees, mountains of garbage 
and torn-up flagstones. The riot police went into action again, with 
steel helmets pulled down low to protect their faces from flying stones, 
their riot clubs swinging purposefully. Tear-gas rolled like smoke over 
the battle-fields. Casualties were so high the students were obliged to 
organise their own emergency hospital service. Hundreds of students, 
armed with axe-handles, clubs and iron bars, stormed into the Paris 
Stock Exchange, pulled down the quotation boards, smashed the 
windows and set the entrance hall on fire. A total of 10,000 students 
were involved in this attack. 

This violence was in marked contrast to two other demonstrations 
that had taken place that day, organised by the CGT. In the first, a 
total of 100,000 strikers had marched from the Place de la Bastille to 
the Boulevard Haussmann and then quietly dispersed. The second 
demonstration had begun at the Citroen works in the south-western 
suburbs, and ended at the Gare d’Austerlitz. This, too, dispersed without 
clashing with the police. 

By the following day, the number of workers on strike in France had 
reached ten million. But now began a rapid cooling-off of militancy. 
The undercover subverters did their utmost to foment the revolution- 
ary spirit, but de Gaulle’s plain speaking had taken the steam out of a 
revolt that had no underlying cause. 
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The trade unions and the Employers’ Federation accepted the Prime 
Minister’s invitation to peace talks. On the 27th of May they reached a 
tentative agreement.On the 28th the strikers began to return to work. 
Two days later, de Gaulle announced the dissolution of the National 
Assembly in preparation for a general election. On the 31st of May 
M. Pompidou formed a new Cabinet. 

During the first week of June 1968 there was a general resumption of 
work, although demonstrators still marched and clashed with the police. 
At the Peugeot car factory in Eastern France, a young worker was 
shot dead by riot police. 

De Gaulle bluntly told the nation on television that the freedom of 
France was threatened by a totalitarian communist dictatorship. He 
sounded a grim warning: 

Elections will take place unless an attempt is made to gag the 
French people, preventing them from expressing themselves by the 
same methods which are used to prevent the students from studying, 
the teachers from teaching, and the workers from working. These 
methods are intimidation, deception and tyranny, exercised by 
groups long organised for this purpose, by a party which is a totali- 
tarian enterprise. 

Throughout the affair President de Gaulle and Prime Minister 
Pompidou had respected the French Constitution. There had been 
movements of French troops around the capital, including concentra- 
tions of tank units which were ready for any emergency; de Gaulle had 
even arranged to call upon French troops stationed in West Germany. 
But these were purely precautionary measures. The political scene had 
seemed dangerous, but political events never got out of hand. 

The students were more easily influenced by undercover subverters 
than the workers, and student disorders continued. There were two 
nights of violent rioting in the Latin Quarter on the nth and the 13th 
of June, resulting in 72 policemen being injured, and 194 demonstrators; 
72 barricades were erected, 75 cars were damaged and burned out, and 
10 police vans were wrecked. Five police stations were attacked, 25 
trees were cut down and 24 shop windows smashed. The Minister of 
the Interior announced the same day that 30 foreigners had been 
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arrested during the students’ riots. He said: ’These professional trouble- 
makers, imported from abroad for the occasion, have been deported.’ 

The Sorbonne continued to be occupied by militant students for a 
total of five weeks, and then, on the 16th of June, the 200 students in 
occupation agreed to leave the university, after an afternoon of 
negotiations with police officers. The students’ takeover of universities 
throughout France finally ended on the 1st of July 1968. 

The events of the spring of 1968 were a grim warning to the French 
government, and to all other governments of the Western democracies. 

� � *  

During the summer and autumn of 1968, Mexico City suffered the 
worst public disorders it had known in fifty years. A four-month 
strike by 150,000 university students in the capital became a students 
revolt that violently disrupted academic life, and resulted in bloody 
clashes between the students and the armed forces. 

As in America, France, Japan and other countries that have suffered 
serious student rioting, the basic cause of the outbreak in Mexico was 
obscure. One version was that it began on the 23 rd of July as a result 
of a trivial quarrel over a girl between students of two different uni- 
versities. This led to a fight in which several hundred students were 
involved. Within a week students were overturning buses and cars to 
build street barricades, and repelling government troops that had been 
brought in to assist the riot police. On the 30th of July a large-scale 
battle took place in the centre of Mexico City, in which the students 
fought against troops, armoured cars and tanks. 

By that time, every educational institute and university building in 
Mexico City had been closed down by the students. When troops used 
a bazooka to smash down the doors of a high school which students 
were occupying, resentment against the army became widespread. 
The students formed a National Strike Committee which made the 
following six demands of the Government: 

1. A free pardon for all political prisoners in Mexico. 
2. The abrogation of both sections of the Penal Code that punishes 

acts of subversion and public disorder. 
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3. The disbandment of the riot police. 
4. The dismissal of the police chief of Mexico City and his deputy. 
5. Compensation for the victims of the security forces’ aggression. 
6. An investigation to determine the official responsibility for the 

aggression. 

The Mexican Government and other independent observers were aware 
that these disturbances were due to ’the communist professional 
subverters who have infiltrated and largely dominated the student 
movement’. A neutral observer described conditions on the 8th of 
September as follows: 

The Auditorium of the School of Philosophy and Letters has been 
renamed Auditorium Ernesto Che Guevara, and classroom doors 
have been painted with such names as Lenin Room or Ho Chi Minh 
Room. Schools all over the city have taken on a revolutionary look, 
the students manning them twenty-four hours a day against in- 
trusion by Government forces. The strike committee has moved its 
meeting place, and its members are reluctant to have their pictures 
taken for fear of reprisals. Every political student organisation is 
involved: Moscow Communists, Mao Communists, Castro Com- 
munists and Trotsky Communists . . . From almost all students come 
expressions declaring their great lack of respect for governing officials; 
the Institutional Revolutionary Party, which has ruled under various 
names for almost forty years, and all other political groups . . . The 
bulk of the student body come from the middle and upper classes, 
the peasant and industrial working classes rarely being represented. 

After almost two months of non-stop student disturbances the 
Mexican army finally seized control of the National University on 
the 18th of September. The campus of the university had been used as 
the headquarters of the Students’ Strike Movement. It was from this 
Campus that the Students’ Brigade had set off daily for the city to 
seek support from the population. 

The Olympic Games were due to begin on the 12th of October, and 
the Mexican government was concerned to re-establish public order so 
that the Games would not be disrupted. From the 21st to the 22nd of 
September many battles were waged between the Police and students

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in numerous districts of the capital. Tear-gas and petrol bombs were 
used, and hundreds of police and students seriously injured. Some re- 
ports put the death toll as high as fifteen for these two days. But by the 
30th of September the rioting had died down and the 1,300 troops that 
occupied the National University campus were withdrawn, together 
with their armoured personnel carriers and tanks. 

But peace did not prevail for long. The combined forces of under- 
cover subverters made an all-out effort to rekindle the revolutionary 
spirit, and on the 2nd of October severe fighting broke out again, with 
the appearance of a full-scale Civil War. 

Fighting broke out when many thousands of students were marching 
through a working-class suburb. Soon the riot police were reinforced 
by some 1,000 troops. They were obliged to use rifle and machine-gun 
fire against marksmen sniping from the windows and rooftops of 
apartment buildings. The Plaza of the Three Cultures became a 
battlefield. This one night of bloodshed is known to Mexico as ’The 
Night of Sorrow’. It produced a death toll of 28, with more than 200 
injured.* Many of those killed and wounded were civilians, and among 
them were women and children who had been trapped in the fighting. 

On the 8th of October, with the Olympic Games due to open in 
four days, an agreement was reached between representatives of the 
Government and the students. The students gave assurances there 
would be no disorders during the Olympic Games, and the Govern- 
ment made concessions to the students’ demands. 

� � �  

In November 1968 the students of West Pakistan, incited by Red 
Chinese mastcr-subverters, agitated for educational reform. A wave of 
rioting spread throughout West Pakistan. In December it contaminated 
East Pakistan. 

The rioting and disorder was so grave that a state of emergency was 
declared. To appease the students, the Pakistani President released

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political prisoners and announced that he would not seek re-election 
as a President. 

� �  �  

The Ivory Coast also suffered a serious student strike. The students 
occupied the university and clashed with the army. The Abidjan 
Government discovered that the Soviet Embassy’s undercover 
subverters had incited this student unrest. As a reprisal, the Soviet 
diplomats were expelled from the Ivory Coast, and diplomatic 
relations between Abidjan and Moscow were severed. Subsequently, 
twenty-six foreign students who had been proved to have taken an 
active part in the student disturbances were deported. 
�  �  �  

In the Congo, student strikes, demonstrations and protests were as 
vigorous and as violent as elsewhere in the Western world. 

In June 1969 six students were killed and twelve were wounded 
when demonstrating students clashed with the army. Four soldiers 
and two policemen were seriously injured, and two army officers 
disappeared. Evidence was gathered which established that Peking- 
directed undercover subverters had instigated the riots. An official 
radio report stated: 

Students, manipulated by political troublemakers, launched a 
wildcat strike, and attacked the forces of order that were trying to 
restrict them to their campus with Molotov cocktails. This provoca- 
tion resulted in violent disturbances. It is now known that foreigners 
were involved in this affair and encouraged the students to violence. 

Subsequent to this an investigation was opened to discover who, 
and by what means, the Molotov cocktails, Mao Tse-tung propaganda 
and instructions about street fighting, were introduced into Lovanium 
University. Conclusive evidence about ’foreign intervention’ was 
established, and as a consequence five students were sentenced to twenty- 
five years’ imprisonment for ’plotting against the security of the State’ 
and another twenty-five students received sentences varying from 
three months’ to ten years’ imprisonment. 

� �  * 
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During 1969 at least sixty-nine Japanese universities were taken over 
and occupied by rioting students, directed by Red Chinese master- 
subverters. There was serious disruption of all academic studies, and 
most of the country’s leading educational institutions were immobilised 
for many months. Whenever the police were called in to restore law 
and order, there was rioting and battles between the police and students 
grew more and more violent. 

Although the students claimed that their protests were caused by 
overcrowding and lack of facilities in the universities, their placards, 
slogans and banners made no mention of these grievances. Instead, the 
students campaigned against the security treaty that the USA was about 
to sign with Japan. Any peace pact between Tokyo and Washington 
would be unpalatable both to Moscow and Peking. The year-long 
rioting that the Japanese students pursued therefore propagated the 
political policy of Soviet Russia and Red China. 

� � *  

When violent student disturbances broke out in Egypt, they were 
planned and organised by Red Chinese master-subverters. Rioting 
resulted in the closure of all the universities and colleges in Alexandria 
and Mansoura. 

On the 21st of November 1969 twelve people were killed and forty- 
three wounded in Mansoura during street-fighting between riot police 
and demonstrating students. Two days later even more violent rioting 
took place in Alexandria, when students staged a sit-in strike at their 
university. 

Thousands of students were involved. Cars and buses were set 
alight; students wrecked public property and road signs, smashed 
windows and burned buildings. Strong forces of police retaliated, 
using truncheons, tear-gas and water-cannon. The death-toll in Alex- 
andria was sixteen, and more than a hundred people were wounded. 

� � �  

Carefully planned disruptive tactics which exploit several molehill 
grievances simultaneously, and build them into mountains of violent 
rioting, can cause grave political consequences. But the directors of 
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the Special Division for Subversion considered the ’spectacular’ 
student riots in America, Britain, France, Germany and elsewhere 
a dress-rehearsal for more decisive action in the future. 

One day, another revolutionary situation will be engineered in the 
countries of the Western world. The enemy is always within. 



12 

Black Power and the Subverters 

While some of Moscow’s and Peking’s master-subverters, and their 
undercover networks, concentrated upon student riots, others made 
racial issues their target. 

’Wherever a seed of grievance takes root, disruption by demonstra- 
tions and riots may later be reaped,’ stated a directive sent in February 
1967 by Moscow’s Special Division for Subversion to its master- 
subverters in the USA. ’Genuine grievances must be converted by our 
undercover cadres into urgent problems burning for settlement . . .’ 

The USA has planted the seeds of many grievances; now they are 
reaping the sad harvest of their past injustices. 

Nobody can dispute that colour discrimination in America has 
underprivileged a large percentage of her population. The US govern- 
ment does its best to eradicate this discrimination, but it is not easy to 
alter attitudes that have endured for centuries. In time America’s negro 
population may integrate with the white, but meanwhile, the resentful 
and impatient coloured citizens of the United States justly object to 
social and economic discrimination. This resentment is continuously 
stoked-up by subverters’ agitation. 

It is asserted by some American politicians and sociologists that 
colour discrimination will disappear within two generations. But those 
who live today are determined to live. The resistance shown by some 
organised groups of white Americans towards racial integration has 
aroused serious doubt that the future will be different. Many coloured 
Americans believe that it will not change at all without political 
agitation. 

These underprivileged Americans are deprived of good education, 
are impoverished and are unable to gain recognition for their ability, 
even when it is superior to that of white people. They have a genuine 
grievance. Stimulated by master-subverters they can become ripe for 
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revolt. Their smouldering resentment against society and their sense of 
injustice can be inflamed and channelled into violent, bloody action. 

America’s racial problem cannot be solved simply by passing laws. 
The true obstacle to integration is human emotional prejudice. This 
cannot be turned off like a tap. Only the growth of new generations can 
breed it out. 

The racial problem in the United States cannot be solved quickly. It 
will endure for many years. It will provide Moscow’s and Peking’s 
subverters with a deadly weapon for a long time. 

The negroes have campaigned for justice and equality. Their Civil 
Rights demonstrations were law-abiding and orderly. But, regrettably, 
white violence was sometimes organised against them. When this 
happened, the police favoured the attackers, and victimised the 
defenders. 

When Dr Martin Luther King and 250 marchers visited Philadelphia 
on the 21st of June 1967, to commemorate the murder of three negroes 
who had been killed in the neighbourhood in 1964, they were attacked 
and stoned by a large mob of white people. The police swiftly vanished. 
Later that same day, a cavalcade of cars raced through the negro 
quarter of the town with guns blazing. The Civil Rights Headquarters 
were riddled with bullets and bystanders were obliged to drop to the 
ground and take cover. Again there was no police intervention. But 
the following day, when the negro marchers were pitching a tent in 
the grounds of a school, they were dispersed by State Highway Police, 
using rifle-butts, clubs and tear-gas in a manner intended to beat up 
the negroes rather than maintain law and order. 

This was just one of many similar incidents that provided undercover 
subverters with the arguments to inflame passions to explosiveness. 
Referring to this incident, the Chairman of the Students’ Non-violent 
Coordinating Committee coined the phrase Black Power. 

He said: ’We need power to stop the kind of brutality that occurred 
the night before last. We need Black Power to get out of the slums. But 
there is no intention of using it to lead us to black supremacy.’ 

Dr Martin Luther King, a peace-loving man whose influence over 
his followers restrained them from violence, was uneasy about the 
reference to Black Power. He said in an interview later: ’Black suprem- 
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acy would be equally as evil as white supremacy.’ But the undercover 
subverters persuaded some easily-led negro youths to group themselves 
into a Coloured Freedom Fighters Force. The subverters’ exploitation 
of a genuine grievance found fertile soil. The Coloured Freedom 
Fighters movement grew swiftly. The director of the Congress of 
Racial Equality told a convention on the 4th of July: 

’To become total citizens of this society, six basic ingredients are 
needed: political power; economic power; an improved self-image of 
the black man; young militant leadership; the enforcement of federal 
laws; the abolition of police cruelty; and the development of the black 
consumer block.’ He continued: ’As long as the white man has all the 
power and money, nothing will happen because we have nothing. 
The only way to achieve a meaningful change is to take power . . .’ 

� � �  

Racial riots in the US during the summer of 1967 were more wide- 
spread and violent than at any other time in its history. They began in 
April with disturbances in the negro universities in the southern states; 
they spread to the northern cities and towns by June. They reached a 
climax in July with major riots in Detroit and many other cities. 

These riots, instigated by master-subverters, were extremely destruc- 
tive. Looting and arson were carried out under the covering fire of 
Red Chinese-trained snipers. Most riots functioned like an organised 
military manoeuvre, planned with careful foresight. 

� � �  

Half of the 400,000 population of Newark, New Jersey, are negroes. 
Rioting started there on the 12th of July 1967 when a mob armed with 
bottles and rocks went to the aid of a negro taxi driver who had been 
arrested. 

The rioting spread, taking on an almost identical pattern to the 
rioting in Detroit. 

On the 14th of July the Governor declared the city to be ’in criminal 
insurrection’. On his orders, 375 State Troopers arrived in the city, and 
3,000 National Guards. A state of emergency was declared and a curfew 
imposed. Although National Guardsmen with fixed bayonets moved 
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into the area, rioting and roof-top sniping continued until the 17th 
of July. By that time the city had been declared a disaster area. Food 
supplies had to be brought into the devastated section of Newark by the 
authorities, and distributed by volunteers. 

In those five days of rioting, 26 people were killed and 1,200 injured; 
more than 1,600 people were arrested and the damage caused was 
estimated at 47 million dollars. Rooftop snipers were responsible for 
the deaths of policemen and firemen, and for wounding many citizens. 

� � �  

Detroit suffered most from racial riots in 1967. 
Detroit is the fifth largest city in the United States, with a population 

of nearly 1 1/2 million�one third of them negroes. It is one of the most 
enlightened cities on racial policy. Its large-scale housing projects are 
integrated. The discriminating arrest and humiliating treatment of 
negroes by arresting police officers has been stamped out. Negroes have 
been appointed to high civic offices; negroes earn high salaries and 
wages in the car factories and enjoy equality with the whites. Here, 
more than anywhere else in the USA, it is evident that racial discrimina- 
tion is vanishing, albeit slowly. 

The Detroit riots began in the early morning of the 23 rd of July 
1967, when police raided an illicit drinking den and arrested seventy- 
three people. A crowd gathered, among them many negroes. They 
impeded the police. A brawl developed, and became a riot. 

The news spread like wildfire. Urged on by ever-active subverters 
coloured people poured out from their homes to join the rioting. 
Vandalism was rampant, shop windows were broken, looters invaded 
private property and incendiary gangs fired buildings. While trying 
to restore law and order, the police found themselves fired upon by 
rooftop snipers. 

The rioting and looting continued all through the day. 1,000 National 
Guards were ordered into the city to help the police. To no avail. The 
rioting spread to every sector of the city. 

During the first two days of the rioting more than 1,000 shops and 
stores were ransacked and more than 300 fires were started, including 
entire blocks. A curfew was imposed, but ignored. After a helicopter 
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flight across the city, the Governor of Michigan said, ’It looks like a 
city that’s been bombed.’ He declared a state of emergency. 8,000 
National Guards were mobilised to assist the city’s 4,000 police. 
Rooftop sniping continued and police were ordered to return the fire. 

During the evening of the 24th of July, the Governor asked the 
Attorney General to send in 5,000 federal troops. These troops were 
flown to Detroit on President Johnson’s orders. They moved slowly 
into the city that same night while steady fire from rooftops was 
directed indiscriminately against firemen, police, troops and tanks. 

The following day, the 25th of July, the troops used helicopters to 
fly low over the city and flush out the rooftop marksmen. In one area 
of the city the sniping was so intense that all policemen and firemen were 
withdrawn, and armoured troop carriers were moved in to sweep the 
rooftops with machine-gun fire. 

By the 27th of July, Detroit had been brought under control, 
except for isolated pockets of sniping. Thirty-four people were killed 
in these riots and over 1,500 injured. 5,000 people were arrested, about 
10 per cent of them were white. A total of 1,110 buildings were set on 
fire, and the damage was estimated at 200 million dollars. The number 
of rooftop snipers was estimated to be about 100; a high percentage of 
them were white. 

� � *  

Rioting took place in so many American cities that on the 27th of 
July 1967 President Johnson appointed a Special Advisory Commission 
on Civil Disorders. Its mission was to investigate the origin of riots and 
to recommend measures to prevent and contain riots in the future. A 
very significant Bill was unanimously passed by the Senate on the 30th 
of August; it made it an offence for anyone to cross a State border, or 
to use the mail or any other facilities of inter-State commerce, with the 
intention of inciting rioting and violence. 

The report of the Commission was long and thorough. It scrutinised 
hundreds of eyewitness statements and reports from people in all walks 
of life. It was supplied with thousands of documents by the FBI and 
the police. It contained this significant paragraph: 

’Specifically, the Commission has found no evidence that all or any 
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of the disorder, or the incidents that led to them, were planned or 
directed by any organisation or group, international, national or local.’ 
Is it surprising that the Commission has found no evidence that 
undercover subverters provoked these riots? Undercover subverters 
take little active part in rioting if it can be avoided. Their task is only 
to promote violence. But even if undercover subverters are directly 
involved in rioting and are arrested, they do not confess their role in 
spreading violence and disorder. The Commission realised this. 
Although it possessed no physical evidence, it added two more para- 
graphs of great significance to its report: 

Militant organisations, local and national, and individual agitators 
who repeatedly forecast and called for violence, were active in the 
spring and summer of 1967. We believe that they sought to encourage 
violence and that they helped to create an atmosphere that contributed 
to the outbreak of disorder. 

We recognise that the continuation of disorders and the polarisa- 
tion of the races would provide fertile ground for organised exploita- 
tion in the future. 

� *  * 

The rioting in New York on the 30th of July 1967 seemed to start 
spontaneously, when a group of negro youths hurled bricks and bottles 
at shops and buildings. The youths were soon joined by adults who 
looted the shop windows and started fires in them. The police and fire 
brigades quickly moved in. 

Usually a show of authority is enough to subdue a riot. But on this 
occasion rooftop snipers’ shots rang out, Molotov cocktails were hurled 
and the riot swiftly developed into organised guerrilla warfare. 

A survey of negro public opinion later showed that 48 per cent 
believed the riot helped the negro cause. It concluded that a significant 
number of negroes are emotionally ready for violence as a solution to 
the problems of segregation, exploitation and subordination. 

� � �  

Dr Martin Luther King, the negro Civil Rights leader, was an apostle 
of non-violence. He was revered by America’s negroes and his influence 
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over them was enormous. But he was an obstacle to the undercover 
subverters who wished to see political action expressed in violent 
rioting and guerrilla warfare. Dr King was shot dead on the 4th of 
April 1968; he was cold-bloodedly murdered on orders from Moscow’s 
Special Division for Subversion. 

The negro Civil Rights leader arrived in Memphis to lead a march of 
the city’s 1,300 garbage collectors, most of them negroes, who had 
been out on strike since the 12th of February. He took a room in the 
Lorraine Hotel on Mulberry Street. At 6.00 p.m. he went out on to the 
balcony of his room and leaned over the railing to chat with a friend 
in the parking lot below. A shot was fired and Dr King fell with a 
bullet wound in the neck and lower jaw. He was rushed to hospital 
but was dead on arrival. The Man of Peace had been eliminated. The 
obstacle to violence was removed. Black Power, incited by Moscow’s 
undercover subverters, could now adopt a more militant and violent 
policy. 

On President Johnson’s express orders an intensive search was begun 
for Dr King’s murderer. In due course he was arrested. On the 17th 
of April the FBI stated: 

’The arrested man, one Eric Starvo Galt, together with an individual 
alleged to be his brother, entered into a conspiracy to kill Dr Martin 
Luther King; in furtherance of this conspiracy, Galt purchased a rifle 
in Birmingham, Alabama, in March 1968.’ 

Subsquently the FBI reported that ’Galt’ was one of many names used 
by James Earl Ray, a confirmed criminal. Ray had been a drifter since 
leaving school, and at the age of twenty-one was arrested for burglary. 
His last crime had been armed robbery, which earned him a twenty-year 
prison sentence, but he had escaped from the penitentiary in 1967. 

He had booked a room in a boarding house facing the hotel balcony 
on which Dr King was killed. He specifically asked for this room and 
paid cash in advance. The lethal bullet had been fired by a 30.06 calibre 
rifle fitted with a telescopic sight. 

Ray had had many jobs, among them cook, merchant seaman and 
bartender. He’d been discharged from the US Army as inept and lacking 
adaptability. He had forged postal orders and robbed and lived under 
half a dozen aliases. He was a man who sought easy pickings, and 
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somewhere he had found them. For months prior to murdering Dr 
King, while on the run from prison, he’d possessed ample funds. He’d 
spent about $4,500 in a few short weeks in Birmingham, Alabama, in 
the autumn of the previous year. The FBI could not trace the alleged 
’brother’ who had conspired with him to kill Dr King. 

Ray had no political convictions. He had no motive in murdering 
Dr King, except financial gain. Secret reports in Kremlin files* confirm, 
however, that Russian undercover subverters in the United States 
employ professional gangsters to eliminate influential men who are 
political obstacles. And a directive from Moscow’s Special Division 
for Subversion, sent in April 1968 to its master-subverters in America, 
stated: 

The assassination of the Negro leader Dr King by a known white 
American hoodlum was a well-prepared and organised action which 
must be turned to advantage by fomenting racial riots throughout 
the USA. The lessons from previous American racial riots must be 
remembered. The tempers of the negroes must be aroused by reit- 
erating that a white man murdered a black man. Negro communities 
everywhere must be encouraged, and assisted, to riot for Black 
Power . . . 

The murder of Dr Martin Luther King was followed by outbreaks of 
racial violence all over the United States, no cities were involved; 
thirty-nine people were killed; more than 2,500 injured and some 14,000 
arrests took place. More than 2,000 fires were started, and the restora- 
tion of law and order required 45,000 National Guardsmen and 21,000 
federal troops. Thousands more stood by ready. 

The road had been opened for Black "Power to show its true strength 
�assisted by Moscow’s undercover subverters. 

� � �  

From the 18th of July 1968 street rioting paralysed the city of Cleveland 
for five days. Over a hundred buildings were burned down and four 
negroes were shot dead. 

Simultaneously with this episode, there was rioting in Brooklyn, 
*See pages 32, 33 
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New York. The negro rioters used firearms, looted shops and burned 
property. A negro boy was shot dead and seventeen other people were 
wounded. 

Five weeks later, in Atlanta, Georgia, there was violent rioting, 
looting and arson. Two negroes received gunshot wounds, one of them 
died; a policeman was also shot and wounded. 

Two weeks after this, San Francisco suffered the worst racial riots 
in history. They began when a white policeman shot and killed a negro 
youth who was fleeing from a stolen car. The subsequent damage from 
looting and arson was estimated at a quarter of a million dollars; 362 
people were arrested. 

�  �  * 

The Ku Klux Klan and other groups of white people in the southern 
American states hold the lives of coloured people in contempt. ’Shoot- 
ing a nigger’ is considered by many not to be a social crime. A great 
many negroes have been shot, and the judges and juries�if the incident 
ever gets to the Courts�very often failed to find t he accused guilty. 

After the Governor of Alabama had illegally revoked the new (1968) 
law of non-segregation in schools, a mob of white people armed with 
axe-handles, chains and lead pipes, attacked the negro children attempt- 
ing to enter the newly-integrated schools. Many children were badly 
hurt. One boy of twelve had his leg broken. The police stood by, 
laughing. This caused such an outburst of public indignation that the 
US Department of Justice was forced to intervene, and unwilling State 
Troopers finally found themselves obliged to protect the negro children. 

It is not surprising that negroes react strongly and violently to such 
blatant injustice; nor is it surprising that Moscow and Peking subverters 
can make so much capital from these incidents. The expert handling 
of resentful negroes by Russian and Red Chinese subverters during the 
last few years has channelled resentment into organised rioting of such 
violence that it has often come close to minor revolution. 

� � *  

The directors of Peking’s Special Division for Subversion resented the 
notable success that Moscow’s master-subverters and their networks 
had achieved with racial riots in the United States. Coded directives 
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were flashed from Peking to its master-subverters, ordering them to 
’stage an all-out effort to revolutionise America’s negro population and 
incite and organise demonstrations, looting, arson, bomb explosions, 
sniping and all forms of guerrilla warfare wherever negroes live’. 

The Red Chinese master-subverters inspired their networks to greater 
efforts, and this small army of skilled operatives began to condition the 
negro population to declare war against the whites. 

The Chicago Riots were an American equivalent to the West 
German students’ revolts, London’s Grosvenor Square riots and France’s 
nationwide strikes. They became a grave threat to law and order. 
Demonstrators from as far away as New York and California estab- 
lished a base in Lincoln Park in Chicago. They numbered about 10,000. 
Among them were hundreds of hippies wearing long hair and love- 
beads; most were unwashed and unprepossessing; they made love in 
the open and ignored all the rules of conventional society. These 
demonstrators were students, yippies, youngsters working for a 
political candidate, professional people of widely conflicting political 
views, anarchists, motorcycle gangs, young thugs, and, inevitably, the 
undercover subverters. This motley crowd subjected the Chicago police 
to continual provocation both by word and by deed. They called the 
police obscene names and pelted them with rocks, sticks, bottles, tiles 
and even human excrement. Some of these actions were spontaneous 
but many were planned. The police were repeatedly taunted with 
threats that the demonstrators would disrupt the city and take it over. 
This provocation finally resulted in the police retaliating with physical 
violence. Fundamental police training was ignored and those superior 
officers who happened to be on the scene were unable to control their 
men. 

The majority of the demonstrators intended to join the major protest 
demonstration against the Democratic National Convention. They did 
not plan to disrupt the proceedings of the Convention, they did not 
plan aggressive action, or physical provocation against the authorities; 
they did not intend to stage an assault against any person, institution 
or place of business. But despite their peaceful intentions they could 
not prevent young hotheads being inflamed by vicious police action 
and turning a peaceful demonstration into a riot. 
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During the night of the 27th of August 1968 the police made a 
number of calculated attacks upon the demonstrators, on the pretext of 
wishing to break up an all-night vigil of prayers in Lincoln Park. Early 
on in the morning of the 28th, orders were given to the police to clear 
Lincoln Park. The exercise was carried out with considerable violence. 

The demonstrators were taken by surprise and forced out into the 
surrounding streets. They retaliated with stones and bottles, which they 
hurled at police cars. The police fired rifle shots into the air. Soon the 
police were joined by 1,400 National Guards. Some 2,500 demonstra- 
tors who had taken up positions in front of the Hilton Hotel were 
cleared away into neighbouring streets. The hotel lobby was filled with 
fumes from the tear-gas canisters fired by National Guardsmen. 
Violent rioting continued long into the night; 267 were arrested and 700 
injured. The police casualties were seven. 

The Chicago Riots were considered of such importance that 
Washington appointed a Special Commission* to examine objectively 
all the circumstances. The Commission’s unbiased report, based on 
eyewitness reports and official data, made it clear that police brutality 
was rampant: 

On the part of the police there was enough wild club-swinging, 
enough cries of hatred, enough unrestrained beating to make the 
conclusion inescapable that individual policemen, and lots of them, 
committed violent acts, far in excess of that needed for crowd- 
dispersal, or arrests. To read dispassionately the hundreds of state- 
ments describing at first hand the events in Chicago is to become 
convinced at the presence of what can only be called a police riot. 

The Committee added: ’The extremely obscene language used by 
demonstrators and police alike was a contributory factor to the violence 
described in our reports; its frequency and intensity were such that it 

* This official American analysis of the Chicago Riots was undertaken by a 
study team of 212 members. They recorded 1,410 eyewitness statements, re- 
viewed 2,102 other statements provided by the Federal Bureau of Investigation, 
studied 180 hours of motion picture films, 12,000 still photographs, and thousands 
of newspaper accounts. The conclusions drawn by the Commission were sum- 
marised in 233 printed pages. 
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was omitted from the report and would inevitably understate the 
effect it had.’ 

One important directive that the Special Division for Subversion 
issued to master-subverters states that the police shall be provoked. 
Policemen are human beings and can be angered; if provoked to club- 
swinging, they can provoke retaliating anger in their victims. Then the 
barricades are built and stones and bottles begin to fly. Any subverter 
who infiltrates a crowd of protesters, and shouts insults at police officers 
until they respond with swinging batons, sparks off a violence that can 
spread swiftly. One single act of provocation can cause many days of 
violent street-fighting between the police and the public. 

� � �  

After the Chicago Riots any small grievance would spark off violence 
that was remarkable for the speed with which it spread. 

Black Power found expression through many negro organisations. 
The most militant was the Black Panther Party. The Black Panthers, 
assisted by Red China’s master-subverters and their networks, trained 
armed patrols ’to protect negroes from police brutalities’. Their em- 
blem, the Panther, was chosen because the panther does not attack, but if 
subjected to attack, will fight to the death. 

The Black Panthers possessed arms and used them. They made their 
own judgement as to whether negroes had been unjustly attacked by 
whites, and took violent revenge. The Panthers were ruthless, illegal and 
dangerous. They were armed guerrillas. All over America, they fought 
gun battles with the police, killing many of them. The police retaliated, 
determined to stamp out this small but desperate gang of outlaws. The 
Black Panthers steadily lost their leadership in battle. Eventually, most 
of the party leaders were in prison, had fled into exile, or had been 
shot by the police. 

� * �  

But gangs of gunmen who tried to impose their own justice upon the 
community like lynchers were not the only problem of violence con- 
fronting the US Government. During the second half of 1969 and the 
first six months of 1970 a wave of bomb outrages afflicted the United 
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States. President Nixon was forced to urge the death penalty for insti- 
gators of bombings when lives were lost. 

New York was hit particularly grievously. When the Marine 
Midland building in Broadway was blown up, nineteen people were 
seriously injured. A federal office was destroyed. The bombing of 
Macy’s department store activated the sprinkler system, greatly 
aggravating the damage. 

In one day, bombs exploded in the General Motors building on Fifth 
Avenue; in the sixty-storey Chase Manhattan Bank building; and in 
the Radio Corporation of America building in the Rockefeller Centre. 

In each instance, telephone warnings were given beforehand so that 
staff could be evacuated from the buildings before the explosions took 
place. 

The telephone warnings of bomb outrages served a double purpose. 
They saved lives. But for every genuine warning received there were 
a hundred false ones. Hundreds of businesses and factories were brought 
to a standstill while staffs were evacuated, and thousands of working 
hours were lost while police and bomb-disposal units searched futilely 
for explosives. So the false warnings had an effect just as the true ones 
did. 

The University of Wisconsin’s Army Mathematics Research Centre 
was wrecked by an explosion that killed a scientist and caused five 
million dollars of damage. There were four suspects, all under the age 
of twenty-two. They disappeared after the incident. The FBI have no 
records that these four young people had any political associations. But 
a secret Kremlin publication* credits them with ’having carried out 
important destructive work as activists in their undercover subverter 
network’. 

Greenwich Village was torn apart by a series of explosions and swept 
by fire when a four-storey building used as a ’bomb factory’ blew up. 
Police found sixty sticks of dynamite, and fuses and caps among the 
ruins. One of the bodies recovered was identified as Theodore Golt, a 
Columbia University graduate who had been one of the student revolt 
leaders at that university. A number of other bodies were found, but 
so mutilated that they could not be identified. 

* The Party Bulletin, Moscow, September 1970. 
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Six days later, bombs exploded in the Mobil Oil Company, the 
International Business Machines Company and the General Telephone 
and Electronics Company. Great damage was caused to these three 
Manhattan skyscrapers. Once again telephone warnings were received 
in time for the staffs to be evacuated. 

United Press International received a letter from a Bombing Squad. 
They signed themselves ’Revolutionary Force 9’. One paragraph of the 
letter read: 

’In death-directed America there is only one way to a life of love and 
freedom: To attack and destroy the forces of death and exploitation, 
and to build a just society�Revolution!’ 

Similar bombings occurred in San Francisco, Chicago, Buffalo, 
Detroit, Pittsburgh, Seattle, Denver, Cleveland, Tucson and other 
American cities. The bomb targets were usually government offices, 
military training centres and police stations. 

’The home-made bomb is rapidly taking over from the revolver and 
rifle as a violent instrument of political change . . .,’ an observer com- 
mented. 

From what little is known, the new Anarchists appear to be white 
more than black�young people with relatively afflue nt backgrounds, 
who have served an apprenticeship in an extremist organisation, and, 
as likely as not, are female. They receive their armament instructions 
from bombing manuals�some of them official army han dbooks� 
published and circulated by the Revolutionary Left. . . Gunpowder 
can be bought legally in many states, and dynamite can be obtained 
just as easily. Both are being discovered with alarming frequency in 
police investigations. 

A violent explosion occurred in an East Side tenement house on the 
28th of March 1970. It was the ’bomb factory’ of a militant negro 
organisation. 

Among the ruins of this six-storey building the police found live 
bombs, a large store of chemicals for the manufacture of explosives, 
combustible gasoline and armaments. They also discovered a large 
quantity of propaganda leaflets, among them Black Panther publica- 
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tions. Subsequent police investigations of other bomb incidents showed 
that the perpetrators were black and white men and women.* 

Fear became widespread throughout the country, and President 
Nixon told Congress: 

’Schools and public buildings have had to be evacuated; considerable 
property has been destroyed; lives have been lost. Clearly, many of these 
bombings have been the work of political fanatics, many of them 
young criminals posturing as romantic revolutionaries. They must be 
dealt with as the potential murderers they are.’ 

In New York City alone the police reported in 1969 ninety-three 
explosions; nineteen unexploded devices discovered and 3,191 telephone 
warnings of bomb explosions. 

A great nation was terrorised by a handful of ruthless men and women 
master-subverters. There is almost no defence against terrorists. What 
defence can there be against individuals who pose as honest citizens, 
while secretly planning to disrupt and, perhaps, destroy their neigh- 
bours’ lives�and for no apparent purpose? 

Most disturbing of all for the American authorities in the last few 
years has been the increasing tendency of demonstrating and rioting 
to escalate to extremes of violence. Organised and peaceful demonstra- 
tions dissolve into rioting and vandalism which blends into guerrilla 
warfare. These are the same terrorist tactics that were practised by 
Mao Tse-tung in China and Che Guevara in South America. 

This terrorist activity is not a spontaneous outbreak of resentment 
by isolated groups of individuals. It is guerrilla warfare, waged by 
Peking’s and Moscow’s master-subverters. They incite and direct the 
world-wide sabotage of freedom, and of human rights. The CIA and 
the FBI have proof that the negro riots and the Bomb Squads were 
organised by subverters in the employ of Peking and Moscow. 

* These publications propagated a revolutionary socialist ideology based upon 
the violent-action philosophy of Mao Tse-tung, Che Guevara and Regis Debray. 
The Black Panthers are a negro organisation but they are prepared to cooperate 
with white radicals to achieve a common objective. 
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The Wide Scope of Organised Terrorism 

Newspapers have limited type-space; radio and television have limited 
time. Moreover, the public has no wish to devote too much of its 
leisure to learning all the details of international news. So ’happenings’ 
in the world are encapsulated, in print and in broadcasts, for rapid 
digestion. Only a fraction of what occurs all over the globe is reported; 
few people can know more than a very little of what is happening to 
the rest of the world. This is why the enormous scope of worldwide 
terrorist activity is not easily recognised. Nevertheless Moscow’s and 
Peking’s master-subverters and their fifth-column networks are cease- 
lessly spreading discontent, aggressiveness and violence to even the 
remote corners of the world.

In Burma, during the summer of 1967, and after some months of 
violent terrorist activity including the daily derailment of trains and 
the ambushing of troops, Peking-directed guerrillas launched a power- 
ful attack on the town of Gyobingauk, about a hundred miles north of 
Rangoon. 

On the 13 th of May 1967 Gyobingauk was attacked by more then 
200 terrorists, who assumed control of the town for many days. They 
drove out all the inhabitants and systematically burned down the town 
hall and all other public buildings. They created damage estimated at 
more than £800,000. 

The guerrillas were activated and directed by a Red Chinese master- 
subverter known by the alias of Than Yin. There was a political motive 
behind this attack. It coincided with the increasingly warlike attitude 
adopted by the Peking government towards the Burmese government.
